The information you provide may be a crucial link to solving a crime in your area.

What is suspicious activity?
ANYTHING THAT YOU FEEL IS OUT OF
THE ORDINARY

Suspicious activity is anything that you feel is not right. It could be a car, a per-
son or any situation that does not look right to you. Everyone has a different
view of suspicious activity and there is no right or wrong answer. The Fairfax
County Police Department answers all calls for service received through our dis-
patch center no matter how trivial it may seem. The more information you give,
the better the officer responding can locate the problem.

What do we do with the information?

ALL POLICE REPORTS ARE KEPT
CONFIDENTIAL

Any information that is given to police is protected information. That means that
the police will not give out the name or location of where a complaint was gener-
ated. The information in a police report is used for investigating the incident.
