REFERENCE:

This memorandum requests that you approve the revised “Fairfax County Affordable Dwelling
Unit (ADU) Program Schedule of ADU Prototypes and Cost Allowances”. The rates for single
family detached and attached and multi-family garden were adjusted according to the
administrative rule governing regular adjustments as stated in Section 2-810.8 of the ADU
ordinance. According to the McGraw-Hill Construction Cost Index (CCI) hard construction
costs have risen approximately 7.84% since July 2005, the date of the last adjustment. The CCI
adjustment for 2006 is 4% and for 2007 is 3.7%, when compounded provides for an adjustment
factor of approximately 7.84%. This compounded factor was also applied to unfinished space,
bathroom adjustments and end unit adjustments.

The Department of Housing and Community Development has reviewed the documentation and
recommends approval of the adjustments to the Fairfax County Affordable Dwelling Unit (ADU)
Program Schedulg of ADU Prototypes and Cost Allowances as referenced above.
