The Fairfax County Park Authority will hold a public hearing to take 
public comment on the proposed Sully Woodlands Regional Master 
plan for over 4,000 acres of parkland in the Bull Run and Cub Run 
watersheds.  The document addresses approximately 2,150 acres of 
recently acquired parkland in the western portion of the county in  
addition to 2,250 acres of existing parkland including E.C. Lawrence, 
Cub Run Stream Valley Park, and Richard W. Jones Park.  The  
Regional Master Plan proposes management guidelines, land use  
recommendations with general locations of use zones illustrated, and 
potential next steps in the planning process.  To learn more about the 
planning process and to view the draft plan visit:
