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SUBJECT: 2026 Legislative Report No. 4 

 

SESSION OVERVIEW 

 

The 2026 General Assembly (GA) started with the usual festivities that accompany a new Governor’s 

inauguration, along with a flurry of special elections as members of the General Assembly were appointed 

to the administration. The Fairfax County delegation lost three members, and three new faces joined the 

flood of new House members who won in the “Blue Wave” in the November elections. The House 

Democrats now have a 64-38 seat majority. Combined with a new Democratic Governor, there was 

renewed hope for many Democratic priorities that had been vetoed over the past two years. For example, 

HB 1 (Ward)/SB 1 (Lucas) raises the minimum wage from $12.77 to $13.75 an hour in 2027 and $15 an 

hour in 2028. Bills setting up a retail cannabis marketplace passed, as did the first step to setting up a 

family and medical leave insurance program for the state. Many firearm safety bills are also now on the 

Governor’s desk. Additionally, the new Democratic majority set out to deliver on their affordability 

agenda with a dizzying volume of legislation, including major legislation on tax reform, mid-census 

redistricting, housing development, and restructuring governance of the Virginia Military Institute.   

 

In the first week, there were early victories for the new majority as four constitutional amendments passed 

both bodies: HJ 1 (Herring)/SJ 1 (Boysko) regarding reproductive rights; HJ 2 (Bennett-Parker)/ SJ 2 

(Locke) regarding the rights restoration process for voting; HJ 3 (Sickles)/ SJ 3 (Ebbin) repealing the 

definition of marriage as a union between one man and one woman; and HJ 4 (Willet) regarding mid-

decade redistricting of the state’s congressional maps. There was vigorous debate on all four of these 

amendments, but they ultimately passed given the Democratic majorities. These provisions will now 

appear on the November ballots for voter consideration, except for HJ 4.  

 

To move the redistricting referendum forward, they passed HB 1384 (Torian) and the caboose budget 

(HB 29 (Torian)) before crossover to move the process forward for an April referendum vote. Questions 

still remain due to an ongoing legal case in front of the Virginia Supreme Court on whether the first 

passage of the redistricting amendment during the Fall 2025 Special Session was constitutional. However, 

they did rule that the referendum could move forward with the April 21st date. 

 

Given the volume and complexity of the policy actions deliberated, both bodies got right to work. On 

many of these topics, each chamber had a different approach to addressing shared policy goals. Similarly, 

the House and Senate approached their budget in distinct ways. There were many late nights and early 

mornings as both parties worked through what these policies could mean for the Commonwealth. 

However, the budget work was not able to be completed by the end of the session. As they discussed final 
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actions on bills, both chambers stated that meaningful progress has been made on a budget compromise 

but that a special session will be required later this spring. 

 

Below is a high-level summary of actions taken on the Board’s priorities throughout the session. It will 

be followed by a more in-depth summary after the Reconvened Session in April to reflect the final actions 

of the 2026 GA. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

*Of the 19 bills that the Board remained opposed to or sought to amend, 3 were amended before final 

passage. 

 

COUNTY INITIATIVES 

 

HB 55 (Sullivan) aimed at addressing the ongoing issues of loud mufflers and their impacts on 

communities. After passing the GA in 2025 and being vetoed by Governor Youngkin, the bill as 

reintroduced, authorized localities in Planning Districts 8 (Northern Virginia) and 16 to establish pilot 

programs to place and operate a noise abatement monitoring system on any highway in the locality for 

the purpose of recording and enforcing exhaust system violations currently in code. During the legislative 

process, the bill was amended to include Planning Districts 9 and 15 as well. However, the final version 

only includes PD 8, 9, and 15 due to concerns raised by Senators in PD 16. In this form, HB 55 passed 

out of the Senate and then the House. 

 

HB 1376 (Bulova)/SB 285 (Aird), as introduced, were identical and sought to update the Urban Public 

Private Partnership Redevelopment Fund code section to expand what localities could qualify and what 

projects could be funded, as well as create a workgroup to set up funding regulations and grant 

requirements. These bills were accompanied by budget amendments to fund the workgroup and provide 

its first round of grants. HB 1376 died in House Cities, Counties, and Towns (CCT). SB 285 passed out 

of Senate Local Government but was changed in Senate Finance and Appropriations into a Section 1 bill 

to include only the workgroup. In this form, SB 285 passed out of the Senate and the House. 

 

HB 250 (Watts) sought to grant the County’s park authority the ability to restrict certain convicted sex 

offenders at facilities, creating equitable authority between localities that own their park facilities and 

park authorities. The bill passed the House unanimously and uncontested and was later reported from 

Senate Finance and Appropriations with a minor technical substitute before passing the Senate 

unanimously.

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FAIRFAX COUNTY PRIORITIES  

 

K-12 Funding 

HB 92 (Rasoul) and SB 90 (Favola) were the only major legislation addressing K-12 funding this session. 

These bills would have codified changes previously made in the budget to the Standards of Quality (SOQ) 

formula over the last several sessions regarding the at-risk and special education add-on. However, both 

bills were carried over by the Senate Finance and Appropriations Committee, who noted this topic would 

be addressed in the budget.  

 

Several other bills would have changed the composition of the Local Composite Index (LCI), addressed 

staff salary increases, and made other funding considerations. All were carried over to be looked at by 

the Joint Subcommittee on K-12 Funding that was set up by the 2024 General Assembly. 

 

Transportation and Transit Funding 

Following a two-year process, through the DMVMoves and the SJ 28 Joint Subcommittee efforts, various 

bills were introduced to provide additional funds for regional and statewide transit needs, including for 

the Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority (WMATA). HB 900 (Sullivan)/SB 730 (Surovell), 

known colloquially as the “Big Bill,” decreased the retail sales and use tax from 4.3 percent to 4 percent 

and expanded the tax to specific services and digital personal property. The bill also imposed a regional 

sales and use tax, along with a retail delivery fee and a regional highway use fee, in Northern Virginia 

for our regional transit needs. HB 1179 (Tran)/SB 638 (Ebbin), known as the “SJ 28 Bill,” generated new 

statewide revenues through a statewide retail package delivery fee and a sales tax on transportation 

network company (TNC) services. The bill also imposed a regional sales and use tax, a retail delivery 

fee, a highway use fee, a sales tax on paid commercial parking, and a sales tax on TNC services in 

Northern Virginia. HB 978 (Watts) also levied taxes on certain services and digital personal property, 

however, it also divided revenues between K-12, WMATA, and the Commonwealth Transportation 

Board. Understanding the complexity of statewide taxation policy, the GA chose to continue the bills to 

2027 or left them in Committee. To help address the short-term needs, both Chambers provide additional 

funding for WMATA in their respective budgets, though using different mechanisms (see also 

Attachments A, C).  

 

Housing  

As part of the affordability agenda and national conversation around the housing crisis, the GA introduced 

hundreds of bills seeking to lower housing costs, increase tenant protections, provide relief on utility 

payments, and increase supports for evictions. As part of the Board’s Housing Taskforce, a small group 

of staff met each week to provide feedback on these bills and discuss advocacy strategy. Based on these 

meetings, bills were rated Green (support), Yellow (monitor or amend), or Red (oppose unless amended). 

Based on this feedback, the County took positions on 49 bills related to housing – supporting 31, 

monitoring 6, and opposing or seeking to amend 12. Given the impact of the Red bills on the County, 

significant time was spent advocating on these priorities.  

 

Red Bills Amended 

- HB 1212 (Sewell) required localities to have specifically designated small lots, as defined in the 

bill, in their zoning ordinances. The County worked with the patron and other advocates to align 

this with the County’s current practice. The bill passed both bodies. 

- SB 531 (Srinivasan) required localities to have an accessory dwelling unit ordinance or allow 

them by right under specific circumstances. The County was able to amend this bill so that it 

aligned with the County’s current practice. The bill passed both bodies. 

- HB 888 (Shin) sought to set a tiered system for mandatory parking minimums for all localities, 

especially around transit stations. Given the County’s extensive work on setting up a similar local 

ordinance, advocacy was done to try to amend the bill to align with the County ordinance. 
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Amendments were made to bring the rate structure definitions closer to the County ordinance and

exclude bus stops from the bill  to  affect less of the County.  In this form, the bill passed both

bodies.

Red Bills that Failed

- HB 804  (Helmer)/SB 488  (VanValkenburg) would have required localities to increase their total 
housing stock by at least 7.5 percent over the five-year period beginning January 1, 2028. If a 
locality  did  not meet  this target,  the  state  could require  specific  ordinance changes  unless  the 
locality  could  demonstrate a good faith effort to meet growth targets. Advocates raised concerns 
around these bills. As the patrons were also carrying other bills seeking to increase housing stock

(HB 816/SB 454), they were  amenable  to strike these bills if localities promised to  negotiate  in 
good faith on the other pair.

- HB  816  (Helmer)/SB  454  (VanValkenburg),  as  introduced,  would  have  required  localities  to 
allow multifamily housing by right in 75 percent of all zoning districts that allowed community 
and business uses by right. Localities and the patrons negotiated throughout the process on these 
bills to provide a new tool to require localities to have  mixed-use  zoning districts. However, a 
compromise  could  not be found. In the end,  SB 454  was defeated on the floor of the Senate,  and 
HB 816  was  rereferred to  the  House  Counties, Cities and Towns Committee (CCT), essentially 
killing it for this session.

- SB 717  (Salim) sought to require transit-oriented development at higher densities around transit 
stations.  While  brought  with  good  intentions,  discussions  of  the  bill  highlighted  the  negative 
implications  of  writing  legislation  for  localities  with  vastly  different  zoning  ordinances  and 
community needs. Ultimately,  House CCT  decided to carry this bill over to 2027 and send a letter 
to the Housing Commission to study transit-oriented development during the off session.

- HB 447  (Simon)  sought to  address delays in development due to court  challenges.  As introduced,

it  would  have  codified  case  law  regarding  third-party  (and  owner)  land  use  standing.

Additionally,  it  would  have  established  that  alleged  harms  such  as  loss  of  property  value  or 
transportation impacts would not  be  enough to show a burden or obligation  to create standing  for 
third parties in  such cases.  Given the complicated nature of this topic, the House referred this bill 
back to Courts of Justice to continue to  look further into this court process.

Red Bills that Passed

- HB  1279  (Cole)/SB  388  (McPike),  known  as  “Faith  in  Housing”,  would  allow  non-profit 
organizations, including churches, to build mixed-use  or residential developments on their land 
by right,  as long as it  complies  with  the use, height, or density otherwise permitted under the local 
zoning ordinance  and sets  aside 60 percent of units for affordable housing. The bills do lay out 
specific requirements that the developments must meet  to qualify for this use,  such as upholding 
historical  zoning  or  not  being  adjacent  to  land  zoned  industrial.  Localities  continued  to  raise 
concerns throughout the process about  the  practical implications of these bills. Ultimately, the 
final bills passed with  a  delayed  enactment date of January 1, 2027, and a sunset of the 

authority in 2030  to  test a tool for additional affordable housing.

Federal Impacts  –  SNAP/Medicaid, Displaced Workers

The Trump Administration’s massive federal workforce reductions have significant implications for the

Virginia  workforce,  particularly  in  Fairfax  County,  where  nearly  82,000  federal  employees  reside.

Further,  federal  changes  to  Medicaid  and  the  Supplemental  Nutrition  Assistance  Program  (SNAP),

enacted through H.R. 1, create  new administration processes and funding needs  for states and localities.

In response, the House and the Senate  each  created  a  special committee to meet off session to  monitor

how  federal  changes  were  impacting  the  Commonwealth.  The  House  Emergency  Committee  on  the

Impacts of Federal Workforce and Funding Reductions produced a report in September that made  several
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legislative recommendations; however, the focus during session was the Commonwealth’s response to

the H.R.1 changes.

HB 915  (Lopez) allows local governing bodies to provide an extension on personal property taxes owed

by federal employees who are furloughed due to a federal government shutdown and essential federal

employees who continue to work during such a shutdown but do not receive immediate payment for work

as a result of the shutdown. Any extension granted would end and taxes will be due no later than 90 days

after the federal government reopens.  This bill passed both bodies.

HB  66  (Feggans)  would  have  directed  the  Virginia  Department  of  Social  Services  (VDSS)  and  the

Department of Medical Assistance Services to contract with a third-party vendor to study and create a

plan  to  modernize  technological  systems  used  to  administer  federal  benefit  programs.  However,  the

General  Assembly  decided  to  address  changes  in  the  budget  rather  than  through  statute  (see  
also Attachment  C).

Taxation

While  many  bills  regarding  tax  reform  were  introduced,  none  were  passed  out  of  the  body.  As  noted

above, a  number  of  bills sought to marry  tax  reform with  long-term  solutions for  transit  funding  (see

“Transportation and Transit Funding” section above).  Given the debate on last fall’s campaign trail,  HJ

34  (Franklin) and  SR 6  (Marsden) both directed the Department of Taxation to study potential alternative

revenue solutions for localities if the personal property tax, or “car tax”, was abolished. Both bills were

carried over to 2027 by Senate Finance and Appropriations.  Additional bills sought  to change the tax

code based on the desire to affect market behavior. For instance,  HB 183  (Reid) and  SB 629  (Srinivasan)

would have amended the  Virginia First-Time Home Buyer Savings Plan Act  to increase the cap on the

amount  a  person  can  put  in  the  tax-free  savings  account  and  expanded  the  first-time  home  buyer  tax

exemption to include townhome purchases  to increase  affordability and  enable more  homeownership.

Conversely, other bills sought to  increase  sales and use  tax  rates  to  discourage behavior, such as  HB 919

(Lopez) and  SB 763  (Williams Graves), which sought to  increase  the sales and use tax for firearms and

ammunition  purchases.  Ultimately,  little  action  on  tax  reform  was  taken  legislatively,  though  both

chambers  did  include tax proposals in the budget  (see Attachments A,  C).

Transportation Safety

As  in  previous  years,  multiple  photo  speed  monitoring  bills  were  introduced  this  session,  seeking  to
address concerns about improper use. While many did not survive the session, several bills that did pass

the GA  contain provisions that may affect local program  operations.  SB 436  (Bagby) had a limited focus

on work zone cameras, requiring they only be operational when workers are present.  HB 684  (Hayes)

and  SB 59  (Diggs) pertain to training standards for those affirming certificates of violation and specific

certification requirements. The County voiced concerns about several of these provisions, but throughout

the legislative process,  the requirements remained similar until the bills were made identical at the end of

session. These three bills were more narrowly tailored and all passed out of both bodies.

HB 994  (Seibold),  HB 1220  (Delaney),  HB 1330  (Seibold),  SB 84  (Williams Graves), and  SB 219  (Jones)

were more comprehensive and include some of the provisions noted above as well as additional signage

and  notice  requirements;  universal  summonses;  increased recalibration  and  certification requirements;

and additional reporting requirements.  SB 219  provided for additional universal summons requirements

while  HB 994  and  SB 84  included provisions to allow expansion of localities’ enforcement programs,

and the use of additional capabilities such as additional devices and either expanding the locations where

devices can be placed or expanding the type of devices that can be used. All of these bills passed both

bodies.  HB 1330  included similar provisions but was continued to next session.
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As originally introduced, HB 1220 focused exclusively on “guardrails” for the programs initiated by 

localities. These included the provisions noted above as well as designating how localities could use funds 

generated through enforcement, additional reporting measures, daily calibration of the devices, and 

additional requirements for summonses and notices. Additionally, HB 1220 included waiver of sovereign 

immunity protections for localities. The County noted concerns with many of these provisions with some 

of the patrons, but as the bills moved through the process, the “guardrail” provisions became more 

standardized to reflect the intent of HB 1220. Ultimately, HB 1220 and SB 219 were amended to include 

language that is practically a waiver of sovereign immunity if the enforcement actions are deemed to be 

based on a willful disregard for applicable law. In this form, these bills also passed out of both bodies. 

 

Gaming 

Given the recent legalization of and changes in the nature of gaming, the GA again took up legislation to 

establish a new independent agency to regulate the state’s current gaming industry, which includes horse 

racing, charitable gaming, and the Virginia Lottery, as well as emerging options such as iGaming. 

Currently, the Virginia Lottery, the Virginia Racing Commission, and the state Department of Agriculture 

and Consumer Services all oversee some part of the current gaming industry. Based on work done by the 

Joint Subcommittee to Study the Feasibility of Establishing the Virginia Gaming Commission, HB 271 

(Krizek) and SB 195 (Aird), as introduced, would have established the Virginia Gaming Commission, 

consolidating oversight under a new regulating agency to provide licensure, enforce gaming laws, and 

investigate violations. SB 195 was incorporated into SB 609 (Lucas), which was similar in purpose; 

however, rather than set up a new agency, SB 609 located all oversight in the Virginia Lottery, expanding 

its authority and renaming it the Virginia Lottery and Gaming Authority. Late in the session, Senate 

Finance and Appropriations carried over HB 271 in favor of their approach. SB 609 passed the House 

and was put into conference so representatives for the House and Senate could come up with a 

compromise; however, no compromise was found. This is a topic expected to be debated again in the next 

General Assembly. 

 

SB 756 (Surovell) grants Fairfax County the authority to host a casino, expands the definition of casino 

to include facilities such as a hotel, conference facility, and/or entertainment venue, and includes location 

requirements. Senate Finance and Appropriations stripped out the language around location requirements; 

however, a Senate floor amendment added in language requiring the new facility to be a certain size, 

again limiting the locations a proposed casino could go. In the House, the General Laws Committee added 

several amendments to the bill, including labor protections, funding for a new public safety facility, 

increased revenue share for the locality, additional transparency measures for the bidding and contract 

process, and a sunset of three years for this authority. All but three of the amendments were stripped from 

the bill by the House Appropriations Committee, and in that form, the bill passed the House. Given the 

differences in the bills passed by both chambers, the bill was put into conference. The first conference 

report reverted to the introduced version of the bill with location requirements but with a new revenue 

split as well as a new enactment clause that would have allowed for the Major Employment and 

Investment (MEI) Commission to approve a temporary casino that would operate for up to five years 

without local input. After negative feedback from the House, a second conference report was introduced 

that restored the originally introduced bill, and late in the final day, both chambers passed this version. 

Fairfax County opposed all versions of this bill, which is now headed to the Governor’s desk. 

 

Retail Cannabis  

After legalizing cannabis during the 2021 GA session, Virginia has remained without a legal framework 

for a retail cannabis marketplace. Legislation to create a retail market passed the GA in recent years, but 

was ultimately vetoed by then-Governor Youngkin. HB 642 (Krizek)/SB 542 (Aird), as introduced, 

largely reflected that bill and included local taxing authority and maintained most local land use authority. 

It did remove the option for localities to hold a local referendum to prohibit cannabis sales. Two additional 

bills, SB 671 (Rouse) and SB 826 (Lucas), were introduced to create a retail cannabis market, but were 
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ultimately incorporated into SB 542. SB 826 did not contain the provisions protecting local land use 

authority, which meant that those provisions were temporarily removed from SB 542. The conference 

report on HB 643/SB 542 retains the 1-3.5 percent local tax as well as provisions including local authority 

over land use and passed out of both Chambers.  

 

OTHER KEY LEGISLATION OF INTEREST   

 

General Government 

Many bills were introduced to increase employee protection as well as expand their rights. Two long-

term priorities for the current GA were setting up statewide family and medical leave and repealing public 

employee collective bargaining. 

- HB 1207 (Sewell)/SB 2 (Boysko) sets up a state-wide family and medical leave program to 

ensure that all employees have access to paid time off to care for family members or themselves 

due to medical conditions. While the bill sets up the framework, the rules and regulations 

necessary for implementation are not due to the Administration until April 1, 2028, with budget 

action, if required, included in the Governor’s budget for the 2029 GA session. It is unclear at 

this time how it will interact with the County’s current leave policies. 

- HB 1263 (Tran)/SB 378 (Surovell) would provide the right for all public sector employees to 

bargain and repeal the current permissive local authority. Similar to Family Medical Leave 

Insurance, while this bill repeals the ban on public sector collective bargaining, many of the 

regulations are left to be worked out over the next two years. Until then, localities with current 

Collective Bargaining Ordinances can continue with their current agreements and bargaining 

units until their first agreement after July 1, 2028. The County was able to get amendments to 

ensure that all bargaining agreements are subject to a locality’s appropriation. The final bill also 

noted that constitutional officers have the right to bargain; the regulations on how that practically 

works will be sent by the new state Public Employee Relations Board.  

- HB 1046 (Carr)/SB 324 (McPike) amends the Virginia Public Procurement Act to include 

additional worker protections. It originally sought to make non-mandatory provisions, such as 

prevailing wage requirements, mandatory for contracts with state funding attached. Advocates 

sought to continue to keep provisions applied to localities permissive, and amendments were 

adopted that essentially exempted localities from new requirements. 

- HB 569 (Feggans)/SB 518 (Rouse) sought to apply prevailing wage requirements on public 

works contracts. Advocates brought up several implementation issues around this, such as 

calculating what is considered the prevailing wage in different parts of the state and other 

administrative hurdles. In the final versions, localities were excluded to be able to keep their local 

authority and flexibility to meet the needs of their community. 

- HB 547 (Helmer)/SB 731 (Salim) requires localities that contract with a private entity to provide 

public transportation services to require those entities to compensate their employees with 

equivalent salary and benefits to county or city counterparts. Should the locality choose to bring 

the contracted employees in-house, the bill requires employees of the private company be offered 

employment at no loss of compensation or benefits. The bills would not affect contracts or rights 

accrued prior to July 1, 2026, only affecting contracts after the enactment date. They also require 

the Department of Rail and Public Transportation to convene a workgroup to develop 

recommendations on how to implement the provisions of the bill before November 1, 2026. 

During the session, some versions of the bills did include delayed enactment clauses (to January 

1, 2027); however, the final bills that passed both chambers did not include that language. 

 

Child Protective Services (CPS) Reform 

In Summer 2025, the Virginia Children’s Ombudsman made several recommendations for changes to 

child welfare system due to concerns regarding child fatalities, including additional workforce supports, 

centralizing intake of CPS complaints, extending current 24-hour response for all CPS referrals involving

children under 2 years to all referrals involving children 3 years and under, and additional state oversight 

and intervention in local CPS cases. McKinsey and Company recommended similar solutions when they 

released a summary of their study in December. HB 1366 (Callsen), HB 1490 (Tran), and SB 640 (Pillion) 

were introduced to implement the recommendations from the report. After advocates raised questions 

about the context of these solutions, the full McKensey and Company report was released in January. 

Because of this, the County worked with advocates to amend the bills to delay the centralization of CPS 

intake to allow for time to make sure that it is the correct solution to the problems identified in the study 

and implement solutions deliberately. Ultimately, the three bills went to conference, and the conference 

reports were adopted with overwhelming support. HB 1490 and SB 640 retain provisions directing VDSS 

to contract with a third-party vendor for a comprehensive study of the CPS complaint screening process, 

with a delayed enactment implementing the centralization of intake features, beginning July 1, 2028, and 

concluding July 1, 2030. HB 1366 and SB 640 grant the Commissioner of Social Services authority to 

issue corrective action plans for local departments of social services and to assume control of local 

departments in instances where a local department fails to comply with the corrective action plan. 

 

Civil Rights and Government Accountability 

During the 2026 General Assembly session, several pieces of legislation were introduced to strengthen 

civil rights protections, transparency, and accountability in law enforcement activities within the 

Commonwealth. These measures reflect broader policy discussions occurring nationally and within 

Virginia regarding immigration enforcement practices, officer identification, and the role of local law 

enforcement in federal immigration activities. Collectively, the legislation sought to ensure that law 

enforcement interacting with individuals can clearly identify officers, clarify when facial coverings may 

be worn by officers performing official duties, and establish clearer parameters for cooperation between 

local law enforcement and federal immigration enforcement. Discussions by the General Assembly 

reinforced efforts to protect civil rights for Virginians while promoting transparency, accountability, and 

public trust in law enforcement institutions. 

 

• SB 783 (Salim) states that any law enforcement agency that has an existing federal immigration 

enforcement agreement that is in effect on July 1, 2026, shall obtain in writing, no later than 

September 1, 2026, a modified federal immigration enforcement agreement that complies with 

the new conditions laid out in this bill. This bill went through many changes in each chamber and 

resulted in a conference committee report that was ultimately passed by both bodies.  

• HB 650 (Callsen)/SB 351 (Salim) addresses limitations on civil immigration enforcement 

activities in courthouses (and other places, i.e., public schools, polling places) and establishes 

parameters for courthouse operations. This bill went through many changes, as there were 

concerns over whether certain aspects of the bill would generate a fiscal impact. Concerns were 

resolved in conference, and a conference committee report, which included Administration 

amendments, was put forward. The conference report was ultimately passed by both bodies.  

• HB 1482 (Schmidt)/SB 352 (Salim) codifies rules around law-enforcement facial covering and 

officer identification. Fairfax County led in shaping the legislation language to ensure operational 

feasibility and practical implementation of the bill. Both patrons were amenable to Fairfax 

County amendments and ensured their inclusion, with minor adjustments. The conference report 

was ultimately passed by both bodies.  

 

PFAS and Biosolids Regulation 

During session, legislators considered several proposals addressing the presence of per- and 

polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS), often referred to as “forever chemicals,” in wastewater treatment 

byproducts known as biosolids. PFAS are widely used in consumer and industrial products and have 

increasingly been detected in water systems and environmental media across the country, prompting 

discussions on potential public health and environmental impacts as well as potential practical solutions 

for addressing these concerns. 
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TAX CHANGE PROPOSALS 
 

• House Item 4-14 #2h: Removes certain tax policy proposals included in the introduced budget and 
requires data centers to meet certain environmental standards to qualify for the sales and use tax 
exemption for equipment, beginning July 1, 2027. 

• Senate Item 4-14 #1s: Authorizes all counties and cities to impose additional local sales and use 
tax at a rate not to exceed 1%, with the revenue used only for capital projects for the construction 
or renovation of schools if such levy is approved in a voter referendum. 

• Senate Item 4-14 #3s: Increases the state standard deduction from $8,750 to $9,200 for single 
filers and from $17,500 to $18,400 for joint filers.  

• Senate Item 4-14 #4s: Enacts and codifies an expiration of the sales and use tax exemption for 
computer equipment and software used in qualifying data centers effective January 1, 2027.  

• Senate Item 261 #3s: Provides a tax rebate of $100 for single filters and $200 for joint filers, which 
is planned to be implemented in October 2026. 

 
 

K-12 FUNDING 
 
Compensation 

• House Item 125 #1h in Caboose (FY26): Provides additional funding in FY26 for the state share of 
a $1,500 bonus for state-recognized SOQ instructional and support positions.  These bonuses may 
be provided in either FY26 or FY27.  This is instead of the proposed 2% bonus included in the 
introduced budget.   

Fairfax County Public Schools (FCPS) is estimated to receive $10.7 million in one-time funding for a 
$1,500 bonus for SOQ instructional and support positions.  The cost to provide the bonus is $48.3 
million.  After accounting for the state share, the net cost to FCPS would be $37.6 million.  

• Senate Item 125 #8s: Provides an additional $63.6 million in FY27 and an additional $129.7 million 
GF in FY28 for a 3% compensation increase for funded instructional and support positions (up 
from the 2% compensation increase included in the introduced budget).  
 

One-time Flexibility Payment   

• House Item 125 #1h: Provides $400.4 million GF in FY27 for a one-time flexible payment for school 
divisions to use throughout the biennium, with no local match required.  To access these funds, 
school divisions must certify that the proposed 2% compensation increases in each year will be 
provided.  Funds may be carried into FY28.  

FCPS is estimated to receive $37.9 million in one-time funding in FY27.  
 

Special Education Add-On Funding (JLARC RECOMMENDATION) 

• House Item 125 #2h: Provides $74.4 million GF in FY27 and $74 million in FY28 to increase the 
special education add-on rates.  This increases the total amount of the add-on from $62 million to 
$136.3 million in FY27 and from $61.7 million to $135.7 million in FY28.  

FCPS is expected to receive an estimated $10.5 million in FY27. 

• Senate Item 125 #3s: Provides $12.8 million GF each year to increase the special education add-
on by 1% for each level of services.  
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At Risk Add-On Funding and Infrastructure and Operations Per Pupil Amount 

• Senate Item 125 #5s: Provides $49.4 million GF in FY27, $49.3 million GF in FY28 and $20 million 
NGF in FY28 from the Lottery Proceeds Fund to increase the At-Risk Add-on.  The NGF funding in 
FY28 reflects assumed revenues from SB 661 (Rouse) from skill games. 

• Senate Item 125 #6s: Provides $60 million NGF in FY28 from the Lottery Proceeds Fund to increase 
the Infrastructure and Operations per pupil amount.  Funds reflect assumed revenues from SB 661 
(Rouse) from skill games. 

• House Item 125 #5h: Expands the permitted uses for At-Risk Add-On funds to include initiatives 
to support both the physical and mental health of students as provided in HB 195 (McQuinn). 
 

Sales Tax Adjustment 

• Senate Item 125 #7s: Provides $46.7 million GF in FY27 and $114.7 million GF in FY28 to reflect a 
sales tax adjustment. 

 
Support for School Breakfast  

• Senate Item 125 #4s: This amendment provides $8.6 million GF in FY27 and $9 million GF in FY28 
to increase the per meal reimbursement amount for school breakfast.  Language directs the 
Department of Education to review participation in the Community Eligibility Provision statewide 
and provide a report by October 15, 2026.  

 
Technical Changes  

• Senate Item 125 #1s: Adds to the computation of the LCI the value of computer equipment and 
peripherals used in a data center beginning with the 2028-2030 biennium.  

 
 

COMPENSATION/COMPENSATION BOARD 
 
Fairfax County budget amendment to restore unfunded positions in Local Directors of Finance offices and 
provide parity with Commissioners of the Revenue and Treasures was not included. 

 
House includes 2% raises for state employees, teachers and state-supported local employees.  Senate 
includes 3% raises for state employees and teachers and 2% increase for state-supported local employees. 
 
No additional HB 599 funding for Aid to Localities with Police Departments is included. 
 

• House Item 60 #1h: Removes a proposal included in the introduced budget to increase the 
number of sheriffs positions.  

Fairfax County would have likely not benefited from this funding as included in the introduced budget. 

• House Item 67 #2h: Directs the Compensation Board to factor into its next workload evaluation 
for Commissioners of Revenue and Finance Directors, the work required to review applications for 
tax exemptions for 100% disabled veterans.  

Fairfax County could get additional reimbursement from the Compensation Board for additional 
positions to deal with the increased workload. 

• Senate Item 60 #2s: Redirects $3.9 million GF each year proposed in the introduced budget to 
increase the minimum number of deputy sheriffs in each office from five to 10. 
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Fairfax County would have likely not benefited from this funding as included in the introduced budget. 

• Senate Item 64 #4s: Provides $1.6 million GF in FY27 and $1.7 million GF in FY28 to reclassify 
paralegals in Commonwealth's Attorney offices to a higher administrative salary level, increasing 
the starting salary from $32,801 to $43,841.  

Impact on Fairfax County TBD. 
 
 

HOUSING 
 

• House Item 102 #1h: Provides an additional $10 million GF in FY27 to the Virginia Eviction 
Reduction Program (VERP), which provides funding to local and regional eviction prevention 
programs to cover expenses for households facing eviction (currently $3.5 million per year). 

• House Item 102 #2h: Provides $25 million GF in FY27 to capitalize the Virginia Housing Revolving 
Loan Fund, established by HB 820 (Helmer). 

• House Item 102 #3h: Provides an additional $12.5 million in FY27 for deposit into the Virginia 
Housing Trust Fund, bringing total biennial support to $187.5 million.  Also directs the Department 
of Housing and Community Development to convene a workgroup to examine the current uses of 
the Virginia Housing Trust Fund and provide recommendations on how best to optimize the 
resources in the Fund to address housing affordability, supply issues, and homelessness.  

• House Item 102 #5h: Provides $5 million GF in FY27 to launch the Virginia Residential 
Development Infrastructure Pilot Program at the DHCD to provide grants to local governments for 
public infrastructure improvements to support residential development.  

• House Item 102 #6h: Provides $363,000 GF each year to effective out HB 804 (Helmer) related 
to statewide housing targets.   

Fairfax County opposes HB 804 unless amended to address concerns around limiting local flexibility 
to provide sustainable community growth and quality infrastructure as well as a proper role of the 
Board of Zoning Appeals.  

• House Item 102 #8h: Provides an additional $7 million each year for homelessness services 
funding in response to federal cuts (currently $1.8 million/year).  

• House Item 102 #9h: Allows up to $750,000 of the funds provided for the Manufactured Home 
Park Acquisitions Pilot program to award grants to eligible groups to complete any necessary due 
diligence work prior to making an offer on a manufactured home park.  

• House Item 102 #12h.  Provides $161,000 GF each year to effectuate HB 374 (Krizek), related to 
the Manufactured Home Lot Rental Act.  

Fairfax County supports HB 374.  

• Senate Item 102 #1s: Provides an additional $50 million GF in FY27 for the Virginia Housing Trust 
Fund.  Of that amount, $20.6 million is directed to a pilot program for mixed income housing 
developments or for infrastructure needed for site development and readiness for such housing 
developments, as outlined in SB 490 (VanValkenburg).  

• Senate Item 102 #2s: Provides an additional $13 million GF in FY27 for the Eviction Prevention and 
Diversion Program.  

• Senate Item 102 #4s.  Provides $261,000 GF each year to make available data on new and 
existing housing developments in each area, related to SB 666 (Srinivasan).   

Fairfax County is seeking to amend SB 666 (Srinivasan) to address concerns around overly 
burdensome reporting requirements.

• Item 301 #2s.  Provides $1 million GF each year to support the State Rental Assistance Program, 
which provides rental subsidies for individuals with intellectual or developmental disabilities (DD).  
This amendment restores funding for vouchers lost in 2025 and 2026 due to cost-of-living 
increases and expands the program to make progress towards the goal of serving 10% of 
individuals on the Medicaid DD Waivers.   

 
 

HUMAN SERVICES 
 
Children’s Services Act (CSA) Cap  

• House Item 272 #1h: Retains the 2.5% cap on increases in the state reimbursement to localities 
for CSA private day special education services.  Directs the Office of Children’s Services annual 
report on CSA-funded private day school placements, including the total and per pupil state and 
local costs and the local match rates, due by December 1, 2026. 

• Senate Item 118 #1s: Directs the Virginia Department of Education (VDOE) to issue guidance on 
how local school divisions can use CSA funds to transition students back to public schools from 
private day placements, by December 1, 2026, and requests information on how the SISNA 
funding and application process can be more flexible and used to keep students at risk of private 
day placements in their public school setting. 

• Senate Item 271 #2s: Retains the 2.5% cap on increases in the state reimbursement to localities 
for CSA private day special education services while clarifying that the rate cap is associated with 
the per student/per diem tuition rates.  

Negative.  The cap on the state contribution shifts more of the funding responsibility for these critical 
state-local services to localities, as it is anticipated that providers may charge above the tuition cap.  
The proposed rate cap is not tied to any metric such as consumer price index or a match on state 
employee salary increases.  Costs for liability insurance, specialized staff salaries, and other business 
costs are not addressed by a flat rate cap. County costs are projected to increase by $438,000 in FY27 
and $460,000 in FY28.  
 

Child Welfare Reform 

• House Item 333 #1h: Reduces funding by $7.1 million and eliminates 66 positions in FY27 to reflect 
the phased in implementation of a centralized child protective services (CPS) intake system 
pursuant to HB 1490 (Tran). 

• Senate Item 333 #2s: Eliminates funding and 132 FTEs each year intended to create a centralized 
CPS intake system to reflect SB 640 (Pillion) as amended by the Senate.  Provides $2 million to 
contract with a third party to conduct a comprehensive study and review of the screening process 
used for CPS complaints across Virginia. 

The County does not support moving to a centralized CPS intake system.  Before any shift to a 
centralized model, it is critical to examine the root causes of high screen out rates and the outcomes 
associated with them.  Without this analysis, centralization risks worsening existing challenges.  A 
study also creates an opportunity to develop stronger family support pathways outside of CPS, 
strengthening stability and improving child safety.  
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Early Childhood  

• House Item 126 #2h: Provides for additional Child Care Subsidy Program (CCSP) slots, for a total 
of 11,591 additional slots over the biennium.  Directs the early childhood system to take action to 
eliminate local waitlists and authorizes unused funds in FY27 to be used in FY28 to address existing 
waitlists, and to be reallocated between CCSP and Mixed Delivery. 

Adding CCSP slots and taking action to eliminate waitlists facilitates serving more families.  
 

 

NATURAL AND HISTORIC RESOURCES  
 

• House Item 362 #3h: Removes $36.2 million GF in FY27 in supplemental deposit to the Water 
Quality Improvement Fund (WQIF).  This amendment preserves the mandatory deposits totaling 
$107.9 million in FY27, as well as $141.9 million in supplemental NGF deposits for agricultural best 
management practices.  From all funds, the total deposit in FY27 for the WQIF is $249.9 million.  

• House Item 368 #4h: Provides $188.9 million GF in FY27 for deposit in the WQIF to provide 
matching grants for eligible wastewater treatment plant improvement projects. 

• House Item 369 #1h: Requires all agencies to take actions necessary for the Commonwealth to 
rejoin the Regional Greenhouse Gas Initiative.  
 

 
STATE AID TO PUBLIC LIBRARIES 
 

• House Item 230 #1h: Provides $1.5 million GF in FY27 to increase state aid to local public libraries. 
• Senate Item 230 #1s: Provides $1 million GF each year to increase state aid to local public libraries.   

 
 
TRANSPORTATION 
 
WMATA Funding 

• House Item 433 #2h: Provides $153 million GF for the state share of the increased operating 
support for WMATA over the two-year biennium. 

• Senate Item 4-14 #4s: Northern Virgina has a regional sales tax of .7 percent, and the proceeds 
from the expiration of the sales and use tax exemption for computer equipment and software 
used in qualifying data centers are directed to the WMATA Capital Fund.  

• Senate Item 4-14 #5s: Enacts and codifies an increase in the regional transient occupancy tax from 
3 to 4 percent beginning January 1, 2027.  The increase, estimated to be $17 million each fiscal 
year in additional revenue, is deposited into the WMATA Capital Fund. 

Both House and Senate budgets provide funding for WMATA.  The House funding is directed to 
operating, while the Senate is directed to capital.  The Northern Virginia regional sales tax is currently 
provided to the Northern Virginia Transportation Authority (NVTA), where it is divided into regional 
(70%) and local (30%) shares.  As this is a new revenue source, it does not divert existing funding (as 
occurred in 2018), so it will not adversely impact the current NVTA Six Year Program or the County 
Transportation Priorities Plan.  However, it does not expand or restore previously diverted revenues.  
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Regional Bus Service Study 

• Senate Item 433 #2s: Requires the Department of Rail and Public Transportation (DRPT) to 
evaluate the feasibility of consolidating DASH Alexandria Transit, Fairfax Connector, ART Arlington 
Transit, and CUE Fairfax City into a single, unified regional bus system. 

The amendment language presumes that there is potential for additional savings.  Staff believes that 
it would be beneficial that the evaluation to include participation and coordination with the impacted 
localities and transit agencies, as well as assessing impacts to service coverage and levels.   

 
Northern Virginia Transportation - Parking Study 

• Senate Item 420 #1s: Directs the Office of Intermodal Planning and Investment to study revenue 
options and estimates for a potential parking services tax in the NVTC. 

Impacts to the County are unclear.  It may be helpful to have the Commonwealth review this effort, 
though County staff have shared the challenges with utilizing this revenue source in the past. 

 
Ticket Reciprocity and Out of State Registering Study/Workgroup 

• House Item 420 #3h/Senate Item 420 #2s: Requires the Office of the Secretary of Transportation 
to work with its counterparts in the District of Columbia and the State of Maryland to review the 
issues related to ticket reciprocity and registering vehicles for out-of-state residents. 

Impacts to the County are unclear.  The County has historically been interested in efforts to address the 
issue of vehicles housed in Virginia but registered in other states. 

 
Transit-Oriented Development  

• House Item 435 #1h: Requires DRPT, with assistance from the Department of Housing and 
Community Development (DHCD), to perform a statewide review to identify opportunities for 
transit-oriented development around existing and proposed transit and rail stations. 

• Senate Item 435 #1s: Directs DRPT with DHCD to conduct a statewide study to plan, promote, and 
identify funding opportunities for transit-oriented development around existing and proposed 
transit and rail stations to include analysis of potential barriers to housing production and 
economic development in these areas. 

Given the significant number of housing bills discussed this session, the County should monitor and 
participate in this study.  

 
 

OTHER ITEMS OF INTEREST 
 

• House Item 1 #5h: Establishes a joint subcommittee of the General Assembly to analyze the rising 
cost of mandatory property tax exemptions for disabled veterans and their families.  

For Tax Year 2025, Fairfax County provided $63.1 million in real estate tax relief to disabled veterans 
and surviving spouses because of the state mandate.  Since 2011, Fairfax County’s cost for this program 
has been a total of $287 million.  There has been rapid growth in the annual amount relieved in recent 
years, increasing by an average of almost 30% per year since 2020.   

• House Item 109 #1h: Provides $2 million GF in FY27 to capitalize the Solar Interconnection Grant 
Program established by HB 683 (Herring) to provide competitive grants to localities to connect 
solar facilities to the grid.  
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• House Item 374 #11h: Provides $500,000 GF in FY27 for the installation of temporary HVAC 
equipment at the historic Fairfax Courthouse.  

• House Item 433 #3h: Commits $10 million from the Transportation Partnership Opportunity Fund 
in FY27 to support the demolition of a parking garage at the Huntington Metrorail Station.  The 
funding is contingent on the commitment of local or regional resources sufficient to complete the 
demolition. 

Provides funding, but the County or WMATA would have to fund the remainder of the cost.  

• Senate Item 109 #3s: Provides $2 million GF in FY27 to establish the Solar Interconnection Grant 
Program, in accordance with SB 659 (Craig).  

 
 

LOCAL SUPPORT 
 

• House Item 102 #14h: Provides $200,000 GF in FY27 to Fairfax County to partner with the 
Herndon-Reston FISH program that works directly with families to avoid eviction. 

• House Item 319 #2h: Provides $400,000 GF each year to Fairfax County to continue support for 
the Washington Area Villages Exchange pilot program to reduce the public health risk of social 
isolation among older Virginians by expanding the availability of Villages statewide.  

• House Item 335 #3h: Provides an additional $250,000 GF in FY27 to support the Lorton 
Community Action Center.  

• House Item 363 #1h: Provides $1.5 million GF in FY27 to complete engineering and support 
construction of the Lake Barcroft Dam Flood Mitigation Project in Fairfax County.  

• Senate Item 319 #3s: Provides $200,000 GF each year to Fairfax County to continue support for 
the Washington Area Villages Exchange pilot program to reduce the public health risk of social 
isolation among older Virginians by expanding the availability of Villages statewide. 

• Senate Item 300 #3s: Provides $500,000 GF each year to increase funding for Specially Adapted 
Resources Clubs (SPARC) to support current operations serving adults with developmental 
disabilities in integrated community settings.  SPARC operates as a participant-directed day 
program. 

• Senate Item 335 #2s: Provides $1.5 million GF in FY27 to Fairfax County and Prince William County 
to enhance workforce development programs, support ongoing renovations and operations, add 
accessibility features, and create new training spaces for members of the immigrant community. 

• Senate Item 335 #3s: Provides $500,000 GF each year for Cornerstones to provide food assistance 
for individuals in need. 

• Senate Item 362 #3s: Provides $3 million GF in FY27 to the Lake Barcroft Watershed Improvement 
District for a dam safety improvement project.  The dam is classified as a "High Hazard Potential 
Dam" due to the population and infrastructure downstream.

HB 951 Lopez 

Board of Housing and Community Development; ad hoc committees. Requires the Board 
of Housing and Community Development to evaluate and vote on all proposals brought 
forth in an ad hoc committee convened by the Board to advise on proposed changes to 
statewide building and fire regulations during a regular meeting of the Board, including 
proposals for which the ad hoc committee did not reach a consensus.

SB 77 VanValkenburg 

Repairs or maintenance of property; entering adjoining property; petition for entry. Allows 
an owner of real property who seeks to repair or maintain the exterior of his property to 
petition the circuit court for a right of entry to an adjoining property for the purpose of 
performing the repairs or maintenance when the property is so situated that it is impossible 
to perform the repairs or maintenance without entering such adjoining property and 
permission to enter such adjoining property has been denied...  

Housing 

HB 655 Maldonado 

Zoning; manufactured housing. Amends existing provisions that require localities to permit 
manufactured housing in areas zoned for agriculture by expanding such requirement to all 
zoning districts where site-built housing is allowed. The bill provides that manufactured 
housing shall be subject to development standards that are equivalent to those applicable 
to site-built single-family dwellings but that such standards shall not have the effect of 
excluding manufactured housing. The bill also removes the authority of localities without a 
zoning ordinance to designate the areas within the locality in which manufactured housing 
may be located. 

Manufactured Housing 

SB 346 VanValkenburg 

Zoning; manufactured housing. Amends existing provisions that require localities to permit 
manufactured housing in areas zoned for agriculture by expanding such requirement to all 
zoning districts where site-built housing is allowed. The bill provides that manufactured 
housing shall be subject to development standards that are equivalent to those applicable 
to site-built single-family dwellings but that such standards shall not have the effect of 
excluding manufactured housing. The bill also removes the authority of localities without a 
zoning ordinance to designate the areas within the locality in which manufactured housing 
may be located. 

Manufactured Housing 

HB 1130 Reid 

Workforce housing for employees of a locality or school board; lease of surplus 
property. Allows any local governing body or school board to lease as lessor surplus or 
underutilized property. The bill provides that such leases shall be conditioned on the 
development of workforce housing serving employees of the locality or school division with 
up to 120 percent of area median income. The bill also prohibits establishment of a 
minimum lot size exceeding 5,000 square feet for such workforce housing and that the 
placement of manufactured houses that are on a permanent foundation and on individual 
lots shall be permitted subject to development standards that are equivalent to those 
applicable to site-built single-family dwellings.

HB 1144 Martinez 

Water and sewer connection fees; first-time homebuyers; affordable housing. Provides 
that any locality may provide for the full or partial reimbursement to a first-time 
homebuyer of water and sewer connection fees, capital recovery charges, and availability 
fees paid in connection with any new residential development conveyed to such 
homebuyer. The bill also requires any locality that has adopted an affordable dwelling unit 
ordinance pursuant to general law to provide for a waiver of such fees and charges for any 
development subject to the requirements of such ordinance.

SB 74 McPike 

Affordable housing; local zoning ordinance authority. Authorizes any locality in the 
Commonwealth to provide for an affordable housing dwelling unit program by amending 
the zoning ordinance of such locality. Current law restricts such authorization to counties 
with an urban county executive form of government or county manager plan of 
government and certain other localities. The bill has a delayed effective date of July 1, 
2027. This bill is a recommendation of the Joint Legislative Audit and Review Commission. 

Accessory Dwellings 

HB 867 Cousins 

Affordable housing; local zoning ordinance authority. Authorizes any locality in the 
Commonwealth to provide for an affordable housing dwelling unit program by amending 
the zoning ordinance of such locality. Current law restricts such authorization to counties 
with an urban county executive form of government or county manager plan of 
government and certain other localities. The bill has a delayed effective date of July 1, 
2027. This bill is a recommendation of the Joint Legislative Audit and Review Commission. 

Accessory Dwellings 

HB 356 Thomas 

Department of Housing and Community Development; local housing policy; report to 
Department. Expands the range of local housing policy changes that are required to be 
submitted annually in a report to the Department of Housing and Community 
Development by any locality with a population greater than 3,500 and moves the 
reporting date from September 1 to August 1 of each year. 

Housing 

SB 504 Deeds 

Vested rights; rulings or orders of the local circuit court. Provides that a landowner's 
rights shall be deemed vested in his zoning and shall not be affected by a subsequent 
ruling or order of the local circuit court applicable to a zoning ordinance amendment when 
such ruling or order affects at least 25 individual parcels within a locality and the 
landowner...

SB 665 Srinivasan 

Department of Housing and Community Development; local housing policy; report to 
Department. Expands the range of local housing policy changes that are required to be 
submitted annually in a report to the Department of Housing and Community 
Development by any locality with a population greater than 3,500 and moves the 
reporting date from September 1 to August 1 of each year. 

Housing 

SB 666 Srinivasan 

Department of Housing and Community Development; housing development 
database. Requires the Department of Housing and Community Development to collect 
from each locality and make available to the public, localities, state agencies, and other 
state and regional public entities in a centralized, machine-readable, screen reader 
compatible database various data for each new and existing housing development in each 
locality in the Commonwealth, including data related to the number of housing 
development plans submitted and approved by the locality and the average approval 
timeline for housing development plans.

HB 1325 Maldonado 

Manufactured Home Lot Rental Act; landlord obligations. Requires a landlord to provide a 
copy of any written rental agreement and the statement of tenant rights and 
responsibilities within 10 business days of the effective date of the written rental 
agreement; current law requires a landlord to provide such copies within one month of 
such effective date...  

Manufactured Housing 

HB 594 Simonds 

Expedited approval for certain affordable housing developments. Allows a locality, by 
ordinance, to authorize a zoning administrator to use an administrative process to approve 
rezoning applications for affordable housing developments. The bill requires that the 
affordable housing development comply with the Virginia Fair Housing Law, connect to a 
public or community water supply or sewage system, and be located within or adjacent to 
an area identified by the locality that could support increased density development and 
provide access to services. The bill also requires the locality, prior to the adoption of such 
ordinance, to advertise its intention to propose such ordinance within a certain period of 
time in a newspaper having a general circulation in the locality... 

Housing Affordability 

SB 490 VanValkenburg 

Department of Housing and Community Development; loans for the construction of 
mixed-income housing developments; report. Directs the Department of Housing and 
Community Development, in collaboration with the Virginia Housing Development 
Authority, to create a two-year pilot program that would provide loan origination and 
servicing activities for mixed income housing and submit a report on its findings to the 
General Assembly by November 1 of each year of the pilot program.

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HB 1361 Maldonado 

Virginia Residential Landlord and Tenant Act; civil action for unlawful detainer; 
termination notice. Provides that no landlord shall file or maintain an action for unlawful 
detainer against a tenant unless such landlord has provided the tenant with a proper and 
effective notice of termination. The bill provides that no notice of termination shall be 
deemed proper or effective unless it contains a written statement of charges and 
payments over the course of the tenancy or the past 12 months, whichever is shorter, and 
other certain fees and charges that may be due and owing under the rental agreement. 

Manufactured Housing 

HB 1212 Sewell 

Small lot residential zoning districts. Requires any locality with a population of 20,000 or 
more to adopt and maintain a zoning district classification that permits one-family and 
two-family dwellings and townhouses as a by-right use on lots with a minimum lot area not 
exceeding 3,000 square feet. The bill requires a locality to apply the zoning district 
classification to areas within its boundaries in a manner that creates additional capacity for 
residential development beyond that permitted by right under the zoning district 
classification previously applicable to such areas. 

Zoning 

HB 1463 Thomas 

Zoning; nonconforming uses; manufactured homes. Provides that a land owner or home 
owner may place a manufactured home that meets the current HUD manufactured 
housing code upon any open lot in a valid nonconforming mobile or manufactured home 
park regardless of whether a valid nonconforming manufactured home is currently located 
on such lot... 

Manufactured Housing 

SB 531 Srinivasan 

Zoning; development and use of accessory dwelling units. Requires a locality to include in 
its zoning ordinances for single-family residential zoning districts accessory dwelling units, 
or ADUs, as defined in the bill, as a permitted accessory use. The bill requires a person to 
seek a permit for an ADU from the locality, requires the locality to issue such permit if the 
person meets certain requirements enumerated in the bill, and restricts the fee for such 
permit to $500 or less...

HB 888 Shin 

Minimum off-street parking requirements in certain areas. Provides that a locality shall 
not require, as a condition of zoning approval, minimum off-street parking for residential, 
multifamily, or mixed-use development located within a designated area, as defined in the 
bill, in amounts exceeding (i) 0.5 parking spaces per dwelling unit for multifamily or mixed-
use residential development and (ii) one parking space per dwelling unit for one-family and 
two-family dwellings and townhouses... 

Parking 

HB 1279 Cole 

Affordable housing; religious organizations and other nonprofit tax-exempt 
properties. Allows for the administrative approval of development and construction of 
housing on land owned by property tax-exempt religious organizations or certain property 
tax-exempt nonprofit organizations and provides that zoning ordinances for all purposes 
shall allow the by-right development and construction of housing on real property owned 
by such organizations. The bill requires that the implementation and approval of such 
developments be completed administratively and states that localities shall not require a 
special exception, special use permit, conditional use permit, rezoning, or any discretionary 
review or approval process... 

Housing Affordability 

SB 388 McPIke 

Affordable housing; religious organizations and other nonprofit tax-exempt 
properties. Allows for the administrative approval of development and construction of 
housing on land owned by property tax-exempt religious organizations or certain property 
tax-exempt nonprofit organizations and provides that zoning ordinances shall allow the by-
right development and construction of housing on real property owned by such 
organizations. The bill provides that the review of such developments be completed 
pursuant to general law and states that localities shall not require a special exception, 
special use permit, conditional use permit, rezoning, or any discretionary review or 
approval process...

HB 804 Helmer 

Statewide housing targets for localities. Requires localities to increase their total housing 
stock by at least 7.5 percent over the five-year period beginning January 1, 2028. The bill 
provides that in order to meet such 7.5 percent growth target, a locality shall develop a 
housing growth plan that best meets the needs of the locality while meeting the growth 
target rates.

The bill provides that within such overlay district, the 
locality shall permit, by right, the construction of up to 10 dwelling units per lot, 
notwithstanding any ordinance limiting density to single-family detached housing...

Contesting local governing body or board of zoning appeals land use decisions; third-
party standing requirements. Creates standing for any person who does not have an 
ownership interest in the property that is the direct subject of a local governing body or 
board of zoning appeals action if such person has alleged with particularity and proven by 
clear and convincing evidence...
