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HOUSING INVENTORY

As of January 1980, there were 211,746 dwelling units in
Fairfax County, which represents an increase of 10,079
units or 5.0 percent over the 1979 inventory of 201,667
units. Single-family detached units continue to account
for a majority of the housing units (58.2 percent),
followed by garden apartments (20.5 percent), town-
houses (11.9 percent), and high-rise apartments (4.5 per-
cent). Mobile home units comprise 1.2 percent of the
total housing inventory, while duplex, multiplex, and
mid-rise units account for the remaining 3.7 percent.

Most of the increase in dwelling units occurred in the
Pohick and Upper Potomac Planning Districts. During
1979, slightly over 3,600 units were added to the housing
inventory in the Pohick District, while 1,838 units were
added to the Upper Potomac District inventory. The
Pohick Planning District contains the planned community
of Burke Centre, while the Upper Potomac Planning
District contains the planned community of Reston.

As of January 1980, the median market value of
individually-owned housing units was $87,200.  This
represents an increase of 16.0 percent over the 1979
estimated median housing value of $75,200 and an
increase of approximately 146 percent over the 1970
median of $35,400. Thus, half of all owned housing units
in the County have values exceeding $87,200 and half
have values below this level.

The distribution of dwelling units by estimated market
value shows an increasing concentration of units in the
upper price categories. During 1979, the number of units
in the lower price ranges, including those units with
values of under $60,000 exhibited a significant decline,
from 36,922 to 24,563 units. This represents a decline of

approximately 12,400 units or nearly 34 percent. At the
same time, the number of units with values exceeding
$100,000 increased from 28,626 units in January 1979 to
53,875 units as of January 1980, an increase of
88.2 percent.

The most expensive area in the County for housing is the
McLean Planning District where 62.7 percent of the
dwelling units have values exceeding $100,000. In the
Bull Run Planning District, the least-expensive area in
the County for housing, only 6.0 percent of the units
have values of over $100,000.

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RESIDENTIAL CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY

As of January 1980, there were 72,112 units in the
County's residential development pipeline. This pipeline
total represents a decrease of 17.6 percent, or 15,369
units, from the 1979 pipeline total of 87,481. The
residential development pipeline encompasses the entire
land development process, from the rezoning of land
through site and subdivision plan review, issuance of
building permits, construction of the units and comple-
tion of construction. The residential pipeline reflects
development activity occurring in the County at one
specific point in time (January 1980) and does not reflect
cumulative activity occurring during the preceding year.

Of the total 72,112 units in the pipeline, approximately
8,500 units were in the building stage, either under
construction (5,071) or authorized but not started
(3,467), which represents 11.8 percent of the total pipe-
line units. The number of units in the building stage
showed an overall decline of 12 percent between January
1979 and January 1980, with the number of units under
construction declining by 27.4 percent but the number of
units authorized but not yet started increasing by
28.8 percent. Units in the site or subdivision plan review
stage totaled 48,051 units, or 66.6 percent of the total
number of units in the pipeline, which represents a
4.9 percent decline in units in this stage of development.
The number of units with site plan or subdivision plan
approval numbered 15,210 units, which is a 6.4 percent
increase in units since January 1979. Units having plans
submitted but not approved decreased by 9.3 percent,
from 36,226 units in 1979 to 32,841 units as of January
1980. The rezoning stages, both granted and pending,
had significant declines in the number of units between
1979 and 1980 as was also the case between 1978 and
1979. Units in the rezoning granted stage declined by

33

56.0 percent and units in the rezoning pending stage
declined by 28.3 percent. It should be noted, however,
that a portion of this decline can be attributed to a
change in criteria for inclusion in the rezoning stage of
the pipeline. In past years, a rezoning case was consid-
ered in the pipeline total if the rezoning had occurred
within the past four years. This year, the criterion was
changed to two years on the basis of an analysis which
showed that site plan activity usually occurs within the
first two years after rezoning has taken place. It is
considered that the change in criteria will result in a
more accurate estimate of residential activity occurring
in the County. The following table shows the change in
the number of units in the pipeline by stage of develop-
ment between January 1979 and January 1980.

The 17.6 percent decrease in the total number of units in
the residential pipeline is largely the result of a signifi-
cant decline in multi-family units in the pipeline,
reflecting completions of a large number of units in the
Skyline and Rotonda projects and the exclusion of the




older multi-family projects from the rezoning stage of
the pipeline due to the change in criteria. Changes in
the pipeline by dwelling unit type are shown in the
following table.

The areas of Fairfax County exhibiting the largest hous-
ing development potential are those located in the outer,
less-developed portions of the County. The outer areas
of the County account for 69.4 percent of the housing
potential with the Bull Run Planning District having
17,095 units in the residential pipeline, while the Pohick
Planning District and Upper Potomac Planning District
have 17,088 units and 15,885 units in the pipeline
respectively. Also, the majority of the units in the pipe-
line in the outer areas of the County are in the site plan
stages of development.

IV POPULATION




POPULATION

As of January 1980, there were an estimated 600,300
persons residing in Fairfax County. This population total
represents an increase of 16,100 persons, or 2.8 percent,
over the revised 1979 population of 584,200. Since 1970,
the County's population has increased by approximately
146,000 persons or 32.1 percent. A discussion of the
basis for revising the County's population estimates is
provided below.

Among the eight supervisor districts, the Springfield
District continues to be the largest district both in terms
of population (93,000) and total acreage (77,200). Mason
Supervisor District, with a January 1980 population of
64,600 and a land area of 8,200, is the smallest district
in terms of population and land area. Mason District,
however, contains the highest population density with an
estimated 7.9 persons per acre and 5,048 persons per
square mile. Due to its large land area, the Springfield
Supervisor District has the lowest population densities
with 1.2 persons per acre and 771 persons per square
mile. The density for the entire County is estimated at
2.6 persons per acre or 1,637 persons per square mile.

Fairfax County's population is projected to increase to
approximately 612,300 persons by January 1981 and to
626,300 by January 1982. These population projections
represent percentage increases of 2.0 percent during
1980 and 2.3 percent during 1981. Springfield Supervisor
District is expected to show the most significant popula-
tion increase between 1980 and 1982, exhibiting an
average increase of 5,500 persons per year.
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Methodologz

Population estimates and projections are developed by
applying vacancy rates and household size factors by
dwelling unit type to the current and projected dwelling
unit inventory. Vacancy rates in the County have
remained virtually unchanged since 1970. According to a
Rental Housing Survey conducted by the Office of
Research and Statistics, approximately 4.1 percent of
the apartment and townhouse units located in major
rental complexes were vacant as of January 1, 1980.
Vacancy rates for owned single-family and townhouse
units were estimated to be 3.0 percent, based on an
analysis of recent trends and sewer and water connec-
tions. Overall, the vacancy rate for the County as of
January 1980 was 3.3 percent.

Revised Household Size Factors

The population estimating technique used by the County
relies most heavily upon factors showing the- average
number of persons per household. Because the resulting
population estimates are very sensitive to changes
occurring in household size, the Office of Research and
Statistics conducted a household survey in January 1980
in an attempt to update the factors to account for
recent changes in household formations.

The survey results show a significant increase in small
households in recent years and a dramatic decline in the




~County's average household size. In 1970, one- and two-
person households accounted for 32.0 percent of all
households, while the 1980 survey results show one- and
two-person households currently comprising slightly over
48 percent, nearly half, of all households. This increase
in small households has resulted in an extraordinary
decline in the average number of persons per household.
In 1970, the County's average household size was 3.51
persons. According to the 1980 Household Survey, the
average household size as of January 1980 is 2.38
persons.

Due to the large number of housing units in the County,
any change in household size, no matter how slight,
produces a change in the population total for the County.
For example, it is estimated that every .0l person
change in the average household size produces a popula-
tion change of approximately 2,000 persons. The follow-
ing ‘table compares the January 1980 household size
factors by unit and type developed from the 1980 House-
hold Survey and the factors published in last year's
Standard Reports and used to project the January 1980
population for the County.

As the table shows, the average number of persons per
household declined in all housing unit types, but especial-
ly in the townhouse category.

Because of the significant differences in the household
size factors developed from the 1980 Household Survey
and their impact on the total population of the County,
revised household size factors were developed for 1977,
1978, and 1979 by interpolating between the 1980 factors
and the household size factors used in 1976. These
factors were then applied against the housing counts
generated in 1977, 1978, and 1979 to produce revised
population estimates for these years. The revised esti-
mates and the previously generated estimates are as
follows:

Population estimates for Fairfax County generated by
the Office of Research and Statistics will be evaluated
again once the final results of the 1980 U.S. Decennial
Census have been released.

While all tract tables in this
report continue to use the 1970 designations, maps are
available which show the 1980 boundaries and numbering
scheme. Results of the 1980 U.S. Census by tract should
be available in 1981.

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NONRESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES INVENTORY

As part of an effort to expand the County's nonresiden-
tial data resources, the Office of Research and Statistics
has developed a computer file providing data on
structures used for nonresidential activities. This
information was developed and first made available
during 1978. Nonresidential land use information has
been used to assist businesses in doing marketing and
feasibility studies on whether or not to locate in Fairfax
County. It also has been used to assist businesses in
determining where to locate within the County.

As of January 1980, there were 3,332 nonresidential
structures located in Fairfax County. This total repre-
sents an increase of 95 buildings or 2.9 percent over the
1979 inventory of 3,235 structures.

Nonresidential structures have been classified as
generally being used for commercial, industrial, or
institutional activities. Commercial buildings have been
further classified as being either retail- or office-
related. Of the 3,332 nonresidential structures located
in the County, 1,967 or 59.0 percent are commercial, 917
or 17.5 percent are institutional, and 448 or 13.4 percent
are industrial in nature. Of the 1,967 commercial build-
ings, 1,328 are retail-related and 639 are office-related.
The large number of commercial buildings, specifically
retail and office structures, suggests that Fairfax
County is a service center offering retail and profes-
sional services to consumers and businesses.

The specific types of activities most associated with the
3,332 nonresidential buildings located in Fairfax County
include free-standing retail stores '977 or 29.3 percent
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and general low-rise offices 330 or 9.9 percent of the
County total in commercial structures; warehousing 278
or 8.3 percent of the County total in industrial
structures; and churches 327 or 9.8 percent and schools
241 or 7.2 percent of the County total in institutional
structures. These types of nonresidential buildings and
activities tend to be associated with suburban
communities that are not densely populated and are in
developing population and economic centers where land
costs are low enough to support low density nonresiden-
tial development.

The Vienna and Mount Vernon Planning Districts have
the largest number of nonresidential structures with 450
and 411, respectively, or approximately 25.8 percent of
the County's total of 3,332 structures. Other planning
districts having large numbers of nonresidential buildings
include Annandale (355), Upper Potomac (365), and
McLean (345). For the most part, nonresidential
development in these planning districts has centered
around an older central business area having many
specialty centers and free-standing structures.

The planning districts having the fewest number of
nonresidential buildings include Lincolnia (67), Lower
Potomac (82), Rose Hill (93), Fairfax (102), Bull Run
(130), and Pohick (157). These areas tend to be primarily
residentially oriented and, with the exception of the
Lincolnia and Rose Hill Planning Districts, are the areas
of the County which are currently experiencing signifi-
cant population increases. In the future, more
population-related nonresidential development can be
expected to occur in these growing areas of the County.

NONRESIDENTIAL CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY

As of January 1980, there were 682 projects in the
County's nonresidential development pipeline. The
nonresidential development pipeline encompasses the
entire land development process, including the rezoning
process, site plan submission and review, issuance of
building permits, construction of the units, and comple-
tion of construction. The Office of Research and
Statistics began monitoring nonresidential construction
activity occurring in the County during 1977 and first
published pipeline data in the 1978 Standard Reports.

The 1980 total of 682 projects in the development pipe-
line represents an increase of 186 projects over the 496
projects reported in the 1979 Standard Reports. The
number of projects in the pipeline exhibited increases in
every stage of development during 1979. As the follow-
ing table shows, the number of projects in submitted site
plans increased by nearly 66 percent between January
1979 and January 1980, while projects in the rezoning
pending stage and under construction stage exhibited
increases of 51 percent and 49 percent, respectively.
These increases reflect the push in recent years to
attract new businesses and industry to Fairfax County.

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Projects planned predominantly for commercial, indus-
trial, and institutional uses are included in the nonresi-
dential development pipeline. Of the 682 projects in the
pipeline, 476 (61.0 percent) are for commercial activi-
ties, 187 (27.4 percent) are for industrial activities, and
79 (11.6 percent) are for institutional activities. The
largest single uses which are proposed include office
buildings (261 projects or 38.3 percent of the total) and
warehouses (128 projects or 18.8 percent of the total).
This reflects the fact that the County is oriented to
activities providing consumer and businesses services
that require office space and to retail activities that
require space for storage.

EXISTING LAND USE

Zoned Land

Fairfax County, including the Towns of Herndon, Clifton,
and Vienna, comprises approximately 262,300 acres of
which 234,744 are classified into various zoning and land
use categories. The remaining 27,600 acres are in roads,
water, and small areas of land that cannot be developed.

A list of zoning codes that are used by the County is
provided on the following page. These zoning codes
reflect the zoning districts established in the new
Fairfax County Zoning Ordinance that went into effect
in August 1978.

Most of Fairfax County's land is zoned for residential
development. Excluding the towns of Clifton, Herndon,
and Vienna, which are excluded because their zoning
classifications differ from those used by the County,
approximately 216,700 acres, or about 92 percent of the
County's zoned acreage, is zoned for residential or
residentially-related use. Almost 139,300 acres, or
59.3 percent of the County's total zoned land, are zoned
for a density of one unit per acre (R-1) or less.
However, land zoned for one single family unit per acre
has been steadily declining, from 128,656 acres in 1976
to 113,301 acres in 1979, to 110,099 acres as of January
1980.

Land zoned for industrial use increased by 25.8 percent
since January 1978. Currently there are 7,663 acres of
land zoned for industrial development, which represents
3.3 percent of the County's total zoned acreage. Nearly
45 percent of all zoned industrial land is located in the
Springfield (1,782 acres) and Upper Potomac (1,635
acres) Planning Districts. The Mount Vernon Planning
District has only ten acres of industrially zoned land.
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There are 5,514 acres of land zoned for commercial
development. Land zoned for commercial use accounts
for about 2.4 percent of all County zoned acreage. The
Mount Vernon Planning District accounts for the largest
proportion of zoned commercial land (16.0 percent) while
the Lower Potomac Planning District accounts for the
lowest proportion of zoned commercial land
(3.1 percent).

Approximately 32.2 percent or 75,550 acres of zoned
County land is vacant, which represents a decline of
6.2 percent since 1979. As of January 1979, vacant land
accounted for 34.2 percent of all zoned land. Over
91 percent of the currently vacant land is zoned for
residential development with 50.0 percent zoned for one
acre lots. Vacant land that is zoned for commercial use
totals 1,625 acres while vacant land that is zoned for
industrial use totals 3,827 acres. The Pohick and Upper
Potomac Planning Districts have 49.9 percent (37,707
acres) of all vacant land in the County while the
Jefferson and Lincolnia Planning Districts have only
1.5 percent (1,110 acres) of the County's vacant land.

Land Use

As of January 1980, almost 43 percent (100,894 acres) of
the County's developable land was in actual residential
or residentially-related use, and about 88 percent of this
acreage was in use for single family dwelling units.
More than 7,600 acres, or 3.2 percent, are in industrial
use and almost 2,400 acres, or 1.0 percent, are in
commercial-retail related uses with over half (1,368
acres) of the acres in retail development being using for
shopping centers. Land used for office buildings, office
parks, and consumer and business services amounts to
2,818 acres. Parks and recreational-related land uses




account for 9.6 percent (22,577 acres) of all developable
land in the County. The public and quasi-public land use
categories, which include post offices, fire stations,
police stations, correctional institutions and military
installations require 13,189 acres or 5.6 percent of the

total. Cultural and educational activities use 7,836
acres, or 3.3 percent of Fairfax County's total develop-
able land. The remaining acreage is in vacant land and
other natural uses.

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PLANNED LAND USE

Publication of the 1980 Standard Reports marks the
second year that planned land use information has been
included in the report. The inclusion of planned land use
data in the Standard Reports reflects the growing
demand within the County's residential and nonresiden-
tial development community for planning information.
The information contained in this section is taken from
the Fairfax County Comprehensive Plan, adopted in
1975, and the plan amendments adopted in the Annual
Plan Reviews. The plan amendments which were
adopted during 1979 are reflected in the 1980 Standard

Reports.

Planned land uses can generally be divided into three
major categories: residential, commercial/industrial,
and other nonresidential which includes parks, private
recreation, and public and institutional uses. Residential
planned uses are expressed as dwelling unit densities.
Land planned 1 - 2 du/ac means that the planned density
on this land is between one to two dwelling units per
acre. Ranges of residential planned densities are used to
ensure that the Comprehensive Plan remains flexible so
that it can be a useful guide to development for a vari-
ety of circumstances and development plans.

As of January 1980, the County had 148,343 acres
planned for residential sites. This represents approxi-
mately 63 percent of the County's total developable
land. Developable land excludes land that is in roads,
water, and small areas of land that cannot be developed.
Over 91 percent of the residentially planned land is
planned for densities less than four dwelling units per
acre. Land planned for commercial/industrial uses

represents 6.3 percent of the County's total developable
land, or more than 14,700 acres. More than 10,000 acres
are planned for industrial uses while commercial-office
planned uses and commercial-retail planned uses total
about 1,300 acres and 3,400 acres, respectively. Almost
33,000 acres or 14 percent are planned for public parks
and open space, and more than 24,500 acres or 10 per-
cent are planned for public facilities, governmental
areas, and institutional uses. :

Acres of vacant and underutilized land totaled 102,299
as of January 1980, which represents about 44 percent of
the County's developable land. This undeveloped acreage
is the amount of land on which new development may
occur, While vacant land is easily identified and
currently totals 75,550 acres (see the Existing Land Use
section of the Standard Reports), measuring underuti-
lized land which totals approximately 26,700 acres, is
much more difficult. To estimate underutilized land, a
sophisticated formula was constructed that allows under-
utilized land to be defined as both underutilized accord-
ing to conformance with the Comprehensive Plan and
underutilized according to extent of existing develop-
ment. Based on this formula, as of January 1980, more
than 78,500 acres are vacant or underutilized and
planned for residential use. This is about 77 percent of
the total undeveloped land in the County. Approxi-
mately 9 percent of the County's vacant and underuti-
lized land is planned for commercial (1,973 acres) and
industrial (7,691 acres) uses, while the remaining 14,119
acres (14 percent) is planned for other nonresidential
uses.




Over the last few years there has been a growing demand
for dwelling unit estimates and projections resulting
from the full implementation of the Comprehensive
Plan. These projections are commonly referred to as
"buildout" since they are expected to reflect the housing
composition of the County if it is completely developed
in accordance with the current Comprehensive Plan.

While the buildout methodology is detailed, its concepts
and general procedures are straightforward. Long-range
projections of dwelling units are generated by the
analysis of land uses and densities shown in the County's
Comprehensive Land Use Plan and expressed as dwelling
units per acre. However, the Comprehensive Plan and
existing development are often not in agreement in
terms of land uses or planned densities. Also, since the
Comprehensive Plan is a document of general develop-
ment directions and land use suggestions, it cannot be
expected to describe fully the wide range of current
development options. Therefore, buildout is calculated
by adding to existing development, development that is
to occur on, as yet, undeveloped land. Once undeveloped
land is estimated, the buildout methodology modifies the
estimate to account for flood plains and then proceeds to
calculate expected development. This is done by apply-
ing the planned land use densities and their assigned
housing types to the undeveloped-land. Buildout can be
calculated using the low, midpoint, or high end of the
planned density ranges.

In the reports presented here, the midpoints of the
planned density ranges are used. The housing types are
defined as: SF =Single Family, TH = Townhouse,
MF = Multi-Family. Single Family units are expected to
be built on land planned at densities less than the mid-
point of the range of 4 -5 du/ac. Townhouses are
defined as units to be built on land planned between the
midpoint of the density range & - 5 du/ac and the mid-
point of the density range 8 - 12 du/ac. Multi-family

units are expected to be built on land planned for
densities greater than the midpoint of the 8 -12 du/ac
range.

Using the methodology described above, the County will
have 362,603 housing units at planned buildout. Since
currently, there are 211,746 units in the County, 150,857
additional units may be seen at "buildout." The addi-
tional units represent a 71.2 percent increase in the
County's total housing stock. The majority (62.9 per-
cent) of the planned units are expected to be single-
family homes, while townhouses and multi-family units
are expected to comprise 19.9 percent and 17.2 percent
of the additionally planned units. This composition does
not differ significantly from the composition of the
existing dwelling unit inventory.

The outer areas of the County are expected to receive
the largest proportions of the additionally planned units.
The Bull Run Planning District is planned to accommo-
date 35,057 additional units while the Upper Potomac
Planning District is planned to accommodate 30,074
additional units. These two planning districts, together
with the planned units for the Pohick Planning District
(24,525 units) account for 59.4 percent of all the planned
units in the County.
