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Policy Plan Amendment

PROJECT BACKGROUND

The Department of Planning and Development (DPD), in collaboration with multiple agencies, the
Board of Supervisors, and the Planning Commission, is updating the Comprehensive Plan Policy
Plan (Policy Plan) authorized by the Board of Supervisors in December 2022. Phase One of the
project includes revisions to key elements such as the Preface, Land Use, Parks and Recreation,
Transportation, Environment, and Human Services. It will also integrate themes of equity and
healthy communities to include a new Healthy Communities element. The Policy Plan serves as a
guide for planning and development in Fairfax County, shaping future growth while protecting
natural and cultural resources. This update will help inform future planning and development
decisions across the county.

PROCESS FOR REVISIONS

This document summarizes the draft revisions and methodology for updating the Policy Plan Land
Use Element. The Land Use Element provides countywide objectives and policies that provide for
orderly and coordinated development. It sets forth long-range recommendations and
implementation techniques to ensure harmonious development that supports an attractive and
pleasant quality of life. The updates to this element ensure alighment with county priorities as
identified through the Countywide Strategic Plan and other recently adopted or endorsed plans,
programs, and guidance.

The element has undergone multiple reviews, including coordination with various county agencies
and review by representatives from Planning and Development, Transportation, Health and Human
Services, and the Park Authority. Additionally, staff gathered input from the public and external
entities through two phases of community outreach from May 2024 through February 2025.
Feedback from community meetings and outreach events included some recommendations which
are better suited for other Policy Plan elements, the Area Plans, or are outside of the scope of the
Policy Plan. Recommendations that were applicable to other elements under review have been
considered. The remaining suggestions may be addressed during Phase Two of the Policy Plan
review or in future efforts to revise the Area Plans. Community feedback gathered to date has
helped inform this revised element.

The process for revising the Land Use Element included significant review of existing Land Use
policies and objectives, and review of additional Board adopted goals including the Countywide
Strategic Plan and One Fairfax. The review included the identification of redundant policy language,
overlap with other Policy Plan elements (such as Environment and Transportation), the Zoning
Ordinance, and consideration for enhancing existing policies in accordance with broader county
goals.

To support an evaluation of emerging Land Use trends, the Department of Planning Development
retained Clarion Associates to offer recommendations related to increased development pressure
on industrial planned land, aging retail centers, and office trends. The trend reports were presented
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to the Planning Commission Policy Plan Committee on December 5, 2024, and Board of
Supervisors Land Use Process Committee on December 10, 2024, and March 11, 2025. Additional
recommendations are included in the new Land Use Element to support Plan considerations for
ground-floor retail, industrial land, and office redevelopment. To further support office repurposing
based on recent trends, additional guidance has been proposed in the Criteria for Commercial
Building Repurposing. First, new text would support the expansion, both in gross floor area and
height, of existing buildings to be repurposed. DPD Staff have seen similar requests in conjunction
with facade, window, and balcony improvements that are critical components of residential use.
Flexibility has also been proposed to provide additional residential density/intensity outside of the
footprint of a repurposed building in areas developed with surface parking. This flexibility would
support current criteria by ensuring repurposing does not lead to the creation of isolated
communities.

The Land Use Element introduces several new concepts reflecting evolving planning objectives.
Based on trends observed in the past rounds of the Site-Specific Plan Amendment process, the
Suburban Village Center concept was added to provide flexibility for commercial areas within
Suburban Neighborhoods, allowing for mixed-use development, including medium-intensity
residential use. Policies for the Suburban Village Center appear throughout the element, notably in
Objectives 2, 3, 12,16 and in the Criteria for Commercial Building Repurposing. Objective 3,
policies ¢ and d add flexibility for mixed-use centers, allowing conversion between planned
employment and residential uses and for transfer of planned growth potential within a mixed-use
center. Additionally, new policies in Objectives 9 and 10 address equitable development and
residential, commercial, and cultural displacement in the land use process. Objective 12 speaks to
placemaking, while Objectives 13 and 14 incorporate many of the objectives and policies from the
Visual and Performing Arts Element. A new criteria chapter was added at the end of the element to
provide guidance specific to data center development.

The existing structure of the Land Use policies and appendices were also reorganized to consider
the goals outlined in the Comprehensive Plan Overview element. To better accommodate future
policies and to streamline references, the existing appendices were incorporated into the new Land
Use Element structure as policies, use specific guidance, or for the larger appendices, as a
dedicated criteria chapter at the end of the element. This will allow for greater consistency with
broader land use goals and increase the efficiency of policy review.

NEXT STEPS

The draft text for the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Element is included as Attachments | and I
and is available for the public, Planning Commission, and Board of Supervisors to provide
feedback. The element will be discussed with the Planning Commission Policy Plan Committee at
the May 8, 2025, meeting, and with the Board of Supervisors Land Use Policy Committee at the
May 20, 2025, meeting. Feedback can be sent to the public input email at
PlanForwardFFX@Publiclnput.com and may inform future revisions to this draft text in advance of
a final round of community outreach before finalizing the staff report and draft text this summer.
Public hearings on the revised Policy Plan Elements, including the Land Use Element, are
expected to take place in fall 2025.

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LAND USE
INTRODUCTION

Development in Fairfax County evolved over time from a primarily residential pattern with
limited commercial activity, into a community marked by rapid employment growth, especially
during the 1970s and 1980s. During that time, office development became the dominant form of
nonresidential land use, often occurring in areas originally zoned for industrial purposes. While
this growth created local job opportunities, it also attracted commuters from across the region,
challenging a road network originally designed predominately for travel into Washington, D.C.
Additionally, residential and employment areas remained largely separated, resulting in long
commutes and limited options for public transit due to low-density, spatially separated land use
patterns.

In response to these challenges, Fairfax County adopted the 1990 Planning Horizons
Comprehensive Plan to reshape its land use policies. This plan introduced a more structured
approach to managing growth, focusing on compatible land use patterns, intensity, and pace of
development, to provide a logical framework for land use decision-making at a countywide, area-
wide, and site-specific level. Central to the Plan was the Concept for Future Development, which
emphasized concentrating employment growth within designated Mixed-Use Centers and
Industrial Areas, which together constitute about 10% of the county’s land, to encourage more
integrated development. Since then, key areas like Tysons, Reston, and Merrifield have evolved
into vibrant mixed-use areas supported by expanded Bus Rapid Transit (BRT), Metrorail
expansion along the Silver Line, and enhanced bus networks.

However, given the historical development pattern of the county, as well as relatively small
geographies of the county’s Mixed-Use Centers, the need for more efficient land use patterns
remains an outstanding issue. Integrating a variety and mix of uses into the built environment will
reduce stress on the road network and expand options for commuting, resulting in the attraction
and retention of high-quality development and a talented workforce. This will also provide more
time for personal, family, and leisure pursuits which are important considerations in maintaining
an outstanding quality of life.

The objectives and policies described within this element are intended to be used in tandem
with the other Policy Plan elements to facilitate the review of Comprehensive Planning initiatives
and development proposals.

ACCOMMODATE FUTURE GROWTH

Growth should take place in accordance with the objectives and policies described in this
element to preserve and enhance an orderly and attractive mix of residential uses,
commercial/industrial facilities, and open space. The Comprehensive Land Use Plan Map,
Countywide Goals, Objectives, and Policies, and the Area Plans, set forth long-range
recommendations and techniques to achieve the desired physical development and future growth
in a harmonious manner.

Land use should be balanced with adequate public facilities, including the necessary
multimodal transportation infrastructure to support a high quality of life, and changes should be
evaluated to assess any potential effects on the local and regional transportation network.

Provide a clear future vision for the physical development of the county
and maintain, enhance, and create attractive, unique, prosperous,
harmonious, and efficient communities.

Designate areas of the county planned for specific uses through the Concept
for Future Development, Comprehensive Land Use Plan Map, Area Plans, and
other development policies.

Encourage growth and development to occur in locations and in a manner
which enhances or creates community identity.

Accommodate forecasted population and employment growth by establishing
a variety of recommended uses, with sufficient planned densities and
intensities, to enable implementation in the land development process.

Define mixed-use centers, suburban village centers, and other activity
areas which serve as economic and social focal points and contain a
mixture of compatible land uses that provide housing proximate to
employment, retail, institutional/public services, and recreation.

Maintain and, where appropriate, expand mixed-use centers (Tysons Urban
Center, Suburban Centers, Community Business Centers, Transit Station
Areas) to meet the majority of the county’s forecasted growth, enhance the
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sense of community, provide for multi-modal transportation options, and
reduce the need to travel long distances for employment and/or services.

Policy b. Plan and develop mixed-use centers to integrate compatible uses, encourage
day-night activity, and create built environments that can provide for the daily
needs of residents and workers. Ground floor uses, such as retail and services,
should be clustered in strategic locations and should consider streetscape
elements, existing and planned road classification, future anticipated
concentrations of pedestrian traffic, existing and planned retail trade areas,
planned residential densities/intensities, and equitable access to multimodal
transportation.

Policy c. Maintain residential neighborhoods bordering mixed-use centers while
designating Suburban Village Centers along arterial roadways in Suburban
Neighborhoods to introduce new uses, such as medium density multifamily
and townhouses, employment uses, and local-serving retail uses as integrated
community focal points.

Policy d. Encourage Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) as outlined in the Criteria for
Transit-Oriented Development with focused growth near certain planned and
existing Metrorail and BRT stations as a way to create opportunities for
compact, high density, neighborhood centers served by public transit and
active transportation facilities.

DENSITY AND INTENSITY

The density and intensity of land use has a direct effect on the ability to provide adequate
levels of transportation and public facilities. The Comprehensive Plan is the primary mechanism
available to the county for establishing appropriate locations for various levels of land use density
and intensity. Development is encouraged to occur in accordance with the Plan in a manner that
can assist in achieving various county goals. For instance, high density and intensity uses should
be located in areas of the county where existing and future transportation and public facilities
systems can accommodate the demands from such uses, thereby efficiently using county resources.

Recommendations for land use are depicted on the map entitled “Fairfax County
Comprehensive Land Use Plan.” For residential development, density recommendations are
generally expressed in terms of dwelling units per acre. This guidance, in conjunction with specific
recommendations in the Area Plans, assists in determining a property’s appropriate use and
density/intensity. Where the Plan text and map differ, the text governs. Every parcel is not
necessarily entitled to the use or density/intensity indicated. Implementation of the
recommendations of the Plan occurs through the zoning process which requires satisfactory
resolution of development related issues such as access and circulation, buffering and screening of
adjacent uses, parcel consolidation and preservation of sensitive environmental areas.

In defining the density range shown on the Land Use Plan map and/or identified in the
Area Plans:
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e the “base level” of the range is defined as the lowest density recommended in the Plan
range, i.e., 5 dwelling units per acre in the 5-8 dwelling unit per acre range;

e the “high end” of the range is defined as the base level plus 60% of the density range
in a particular Plan category, which in the residential density range of 5-8 dwelling
units per acre would be considered as 6.8 dwelling units per acre and above; and,

e the “upper limit” is defined as the maximum density called for in any Plan range, which,
in the 5-8 dwelling unit per acre range would be 8 dwelling units per acre.

Where a range is not specified in the Plan, for example where the Plan calls for residential
density up to 30 dwelling units per acre, the density cited in the Plan will be construed to equate
to the upper limit of the Plan range, and the base level will be the upper limit of the next lower
Plan range, in this instance, 20 dwelling units per acre. Densities in excess of the Plan range are
only appropriate in certain circumstances as described in the Land Use and Housing Elements or
Area Plans, and for the provision of bonus densities as provided for in the Affordable Dwelling
Unit (ADU) program and Workforce Dwelling Unit (WDU) policy.

Utilize the location and level of density/intensity as a means of achieving a
broad range of county goals.

Ensure that the use(s) and density/intensity approved during the zoning process
are in accordance with the Comprehensive Plan and any adverse impacts on
public facilities, transportation systems, the environment, and the surrounding
community are mitigated.

Concentrate the highest level of development density/intensity in areas with
access to existing or planned Metrorail and BRT service, i.e., the Tysons Urban
Center, Suburban Centers, Community Business Centers, and Transit Station
Areas.

Develop a flexible framework in the Area Plans to allow planned growth
potential within each mixed-use center to be transferred between employment
and residential uses, with consideration for public facility and other impacts
while maintaining areawide land use, housing, transportation, and other goals

Within Suburban Neighborhoods and Suburban Village Centers, locate
multifamily residential development near community retail uses, libraries,
parks/recreation facilities, schools, and multimodal transportation options.
Ensure access to an arterial or collector street and public water and sewer
service. Base recommended densities/intensities on the ability of the site to
accommodate public and private amenities. Multifamily development is not
appropriate in areas designated as Low-Density Residential Areas.

Cluster uses and improvements as one design strategy to preserve
environmentally sensitive lands, high quality open space, provide active or
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passive transportation and recreation facilities, and reduce stormwater impacts.
Individual lots, buildings, streets, and parking areas should be designed and
sited to minimize disruption to the site's natural drainage and topography.
Environmental Quality Corridor (EQC) lands should be preserved and
dedicated to the county whenever such dedication is in the public interest.

PACE, QUALITY, AND TYPES OF DEVELOPMENT

Thoughtful planning and development are essential to ensuring a high quality of life for all
residents. Planned densities/intensities should be guided by the availability of adequate
infrastructure, transportation, and public services. At the same time, the county should provide a
diverse housing stock that supports access to jobs, transit, and amenities, enabling residents to live
closer to where they work and connect with essential services. Ensuring that redevelopment is
harmonious and visually cohesive will help minimize the negative impacts that can arise from
incompatible land uses.

Make provisions for new developments to meet the projected demand for
public facilities onsite and/or contribute to offsite improvements. Require the
proportionate participation of all development in fully mitigating impacts to
public facility and transportation capacity.

Allow interim improvements to existing uses in areas where an eventual
change in land use is directed by the Plan, determined on a case-by-case basis,
when they result in appreciable public benefits, outweigh any adverse effects
of the change in use, and accommodate the future achievement of the long-
range objectives of the Plan.

Ensure that the repurposing of existing commercial structures is in accordance
with the Criteria for Commercial Building Repurposing.

Encourage a diverse housing stock with a mixture of types and forms to
provide residents with choices and allow them to live in the County
throughout multiple stages of life.

Encourage innovation in the development of new forms and types of housing
that support county goals.

Encourage universal design and/or accessibility features in the development of
housing to expand opportunities for residents of all ages and abilities to live in
areas near their employment, public transportation, and/or services.

Enhance the production of affordable and workforce housing by
accommodating additional densities/intensities in appropriate locations.

Seek to achieve a harmonious and attractive development pattern which
minimizes undesirable visual, auditory, environmental and other
impacts created by potentially incompatible uses.

Evaluate land uses in accordance with the Criteria for Development and
Redevelopment.

Achieve compatible transitions between adjoining land uses and right-of-way
by establishing transitional land uses; limiting vehicular access; providing
adequate circulation; using appropriate heights, buffering and screening; and
site design.

Employ a density transfer mechanism to assist in establishing distinct and
compatible edges between areas of higher and lower density/intensity
development, to create open space within areas of higher density/intensity,
and to help increase use of public transportation at Transit Station Areas.

Replanning for consolidation and redevelopment of residential
neighborhoods should only be considered if such redevelopment is in
accordance with the policies of the Comprehensive Plan and if supported
by the necessary transportation and public facilities.

Submit to the county a proposal which includes a petition bearing the
signatures of 75 percent or more of the owners and at a minimum, account for
75 percent of the land area being proposed for replanning.

Demonstrate that the replanning and/or rezoning will not create an adverse,

long-term land use precedent for change on nearby properties.

Use open space/conservation easements to implement the county’s goals
and objectives for the preservation of natural and heritage resources.

Promote the use of easements for any purpose allowed by the Code of Virginia,
such as the preservation of open space; agricultural, forestal, or recreational
use; protecting natural resources and wildlife habitat; maintaining or
enhancing air or water quality; preserving the historical, architectural, or
archaeological aspects of property; to enhance buffering and screening
between uses, such as between a developed area and a park or historic site; and
to preserve and actively manage small areas of open space in already
developed areas.

Review all prospective easements that are proposed to be granted to the Board
of Supervisors or jointly with non-profit land trusts for conformance with the
Comprehensive Plan, including easements proposed for sites that are not
specifically identified for conservation in the Comprehensive Plan, and
determine specifically under such review the extent to which each prospective
easement proposed for donation yields a significant public benefit.

EQUITABLE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

As Fairfax County continues to grow and evolve, it is essential to pursue a thoughtful and inclusive
approach to land use and development. The county's future planning efforts must strive to create
connected communities with access to opportunity, while preserving the cultural and economic
foundations that make each community unique. This includes inclusive community engagement,
ensuring equitable access to opportunity, and being proactive about preventing residential,
commercial and cultural displacement.

Advance equitable community development in the land use process with
inclusive community engagement, strengthening community identity,
honoring local history, and improving access to opportunity.

Actively employ innovative and culturally responsive outreach strategies to
engage and collaborate with a variety of voices within communities during the
land use planning process, seeking to establish and maintain long term trust
with stakeholders in decisions that affect their lives and neighborhoods.

Align planning efforts with community-identified priorities, informed by data
and lived experience, in order to close gaps in access to housing,
transportation, parks, education, employment, and services.

ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY

A key purpose of land use planning is to allow the creation of a physical environment with a range
of commercial and industrial uses that provide employment for residents, contribute tax revenue,
and help sustain a high quality of life. Creating a framework for attracting, retaining, and
expanding businesses is a critical strategy for building economic prosperity for all residents. Key
sources of innovation, such as universities, information technology firms, and others have the
ability to promote entrepreneurship, a high-skilled workforce, and economic growth.

Objective 11: Maintain a prosperous economic climate and diverse employment
opportunities by retaining and/or creating industrial and commercial uses
to meet the need for convenient access to goods and services and
employment opportunities.

Policy a. Monitor the remaining supply of and preserve Industrial Areas, as designated
in the Concept for Future Development, for industrial uses and activities.
Carefully consider the long-term effects of requests to convert industrial lands
to other uses, such as residential and commercial uses. Any conversion should
be tied to commensurate community benefits.

Policy b. Create, preserve, and monitor areas of the county which provide necessary
commercial and professional services to the community.

Policy c. Commercial development within residential communities should be of a local
serving nature and provide goods and services to meet residents’ daily needs.

PLACEMAKING, URBAN DESIGN, AND ARTS

Placemaking refers to a collaborative community understanding by which the public realm
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is shaped to strengthen the connection between people and places. Placemaking and urban design
facilitate creative patterns of use, paying particular attention to the physical, cultural, and social
identities that define a place and support its ongoing evolution for the benefit of all. Intentionally
shaping open spaces and streets capitalizes on a local community’s assets, culture, and the potential
to improve vitality, while creating accessible, safe places. These places can also include space for
public art or art venues, which provide economic, social and educational benefits and are an
integral component of a high quality of life.

Fairfax County should encourage and facilitate the revitalization of commercial and
residential areas of the county that have or are experiencing economic or infrastructure decline.
Revitalization initiatives should encourage business development and retention, promote public
and private investment and reinvestment, and seek to prevent or eliminate the negative effects of
deteriorating commercial and industrial areas. Revitalization efforts should work in concert with
other community programs and infrastructure improvements and strive to foster and preserve a
sense of place unique to each area, thereby contributing to the social and economic well being of
the community and the county.

Objective 12: Encourage placemaking through the use of high-quality urban design
principles that prioritizes open spaces and complete streets that are
accessible, inclusive, safe, and open for all to enhance the built
environment.

Policy a. Apply the adopted Volume I: Urban Design Guidelines for Commercial
Revitalization Districts and Areas within all mixed-use centers and Suburban
Village Centers. In areas subject to their own guidelines, the applicable
guidelines should be applied.

Incorporate appropriate urban design features in the design and construction
of county facilities.

Encourage culturally diverse venues to promote the county’s rich heritage,
sustain its cultural life, and, in older established communities, catalyze
revitalization and reinvestment.

Consider the co-location of arts venues with new, expanded, or renovated
community centers and other public facilities.

Encourage the provision of flexible spaces within mixed use developments that
could be used for the visual and performing arts, including temporary
installations. Consider the co-location of larger performing arts spaces with
retail, office, and residential components.

Incorporate art in the design and architecture of buildings and garages through
the use of attractive and interesting forms, facades, features, textures, and
colors.

Encourage, within the County’s designated community revitalization
areas and community revitalization districts, the implementation of a
revitalization program, as described in the Revitalization element.

Implement programs to improve older commercial areas of the county to
enhance their ability to provide necessary community services. Encourage
redevelopment or repurposing projects in commercial areas that would
preserve or increase desirable community services. Encourage land owners
within revitalization areas to contribute to the funding of the revitalization
efforts.

Provide for a variety of specialized commercial and service uses, under
specific locational and performance criteria, to advance the county’s
economic development, land wuse, transportation, health, and
environmental goals.

Locate and design Child Care Facilities to ensure the safety and health of
children, with particular attention to noise and air impacts. Such facilities
should provide sufficient open space for adequate access to sunlight and play
areas, taking into consideration the size of the facility. Locate and design these
facilities to be accessible via a variety of transportation modes and to minimize
transportation impacts. Locating such facilities near parks and recreation
facilities is encouraged to provide a high-quality environment for children.

Locate and design Multifamily Housing for Older Adults and Continuing Care
Facilities (CCF) to recognize the specific needs of this population. These uses may
be established in areas that are planned for institutional, residential, mixed use or
commercial development; or where those uses are compatible with, or
recommended by, the Comprehensive Plan. Access to public transportation and
community services should be within a reasonable, and safe, walking distance. If
such transportation services do not exist, the development should provide shuttle
bus service to provide comparable access to services. Developments should take
topography into consideration and should provide accessible walkways and
facilities for persons with mobility challenges. The architecture and site design
should incorporate features which enhance the security of residents.

A CCF that avails itself of the flexibility afforded by this policy and the intensity
conversion provisions allowed under the Zoning Ordinance should help address
the housing needs of individuals with low to moderate income. A developer of a
CCF should contribute $3.00 per square foot (baseline amount set in 2018) of new
gross floor area to assist with the provision of affordable housing or
accommodations. This amount should be adjusted annually based on the
Consumer Price Index and contributed to the Housing Trust Fund for the provision
of affordable accommodations prioritized for older adults and/or persons with
disabilities. The contribution should be made in no more than three installments
over a three year period. The timing of payment initiation is to be determined at
the time of rezoning. In lieu of this contribution, a development may offer and
Fairfax County may accept an equivalent contribution for on-site accommodations
or on-site land for affordable accommodation that may be provided by others. In
the event on-site land or accommodations are not feasible, off-site land for
affordable accommodations prioritized for older adults and/or persons with
disabilities can be considered. All land dedications should be acceptable to and
made to the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority.

Neighborhood shopping centers generally contain a grocery store and other
retail, restaurants, and services and are typically planned at lower intensities
(at or under 0.25 Floor Area Ratio). These shopping centers are essential as
they provide goods and services to support the daily needs of the surrounding

neighborhoods. Many of the legacy neighborhood shopping centers in the
county are evolving into mixed-use destinations, and in some locations it may
be appropriate to designate these sites and their surroundings as Suburban
Village Centers. As these sites evolve, efforts should be made to incorporate
grocery stores and other services with the redevelopment. Neighborhood
shopping centers should not be located in Low Density Residential
Neighborhoods.

Planned and existing community shopping center locations should promote
commercial concentration of uses, and discourage uncoordinated strip
development. Community shopping centers should occur typically within
Suburban Centers and Community Business Centers and along arterial roads
in Suburban Neighborhoods. Many of the legacy community shopping centers
in the county are evolving into mixed-use destinations, and in some locations
it may be appropriate to designate these sites and their surroundings as
Suburban Village Centers. As these sites evolve, efforts should be made to
incorporate grocery stores and other services with the redevelopment.
Community shopping centers should not be located in Low Density
Residential Areas.

Drive-through windows and facilities should be approved only if the size of
the lot and configuration of the development are adequate and safe for vehicles,
cyclists, and pedestrians within and around the site, to prevent potential traffic
circulation problems. All activity generated by the use must be accommodated
on the site. Noise, glare and other nuisance aspects related to drive-through
facilities must not adversely affect adjacent properties.

Automobile-Oriented Commercial Uses, such as automobile sales and
services, banks, convenience stores, and fast food restaurants, should be
clustered in order to achieve increased safety, higher quality design,
architectural compatibility, and increased landscaping and buffering.

For commercial and industrial uses that generate low-traffic volumes, such as
data centers and self-storage facilities, there may be a need to provide more
flexibility to allow these uses to be built at higher intensities within areas
planned as Industrial Areas as shown on the Comprehensive Land Use Plan
Map. To provide for a higher intensity than otherwise recommended in the
Plan, proposals should be compatible with surrounding uses, include high
quality site and building design, mitigate noise and other environmental
impacts, and be supported by existing infrastructure. Proposed higher intensity
development should provide a traffic impact analysis that demonstrates, to the
satisfaction of the Fairfax County Department of Transportation, that the use
and intensity proposed will result in lesser peak-hour traffic impacts than
would be generated if the site were to develop at the maximum allowable
intensity for the planned baseline recommendation for industrial use. If no
intensity is specified in the Plan, an intensity of .35 FAR should be assumed
for this analysis. This option for additional intensity is not meant to supersede
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Policy h.

any site-specific Plan guidance not related to intensity and does not apply to
areas with a baseline Plan recommendation for industrial use, but that also have
a redevelopment option allowing for non-industrial uses such as office, retail,
residential, or mixed use.

In a suburban context, there is value in the preservation of natural and heritage
resources using tools such as easements, which may be on relatively small land
areas. The county has established one such program  with a private non-
profit land trust (e.g., the Northern Virginia Conservation Trust); however, this
does not preclude property owners interested in putting easements on their
properties from working with any other county or regional authority/agency or
local, state or national non-profit land trust.

Proposals to repurpose or redevelop office buildings for alternative uses should
be evaluated with the following considerations, in addition to the guidance
found in the Policy Plan and Area Plans:

e Repurposing: In line with the county’s environmental policies,
repurposing office buildings should be explored and encouraged wherever
feasible. Proposals to repurpose office buildings should adhere to the
Criteria for Commercial Building Repurposing. The redevelopment
criteria below could also be used to inform repurposing requests.

e Redevelopment: Proposals to redevelop office buildings for alternative
uses should be given greater consideration if they are consistent with the
following criteria:

o Location: Located in areas with higher office vacancy rates.

o Class and Age of Office: Consist of older or less amenitized office
buildings. . In contrast, newer office buildings with better
amenities or those situated near amenities should be retained as
office spaces.

o Proximity to Transit: Located near transit hubs as a means of
enhancing accessibility.

o Proximity to Amenities and Necessities: Located near essential
amenities—such as parks, schools, shopping centers, and other
daily necessities.

o Revitalization Area: Located within Community Revitalization
Districts (CRDs) and Community Revitalization Areas (CRAs) to
enhance alignment with broader revitalization efforts.

o Affordable and Workforce Dwelling Units (ADUs and WDUs):
Offer more than the required Affordable Dwelling Units (ADUs)
or Workforce Dwelling Units (WDUs)

CRITERIA FOR DEVELOPMENT AND REDEVELOPMENT

Fairfax County expects new residential and nonresidential development and
redevelopment to enhance the community by: fitting into the fabric of the neighborhood and
broader community, respecting the environment, addressing transportation impacts, addressing
impacts on other public facilities, being responsive to our historic heritage, contributing to the
provision of affordable housing and, being responsive to the unique site-specific considerations of
the property. In addition to Countywide policies and objectives and the specific Area Plans the
following criteria are to be used in evaluating replanning and zoning requests for new residential
and non-residential development, as applicable given the nature of the request. The resolution of
issues identified during the evaluation of a specific development proposal is critical if the proposal
is to receive favorable consideration.

Where the Plan recommends a possible increase in density/intensity above the existing
zoning of the property, achievement of the requested density/intensity will be based, in substantial
part, on whether development related issues are satisfactorily addressed as determined by
application of these development criteria. Most, if not all, of the criteria will be applicable in every
application; however, due to the differing nature of specific development proposals and their
impacts, the development criteria need not be equally weighted. If there are extraordinary
circumstances, a single criterion or several criteria may be overriding in evaluating the merits of a
particular proposal. Use of these criteria as an evaluation tool is not intended to be limiting in
regard to review of the application with respect to other guidance found in the Plan or other aspects
that the applicant incorporates into the development proposal. Applicants are encouraged to
submit the best possible development proposals. In applying the Development Criteria to specific
projects and in determining whether a criterion has been satisfied, factors such as the following
may be considered:

e the size of the project

e site specific development and design issues

e whether the proposal is advancing the guidance found in the Area Plans or other
planning and policy goals.

1. Site Design:

All replanning and rezoning requests for development should be characterized by high
quality site design, and should be evaluated based upon the following principles, although
not all of the principles may be applicable for all developments.

a) Consolidation: Developments should provide parcel consolidation in conformance
with any site-specific text and applicable policy recommendations of the
Comprehensive Plan. Should the Plan text not specifically address consolidation, the
nature and extent of any proposed parcel consolidation should further the integration
of the development with adjacent parcels. In any event, the proposed consolidation
should not preclude nearby properties from developing as recommended by the Plan.

b) Layout: The layout should:
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e provide logical, functional and appropriate relationships among the various parts
(e. g. dwelling units, yards, streets, parks, open space, stormwater management
facilities, existing vegetation, noise mitigation measures, sidewalks and fences);

e provide dwelling units that are oriented appropriately to adjacent streets and
homes;

¢ include usable yard areas within the individual lots that accommodate the future
construction of decks, sunrooms, porches, and/or accessory structures in the layout
of the lots, and that provide space for landscaping to thrive and for maintenance
activities;

e provide logical and appropriate relationships among the proposed lots including
the relationships of yards, the orientation of the dwelling units, and the use of
pipestem lots;

e provide convenient access to public transportation services and facilities;

e incorporate pedestrian and bicycle facilities and pathways;

¢ identify all existing utilities and make every effort to identify all proposed utilities
and stormwater management outfall areas; encourage utility collocation where
feasible.

c) Open Space: Developments should provide usable, accessible, and well-integrated
open space. This principle is applicable to all projects where open space is required by
the Zoning Ordinance and should be considered, where appropriate, in other
circumstances. In addition to the definition provided by the Virginia Open Space Land
Act (Va. Code Ann. § 10.1-1700 et seq.), the Comprehensive Plan considers open space
to be land that is not intensely developed that provides the public with social,
recreational, physical and mental health benefits; promotes environmental
sustainability and/or heritage resource stewardship; helps to address equity and
environmental justice concerns; or provides a tangible economic benefit to the
surrounding area.

d) Landscaping: Developments should provide appropriate landscaping: for example, in
parking lots, in open space areas, along streets, in and around stormwater management
facilities, and on individual lots.

e) Amenities: Developments should provide amenities such as benches, gazebos,
recreational amenities, play areas for children, walls and fences, special paving
treatments, street furniture, and lighting.

2. Neighborhood Context:

All replanning and rezoning requests for development, regardless of the proposed
density/intensity, should be designed to fit into the community within which the
development is to be located. Developments should fit into the fabric of their adjacent
neighborhoods, as evidenced by an evaluation of:

e transitions to abutting and adjacent uses;
e lot sizes, particularly along the periphery;
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e bulk/mass of the proposed dwelling units;

e setbacks (front, side and rear);

e orientation of the proposed dwelling units to adjacent streets and homes;

e architectural elevations and materials;

e pedestrian, bicycle and vehicular connections to off-site trails, parks, roadways,
transit facilities and land uses;

e existing topography and vegetative cover and proposed changes to them as a result
of clearing and grading.

It is not expected that developments will be identical to their neighbors, but that the
development fit into the fabric of the community. In evaluating this criterion, the
individual circumstances of the property will be considered: such as, the nature of existing
and planned development surrounding and/or adjacent to the property; whether the
property provides a transition between different uses or densities/intensities; whether
access to an infill development is through an existing neighborhood; or, whether the
property is within an area that is planned for redevelopment.

3. Transportation:

All replanning and rezoning requests for development should implement measures to
address planned transportation improvements. Applicants should offset their impacts to
the transportation network. Accepted techniques should include a comprehensive
transportation analysis (CTA) to assess the development’s impact on the transportation
network.  Development considered under these criteria will range widely in
density/intensity and, therefore, will result in differing impacts to roadways, pedestrian and
bicycle facilities, and transit systems. Some criteria will have universal applicability while
others will apply only under specific circumstances. Regardless of the proposed
density/intensity, applications will be evaluated based upon the following principles,
although not all of the principles may be applicable.

a) Transportation Improvements: Development should provide safe access to the road
network, maintain the ability of adjacent and nearby streets to accommodate traffic,
offset the impact of additional traffic congestion, and provide active transportation
facilities through commitments to the following:

e Capacity enhancements to nearby arterial and collector streets;

Street design features that improve safety and mobility access for active
transportation;

Signals, traffic and wayfinding signage, and other traffic control measures;
Development phasing to coincide with identified transportation improvements;
Right-of-way dedication;

Construction of other improvements beyond ordinance requirements;

Monetary contributions for improvements in the vicinity of the development.
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b)

c)

d)

Transit/Transportation Management: Public transportation and microtransit usage and
other transportation measures, such as transportation demand management (TDM) to
reduce vehicular trips should be encouraged by:

e Provision of and access to bus shelters;

¢ Implementation and/or participation in a shuttle bus service;

e Participation in TDM programs designed to reduce vehicular trips;

e Incorporation of transit facilities within the development and integration of transit
services with adjacent areas;

e Provision of active transportation facilities such as trails, shared use paths, and
cycle tracks, for pedestrians and bicyclists, to increase safety and mobility.

Interconnection of the Street Network: Vehicular connections between neighborhoods
should be provided, as follows:

e Local streets within the development should be connected with adjacent local
streets to improve neighborhood circulation;

e When appropriate, existing stub streets should be connected to adjoining parcels.
If street connections are dedicated but not constructed with development, they
should be identified with signage that indicates the street is to be extended;

e Streets should be designed and constructed to accommodate safe and convenient
usage by public transportation and microtransit vehicles and active transportation
forms of transportation;

e Traffic calming measures should be implemented where needed to discourage cut-
through traffic, increase safety and reduce vehicular speed;

e The number and length of long, single-ended roadways should be minimized;

e Sufficient access for public safety vehicles should be ensured.

Streets: Public streets are preferred. If private streets are proposed in single-family
detached developments, the applicant shall demonstrate the benefits for such streets.
Applicants should make appropriate design and construction commitments for all
private streets to meet public street design standards so as to minimize maintenance
costs which may accrue to future property owners. Furthermore, convenience and
safety issues such as parking on private streets should be considered during the review
process.

Active transportation facilities: Active transportation facilities, for pedestrians,
bicyclists, and micromobility users such as those listed below, should be provided:

Connections to transit facilities;

Connections between adjoining neighborhoods;

Connections to existing active transportation facilities;

Connections to off-site retail/commercial uses, public/community facilities, and
natural and recreational areas;
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e An internal active transportation facility network with pedestrian, bicycle, and
natural amenities such as landscape buffers, and street trees, particularly those
included in the Comprehensive Plan;

e Offsite active transportation facilities, particularly those included in the
Comprehensive Plan;

e Driveways to residences should be of adequate length to accommodate passenger
vehicles without blocking walkways;

e Construction of active transportation facilities on both sides of the street is strongly
encouraged. If construction on a single side of the street is proposed, the applicant
shall demonstrate the public benefit of a limited facility.

f) Alternative Street Designs: Under specific design conditions for individual sites or
where existing features such as trees, topography, etc. are important elements,
modifications to the public street standards may be considered.

4. Public Facilities:

New development and redevelopment impacts public facility systems (i.e., schools, parks,
libraries, police, fire and rescue, stormwater management and other publicly owned
community facilities). These impacts will be identified and evaluated during the planning
and development review process. For schools, a methodology approved by the Board of
Supervisors, after input and recommendation by the School Board, will be used as a
guideline for determining the impact of additional students generated by the new
development.

Public facility needs will be evaluated so that local concerns may be addressed.

All replanning and rezoning requests for new development and redevelopment are expected
to offset their public facility impact and to first address public facility needs in the vicinity
of the proposed development. Impact offset may be accomplished through the dedication
of land suitable for the construction of an identified public facility need, the construction
of public facilities, the contribution of specified in-kind goods, services or cash earmarked
for those uses, and/or monetary contributions to be used toward funding capital
improvement projects. Selection of the appropriate offset mechanism should maximize the
public benefit of the contribution.

5. Phasing of Development:

Phasing of development may be required to ensure mitigation of impacts. For mixed use
projects, a balanced mix of residential and nonresidential uses should be provided,
however, concurrent development of all uses may not be feasible due to market conditions.
In instances where a certain mix of uses is critical to the success of the development, the
development should include a commitment to phase the project in such a way as to include
an appropriate mix of uses in each phase to help ensure the long-term success of the mixed-
use development. It may also be appropriate, when a project's overall success depends on
certain specific elements, to make later phases contingent on completion of those elements.
Phasing the development can minimize the potential impacts on the surrounding
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community and increase amenities for residents, employees, and visitors. Phasing plans
should include pedestrian and bicycle access plans to allow proper non-motorized access
throughout the development phases. Provision of open space and recreational amenities
should be phased so that provision of these facilities is not postponed until the final phase
of a development. Interim facilities may be provided during initial phases consistent with
the level of development proposed.

6. Affordable Housing:

Ensuring an adequate supply of housing for individuals and families with low- and
moderate-incomes, those with special accessibility requirements, and those with other
special needs is a goal of the county. Section 5101 of the Zoning Ordinance requires the
provision of Affordable Dwelling Units (ADUs) in certain circumstances. Criterion #5 is
applicable to all rezoning applications and/or portions thereof that are not required to
provide any Affordable Dwelling Units, regardless of the planned density range for the
site.

a) Dedication of Units or Land: 1f the applicant elects to fulfill this criterion by providing
Affordable Dwelling Units that are not otherwise required by the ADU Ordinance, the
applicant may be permitted a density bonus by providing the ADUs in accordance with
the ADU Ordinance. It is a policy of the Board that rental and for-sale Workforce
Dwelling Units (WDUs) should be provided in the County’s Mixed-Use Centers,
including Tysons Urban Center, Suburban Centers, Community Business Centers and
Transit Station Areas, and in mixed-use or residential development that is planned for
a density of 8 du/ac or above outside of those areas. WDUs should be provided in
those areas in accordance with the WDU Policies. As an alternative, land, adequate
and ready to be developed for an equal number of units may be provided to the Fairfax
County Redevelopment and Housing Authority or to such other entity, as may be
approved by the Board.

b) Housing Trust Fund Contributions: Satisfaction of this criterion may also be achieved
by a contribution to the Housing Trust Fund or, as may be approved by the Board, a
monetary and/or in-kind contribution to another entity whose mission is to provide
affordable housing in Fairfax County, equal to 0.5% of the value of all of the units
approved on the property except those that result in the provision of ADUs and/or
WDUs. This contribution shall be payable prior to the issuance of the first building
permit. For for-sale projects, the percentage set forth above is based upon the aggregate
sales price of all of the units subject to the contribution, as if all of those units were
sold at the time of the issuance of the first building permit and is estimated through
comparable sales of similar type units. For rental projects, the amount of the
contribution is based upon the total development cost of the portion of the project
subject to the contribution for all elements necessary to bring the project to market,
including land, financing, soft costs and construction. The sales price or development
cost will be determined by the Department of Housing and Community Development,
in consultation with the Applicant and the Department Land Development Services. If
this criterion is fulfilled by a contribution as set forth in this paragraph, the density
bonus permitted in a) above does not apply.
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¢) For commercial, industrial and mixed-use projects, fulfillment of Criterion #6 is based
upon the provision of a number of units in appropriate residential projects, or land, or
a contribution to the Housing Trust Fund where noted in the Area Plans, determined in
accordance with a formula established by the Board of Supervisors in consultation with
the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority.

7. Heritage Resources:

Heritage resources are those sites or structures, including their landscape settings, that
exemplify the cultural, architectural, economic, social, political, or historic heritage of the
county or its communities. Some of these sites and structures have been 1) listed in, or
determined eligible for listing in, the National Register of Historic Places or the Virginia
Landmarks Register; 2) determined to be a contributing structure or site within a district so
listed or eligible for listing; 3) located within and considered as a contributing structure
within a Fairfax County Historic Overlay District; or 4) listed in, or having a reasonable
potential as determined by the county, for meeting the criteria for listing in, the Fairfax
County Inventory of Historic Sites.

Heritage Resources are defined in the Heritage Resources Section of the Policy Plan.
Redevelopment proposals should consider how heritage resources may be identified and
incorporated into proposed designs through preservation, rehabilitation, or adaptive reuse.
In reviewing rezoning applications for properties on which known or potential heritage
resources are located, some or all of the following shall apply:

a) Conduct archaeological, architectural, and/or historical research to determine the
presence, extent, and significance of heritage resources;

b) Protect heritage resources from deterioration or destruction unless there is no prudent
or feasible alternative;

c) Preserve and rehabilitate heritage resources for continued or adaptive use where
feasible;

d) Submit proposals to change the exterior appearance of, relocate, or demolish historic
structures to the Fairfax County Architectural Review Board for review and comment;

e) Establish easements that will ensure continued preservation of heritage resources with
an appropriate entity such as the county’s Open Space and Historic Preservation
Easement Program;

f) Design new structures and site improvements, including clearing and grading, to
enhance rather than harm heritage resources

g) Submit proposals for archaeological work to the county for review and approval and,
unless otherwise agreed, conduct such work in accordance with state standards;

h) Thoroughly document heritage resources to be demolished or relocated;

1) Provide a Fairfax County Historical Marker (if recommended by the Fairfax County
History Commission) or an interpretive wayside marker on or near the site of a heritage
resource.
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CRITERIA FOR MANUFACTURED HOUSING RETENTION

Manufactured housing provides an important alternative source of housing affordable to
low and moderate income households. In Fairfax County this is a relatively small but important
segment of the housing inventory. However, in many cases the existing Plan designation and the
underlying zoning are in conflict. Further, many of these manufactured housing communities can
be redeveloped in other uses as a matter of right, leading to a loss of affordable housing and the
displacement of residents. It is recommended that this issue be studied further to determine whether
it is appropriate to replan these sites to continue their use for manufactured housing communities.

In the interim, if an existing manufactured housing community is to be displaced due to
redevelopment of the property under the existing zoning prior to the adoption of revised Area
Plans, every effort should be made by the property owner to accommodate the displaced units
(pads) on adjacent property if such property exists and can be developed in a manner that does not
thwart the achievement of sound land use planning objectives. The Board of Supervisors should
exercise the flexibility to consider overriding site specific land use recommendations on a case-
by-case basis as a means to achieve the affordable housing objectives through retention of
manufactured housing communities.

Redevelopment of parcels of land for manufactured housing communities use should only
be permitted if it can be accomplished in a manner that does not adversely affect surrounding
properties by creating an environment for change in land use or adversely affect the adequacy and
availability of public utilities and services or water quality. Any such project should be effectively
screened and buffered from existing or planned residential development and should be sensitive to
the environment. The applicant should file a rezoning application on the subject property to
RMHP, for consideration of such a proposal. Further, assistance substantially offsetting the costs
of relocation for displaced residents should be provided by the property owner and a significant
portion of any new pads created under this provision should remain affordable.

CRITERIA FOR TRANSIT-ORIENTED DEVELOPMENT

Fairfax County seeks to accommodate future residential and employment growth and
expand choices for residents and employees by encouraging transit-oriented development (TOD)
as a means to achieve compact, high-density, pedestrian-oriented, mixed-use communities focused
around existing and planned Metrorail and Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) stations.

The following guidelines and design principles are intended to effect well-planned transit-
oriented development and should be considered in planning efforts as new station areas are
identified and when an existing station area is subject to a major replanning effort.

1. Transit Proximity and Station Area Boundaries:

Focus and concentrate the highest density or land use intensity close to the transit station,
and where feasible, above the transit station.
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This TOD area may be generally defined as a % mile radius from the station platform with
density and intensity tapering to within a % mile radius from the station platform, or a 5-
10 minute walk for able-bodied adults, subject to site-specific considerations. Station-
specific features should allow for the consideration of conditions such as roads,
topography, or existing development that would affect the frequency of transit rider usage
and therefore affect the expected travel distance to a station within which higher intensity
development may be appropriate. Higher intensities within the delineated area may be
appropriate if barriers are overcome and demonstrable opportunities exist to provide
pedestrians a safe, comfortable and interesting walk to transit. To ensure compatibility
with existing neighborhoods in the vicinity of transit but not planned for transit-oriented
development or redevelopment, and to focus density toward the station, Area Plans should
include the differences in service levels and capacities of each transit system with respect
to potential development densities at each station area. Maximizing development around
transit can provide a regional benefit by accommodating some of the region’s projected
employment and residential growth, as well as making jobs accessible by transit. Specific
plans that conflict with the achievement of the higher intensities planned for that station
area are discouraged.

2. Station-specific Flexibility:

Examine the unique characteristics and needs of a particular station area when evaluating
TOD principles to ensure the appropriate development intensity and mix of land uses
relative to the existing and planned uses for the surrounding areas.

Each of Fairfax County’s planned and existing transit stations has a unique character in
terms of surrounding land uses, transportation infrastructure and roadways, environmental
and topographical characteristics, and location within the transportation system. Although
each individual station should balance node and place functions to some extent, the value
of the system as a whole can be enhanced if there is some degree of specialization, which
can enhance the goals of TOD. Implementation of TOD within Transit Station Area (TSA)
boundaries established in Area Plans should consider the characteristics of the larger area
surrounding the TSA (e.g., residential neighborhood, revitalization area, urban center).
Transit station areas within a larger mixed-use center should be integrated into the overall
planning fabric of the mixed-use center. The use of Transfer of Development Rights
(TDR’s) should be examined as a technique to relocate zoned density to TOD areas if it
results in future development that supports the Comprehensive Plan

3. Pedestrian and Bicycle Access:
Provide safe pedestrian and bicycle travel to and from and within the station area.
Active transportation access and circulation are critical elements of successful TODs and
should be encouraged. Transit Station Areas should include plans to promote maximally

safe and comfortable pedestrian and bicycle access in an integrated network, including
facilities and amenities such as bicycle routes, walkways, trails and sidewalks, bike-share
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stations, street trees, benches, bus shelters, adequate lighting, covered walkways,
pedestrian aids such as moving sidewalks and escalators, covered and secure bicycle
storage facilities, and shower and changing facilities. Conflict between vehicles and
pedestrians/bicyclists should be minimized. This may be achieved through the appropriate
location of wayfinding signage, parking facilities including kiss-and-ride facilities, and the
location and design of access roads and drive aisles for easy circulation at the transit station.
Planning for accessible trail systems should consider distances traveled by both pedestrians
and cyclists and should provide usable trails, pathways, and other systems beyond the
Transit Station Area.

4. Mix of Land Uses:

Promote a mix of uses to ensure the efficient use of transit, to promote increased ridership
during peak and off-peak travel periods in all directions, and to encourage different types
of activity throughout the day.

A balanced mix of residential, office, retail, governmental, institutional, entertainment and
recreational uses should be provided to encourage a critical mass of activity as people live,
work and play in these areas. The appropriate mix of uses should be determined in the
Area Plans by examining the unique characteristics and needs of each station area. Housing
within TODs should be accessible to those most dependent on public transportation,
including older adults, persons with disabilities and other special needs, and persons with
limited income. Specific development plans that conflict with the achievement of the mix
of uses planned for that station area are discouraged.

5. Street Design:

Provide a grid of safe, attractive streets for all users which provide connectivity throughout
the site and to and from adjacent areas.

The street grids around transit station areas should be designed at a scale that facilitates
safe active transportation movement and also provides for vehicular circulation and
capacity. Street design should incorporate elements such as lighting, street width to
accommodate vehicles and buses, sidewalk and crosswalks at intersections, and curb
bump-outs to reduce the crossing distances for pedestrians, and bicyclists to provide access
for people of all ages and abilities. The design of streets should encourage lower traffic
speeds and efficient pedestrian circulation through provision of on-street parking, street
trees, street furniture, and other features and amenities.

Proper size and location of parking facilities contribute to creation of a pedestrian- and
transit-supportive environment. The use of maximum parking requirements, shared use
parking facilities, incentive programs to reduce automobile usage, carpooling, metered
parking, car-sharing programs, neighborhood parking programs, and other techniques can
encourage the use of transit while also maximizing the use of parking spaces at different
times of day. Efforts to provide urban design elements such as optimizing curb space with

on-street parking, placement of parking structures underground and minimizing surface
parking lots are encouraged. Wherever possible, ground floor uses and activities should
be incorporated into structured parking, particularly where parking structures are located
along streets where pedestrian activity is encouraged. Location of commuter garages
should be sensitive to pedestrian and bicycle activity within and adjacent to the Transit
Station Area and adjacent neighborhoods.

6. Transportation:

Promote a balance between the intensity of TOD and the capacity of the multimodal
transportation infrastructure provided and affected by TOD, and provide for and
accommodate high quality transit, pedestrian, and bicycle infrastructure and services,
TDM programs, and other measures to limit single occupant vehicle trips.

A TOD should contain the following characteristics relating to transportation:

e A multimodal transportation infrastructure, with an emphasis on active
transportation and micromobility usage such as pedestrian and biking facilities,
that offer transportation options providing convenient and reliable alternatives to
driving to a station area, particularly those station areas without parking.

e A design that accommodates, but minimizes single occupant vehicle trips.
Additional measures to minimize single occupant vehicle trips, including TDM
programs and measures, should be identified and applied.

e Traffic-calming measures, design techniques and road alignment that balances
convenient and fair accessibility via active transportation options and vehicular
and transit vehicle access.

o Parking facilities should be sized and located to create a pedestrian- and transit-
supportive environment. The use of maximum parking requirements, shared use
parking facilities, incentive programs to reduce automobile usage, carpooling,
metered parking, car-sharing programs, neighborhood parking programs, and
other techniques can encourage the use of transit while also maximizing the use
of parking spaces at different times of day. Efforts to provide urban design
elements such as optimizing curb space with on-street parking, placement of
parking structures underground and minimizing surface parking lots are
encouraged. Wherever possible, ground floor uses and activities should be
incorporated into structured parking, particularly where parking structures are
located along streets where pedestrian activity is encouraged. Location of
commuter garages should be sensitive to pedestrian and bicycle activity within
and adjacent to the Transit Station Area and adjacent neighborhoods.

The cumulative impacts of TOD on transportation infrastructure should be evaluated in the
TOD area, and improvements provided where needed. Transit station area and TOD
planning efforts should include coordination and cooperation with adjacent jurisdictions,
regional organizations, and transit providers, such as WMATA and VRE.
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The impacts on roads: Where applicable, a higher level of delay is acceptable for
vehicular traffic within TOD areas. A non-degradation policy should be applied to
areas immediately adjacent to a TOD area and to arterials serving the TOD area. This
policy requires that traffic flow in these adjacent areas and on arterials serving the
TOD area perform no worse after development of a TOD takes place. Where it is not
possible or appropriate to maintain a non-degradation policy, in lieu of additional
road capacity, there can be improvements, measures and/or monetary contributions
to a fund to enable the application of techniques to reduce vehicle trips by an
appropriate amount in and around the TOD area.

The impacts on transit, pedestrian, and bicycle facilities: A high level of service
should be maintained for transit users that minimizes delay, the need for transfers,
and transfer delay. Where it is not possible to maintain a high level of transit service
because of extraordinarily high costs, monetary contributions to a fund for the
eventual improvement of transit service can be provided in lieu of the maintenance
of a high quality transit service. An acceptable level of transit service nevertheless
should be maintained during TOD development. A high level of service should be
maintained for pedestrians and cyclists, including safety and security, direct
pathways, reasonable grades, and minimized delays at intersections.

CRITERIA FOR COMMERCIAL BUILDING REPURPOSING

Many older commercial office, retail, or service buildings can no longer compete with
newer buildings built in transit-accessible, mixed-use activity centers, or cannot readily be leased
due to spatial configurations that have become obsolete. This results in the need to consider
improving and marketing the buildings for a different use. Commercial building repurposing
encourages the development of a wide range of alternative uses that support the county’s planning
objectives and improve the County’s economy by reducing commercial vacancy. The repurposing
of commercial buildings can be an important element in the county’s strategy to revitalize
communities, provide needed housing, and accommodate emerging development trends and uses.
Emerging uses, such as food incubators, urban agriculture or flexible live/work units, have been
shown to promote economic development and the diversity and vitality that characterize successful
communities.

The Criteria for Commercial Building Repurposing are intended to facilitate the conversion
of vacant, partially vacant, and underutilized commercial office, retail and service buildings to
alternative land uses not envisioned under the adopted Comprehensive Plan.

Commercial buildings that are proposed to be repurposed per these criteria may be deemed
to be in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan. Existing buildings may be expanded by up to
10% of the total gross floor area, and a total height increase of 30 feet to accommodate a
repurposing proposal. When paired with repurposing, additional residential density/intensity
outside of the footprint of a repurposed building, such as in areas developed with surface or
structured parking, may be considered as part of the proposal if it furthers the repurposing goal,
can provide sufficient parks and open space to support future residents, and can mitigate impacts.
The appropriate amount of additional density or intensity outside of the footprint of the repurposed
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building will be determined on a case-by-case basis based on the ability of the project to meet
applicable site-specific and countywide recommendations of the Comprehensive Plan. Except
where otherwise noted in the Area Plans, the additional density or intensity provided in a
development in adherence to this policy is excluded from the Plan’s maximum density or intensity
recommendations. Development proposals seeking the additional density or intensity should
demonstrate that the proposed project is compatible with existing and planned surrounding
development in accordance with the Objectives and Policies in the Policy Plan.

Flexibility is anticipated when applying Plan guidance in the review of zoning applications.
Commercial building repurposing, including with additional density/intensity located outside of
the repurposed building, should not preclude future redevelopment of the commercial building nor
critical logical consolidation, roadway improvements, parks, and/or other public facilities.
Moreover, a repurposed commercial building should not result in land use conflicts that will
compromise the use and/or operations of properties nearby.

Office Building Repurposing and Redevelopment

The following types or mixture of types of office building repurposing may be appropriate
in the Tysons Urban Center, Community Business Centers (CBCs), Transit Station Areas (TSAs),
Suburban Centers, Industrial Areas, Suburban Village Centers, Suburban Neighborhoods and Low
Density Residential Areas:

e Office to Light Industrial or Urban Agriculture. This can include industrial/flex, light
manufacturing uses such as makerspaces and 3-D printing; and/or
e Office to Institutional and/or Public Facilities uses.

The following types or mixture of types of repurposing may be appropriate in the Tysons
Urban Center, CBCs, TSAs, Suburban Centers, Suburban Village Centers, Suburban
Neighborhoods and Low Density Residential Areas:

Office to Retail and other Commercial uses;
Office to Indoor Recreational uses;

Office to Residential use;

Office to Live/Work use; and/or

Office to Hotel use.

Retail Building Repurposing

Retail Building Repurposing

Alternative commercial, service, office, light industrial, governmental or institutional uses
may also be appropriate for the repurposing of spaces planned and developed for retail use, Retail
or Other Commercial Uses, or as a retail component of a mixed-use Plan recommendation.
Examples of such uses may include entertainment uses, indoor recreation, professional offices,
health care providers, theater/performing arts centers, libraries, or emergent commercial/industrial
uses such as craft breweries, makerspaces, or small-scale production facilities, among others.

Performance Standards for Commercial Building Repurposing
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The following performance-based strategy is intended to be used to review proposals for
repurposing existing commercial buildings for alternative uses. This guidance sets forth criteria to
ensure proposals are compatible with surrounding uses and can be supported by existing
infrastructure. Because the repurposing of commercial buildings presents unique challenges and
opportunities, flexibility in achieving certain objectives may be afforded, including when the
repurposing involves change the building form and footprint.

1. Compatibility:

Commercial repurposing should occur in a manner that is compatible with the existing and
planned surrounding development. A complementary relationship is expected with
adjoining properties and surrounding neighborhoods, especially in cases of proximity to
lower density residential uses. Commercial building repurposing in areas within or adjacent
to Suburban Neighborhood Areas or Low Density Residential Areas should be rigorously
reviewed and should be considered only when the use will not adversely impact adjacent
land uses and the overall land use pattern of the neighborhood. Landscaped buffers and
screening should be utilized where necessary to achieve visual separation to minimize
potential adverse impacts.

Consideration of the location of office to residential conversions should ensure that the
new use is not isolated from other residential uses and is located in areas where services
and amenities that support residential uses, such as schools, shopping, parks, and other
recreational opportunities are provided.

2. Transportation:

Opportunities to improve site access, internal circulation, frontage, and off-site connections
and reduce excess parking should be assessed and provided for all transportation modes.
Incorporating streetscape improvements which optimize curb spaces, loading zones, and
where feasible, landscape buffers with streets trees would enhance the frontage. The
provision of multimodal facilities should enhance access for pedestrians, bicyclists, and
transit stops and shelters for transit user’s experience. A Comprehensive Transportation
Analysis should be provided to evaluate transportation impacts. A proposed development
has the ability to implement a Transportation Demand Management (TDM) program to
lessen the vehicle impacts from the proposed use is encouraged. If the proposed use
generates additional traffic, then appropriate mitigations, including a TDM program,
should be provided. The development should exceed baseline TDM goals to reduce single
occupant vehicle use.

3. Site Design:

The repurposing of existing commercial buildings should include consideration of
streetscape, landscaping and stormwater management improvements. High quality site
design is encouraged. The streetscape should be designed to promote a pleasant pedestrian
experience. This includes well-landscaped public spaces such as squares and plazas; urban
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parks; courtyards; an integrated network of pedestrian and bicycle facilities; and measures
to mitigate the visual impact and presence of parking. Additional landscaping may improve
the general appearance of a site and provide a buffer between uses as appropriate to create
effective transitions as needed. Repurposing may afford opportunities to replace excess
surface parking with stormwater management facilities, open space, or other site amenities.
As noted in Criterion 8, additional density outside of the footprint of the existing
commercial building that helps achieve the repurposing goal may also be considered.
Flexibility in applying these objectives is appropriate when considering commercial
buildings with unique site characteristics or constraints.

4. Schools, Parks, And Other Public Facilities:

Proposals to repurpose from office to residential use should demonstrate that impacts to
schools, parks, and other public facilities caused by any change in use will be addressed
proportionally to the number and type of units, using the standards typically used to
evaluate rezoning applications. The Urban Parks Framework should be applied as
appropriate to ensure that such building repurposing results in quality, on-site public park
space and recreational amenities to serve new residents, employees, and visitors.
Opportunities for providing community meeting rooms should be evaluated with
repurposing proposals.

5. Affordable and Workforce Dwelling Units:

For office to residential conversions, affordable housing should be provided in accordance
with the Affordable Dwelling Unit Program in the Zoning Ordinance and the Workforce
Dwelling Unit policies. However, some flexibility may be appropriate when applying the
policy to live/work conversions.

6. Historic Preservation:

Buildings subject to conversion should first undergo appropriate historic preservation
review, including coordination with county staff, to foster preservation and minimize
potential impacts to structures that may have historic significance.

7. Additional Residential Density/Intensity:

When necessary to achieve the repurposing goal, additional residential densities/intensities
outside of the footprint of the repurposed commercial building may be considered on a case
by case basis. The additional density/intensity provided outside of the repurposed building
is excluded from the Plan’s maximum density or intensity recommendations. Additional
units provided under this criterion should ensure that the proposal adheres to the
Repurposing Criteria.

CRITERIA FOR DATA CENTERS

A data center is generally a facility that houses computer servers and their network
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connections. Data centers can be developed as stand-alone buildings or as part of a complex that
may include other uses. Like all other land uses, data centers can have impacts on surrounding
land uses, the environment, and the economic health of a community. Some of the factors to be
considered in evaluating the “fit” of data centers to the needs and desires of Fairfax County are
discussed below.

These guidelines are intended to be utilized in the land use review of all data centers seeking
entitlement through the rezoning and/or special exception process. The guidelines set forth criteria
to ensure proposals are compatible with surrounding uses and that potential impacts to natural
resources and infrastructure are addressed and appropriately mitigated.

1. Land Use and Site Design:

a. The county has made significant investment in Metrorail and has a long-standing
policy of supporting transit-oriented development around most of the stations to
promote high density residential and employment uses. Applications to locate data
centers within one mile of an existing or planned Metrorail station entrance should
be discouraged unless it is demonstrated to be the most appropriate use for the
subject site, is designed to mitigate adverse impacts, and is consistent with
surrounding land use goals, including transit-oriented development design
guidelines, where applicable. The building design should be of a high quality and
include a facade that contributes to an activated streetscape; all equipment should
be located inside the building to the extent practicable.

b. When proposed near residential, or land designated on the Comprehensive Plan
land use map as residential or mixed-use, data center buildings and equipment are
encouraged to utilize site design to minimize impacts on residential and other
sensitive uses. This may include exceeding the minimum zoning ordinance distance
requirements where appropriate.

c. Buffers are encouraged to be the maximum width possible when proposing a data
center near cultural or environmentally sensitive areas or noise-sensitive uses to
mitigate potential adverse impacts.

d. Data centers should be located near existing energy infrastructure such as
substations and transmission lines to the extent practicable. Data centers proposals
should provide the distance from existing substations and transmission lines, and/or
state if new substation(s) or transmission lines are anticipated. If a substation is
proposed on the same site as the data center it is serving, it should be located to
minimize visibility from public roadways and non-industrial uses. Transmission
lines should be undergrounded to the extent practicable.

2. Building Design: High quality design and materials should be used, and the design and
materials should complement the architecture of surrounding uses. Loading functions
should be screened with attractive gates or fencing if oriented to public roadways and non-
industrial uses.
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3. Green Building: Data centers should ensure a minimum of LEED BD+C: Data Center Gold
certification (or equivalent program).

4. Energy Demand: At a minimum, the following measures are encouraged to monitor and
reduce energy demand.

a.

Demonstrate coordination with Dominion and/or NOVEC and provide an
assessment of future energy needs and impacts to existing and future infrastructure
within the county for the proposed data center as it relates to existing and planned
power infrastructure.

Install onsite solar (e.g. rooftop, parking lot canopies) or other renewable energy
sources, invest in offsite renewable energy, and/or explore opportunities of heat
recovery for district energy in order to offset energy demand and reduce carbon
footprint and greenhouse gas emissions.

Strive to achieve a Power Usage Effectiveness (PUE) of 1.12 or lower to promote
energy efficiency. The voluntary sharing of annual facility energy consumption and
PUE is encouraged.

5. Water Demand: At a minimum, the following measures are encouraged to monitor and
reduce water demand.

a.

Demonstrate coordination with applicable water provider(s) ensuring anticipated
water demand can be supported.

Provide anticipated water sources, including but not limited to potable, reclaimed,
recycled, rainwater harvesting, etc.

Provide anticipated water efficiency strategies.

6. Water Quality: At a minimum, the following measures are encouraged to mitigate potential
adverse impacts on water quality.

a.

Monitoring of cooling system discharge into the wastewater system and, if needed,
provide pre-treatment.

Within the Upper Occoquan Service Area (UOSA) service area, utilize cooling
systems that do not discharge to the wastewater or stormwater systems, or use non-
chemical and non-water-based cooling systems.

Exceed minimum code requirements for open space, tree preservation and planting,
and stormwater treatment.

Fuel tanks not subject to state and/or federal requirements (i.e. smaller than 25,000
gallons) should have proper surface grading, berms, or other additional containment
practices to protect surface water and ground water by ensuring that if the tank were
to fail or if a spill were to occur during filling, the fuel does not enter the stormwater
system or open space areas.
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7. Air Quality: The use of best available technology to minimize air pollution from backup
generators, such as the use of Tier IV [and/or natural gas] backup generators, or Tier II
generators equipped with selective catalytic reduction systems (SCRs) is encouraged. The
replacement of existing Tier II generators with Tier IV or equivalent generators, is
encouraged.

8. Noise: Site design, building design, and any required mitigation measures should seek to
reduce noise levels of data center operations, including generators, below minimum code
limits, particularly for impacts on residential uses and other noise-sensitive uses.

9. Repurposing: Building design and site layout which factors in potential adaptability for
future uses, subject to applicable zoning codes, is encouraged.

PROJECT BACKGROUND

The Department of Planning and Development (DPD), in collaboration with multiple agencies, the
Board of Supervisors, and the Planning Commission, is updating the Comprehensive Plan Policy
Plan (Policy Plan) as authorized by the Board of Supervisors in December 2022. Phase One of the
project includes revisions to key elements such as the Preface, Land Use, Parks and Recreation,
Transportation, Environment, and Human Services. It will also integrate themes of equity and
healthy communities to include a new Healthy Communities element. The Policy Plan serves as a
guide for planning and development in Fairfax County, shaping future growth while protecting
natural and cultural resources. This update will help inform future planning and development
decisions across the county.

PROCESS FOR REVISIONS

This paper outlines the draft revisions and methodology for updating the Policy Plan Transportation
Element. The Transportation Element provides guidance regarding the overall network of streets,
active transportation, public transportation, transportation demand management (TDM),
coordination with land use and the environment, and forward-looking innovative and technological
improvements to facilities and services. It also includes alignment with existing and new county
plans and strategies, such as One Fairfax, the Countywide Strategic Plan, Safe Streets and Roads
for All, the Comprehensive Plan Area Plan recommendations, the Comprehensive Transportation
Analysis User’s Manual and other recently adopted or endorsed plans, programs, and guidance. In
addition to the Objectives and Policies, there are three maps (Transportation Plan Map, Countywide
Trails Plan Map, and Countywide Bicycle Network Map), and five appendices entitled:

e Appendix 1: Roadway System Functional Classification

e Appendix 2: Types of Transit Services and Facilities

e Appendix 3: Bicycle and Trail Classification and Definitions
o Appendix 4: Roadway Right-of-Way Requirements

e Appendix 5: Fairfax County Bicycle Master Plan’

The element has undergone multiple reviews, including coordination with various county agencies
and review by representatives from Planning and Development, Health and Human Services, the
Park Authority and Transportation, including Transportation staff and leadership.

Staff gathered input from the public and external entities through two phases of community
outreach from May 2024 through February 2025. In 2024, FCDOT staff met three times with the
Transportation Advisory Commission (TAC), had two joint meetings with the Planning Commission
Transportation Committee and TAC, and one meeting with the Fairfax Alliance for Better Bicycling

(FABB). In these meetings, staff presented the strategies for updating transportation objectives and
policies, gathered input and comments, and learned which transportation topics are of interest or
concern. The feedback received informed the preparation of the updated and reorganized
Transportation Element.

Other feedback from the overall Policy Plan community meetings and outreach events included
some recommendations which are better suited for other Policy Plan elements or county plans, or
are outside of the scope of the Policy Plan. Finally, FCDOT staff prepared research papers
(Comprehensive Transportation Analysis, Activating and Completing Fairfax County Streets, and
Micromobility, Microtransit and Autonomous Vehicles) to inform the revisions to this element.

Through this coordination and research, the element was found to be strong and providing
appropriate flexibility to adapt to changing circumstances. The proposed modifications and
reorganization and updates of the objectives, policies and appendices, better align this element
with recent county initiatives and adopted county plans. The revised Transportation Element
provides guidance regarding the overall transportation network, from public transportation to
micromobility; guidance for engaging with the community in transportation planning, design, and
implementation; and forward-looking approaches to complete streets and technology in
transportation design and infrastructure.

NEXT STEPS

The draft text for the Comprehensive Plan Transportation Policy Plan Element is included as
Attachments | and Il and is available for the public, Planning Commission, and Board of
Supervisors to provide feedback. The element will be discussed with the Planning Commission
Policy Plan Committee at their May 8, 2025, meeting which will include representatives from TAC
and the Trails, Sidewalks, and Bikeways Committee. A meeting is also scheduled with the Board of
Supervisors Land Use Policy Committee on May 20, 2025. Feedback can be sent to the public input
email at PlanForwardFEX@Publiclnput.com and may inform future revisions to this draft text in
advance of a final round of community outreach before finalizing the staff report and draft text this
summer. Public hearings on the revised Policy Plan Elements, including the Transportation
Element, are expected to take place in fall 2025. Additional information on the project, meeting
updates, and draft text can be found at Plan Amendment 2022-CW-2CP | Planning Development
(fairfaxcounty.gov).

INTRODUCTION

Fairfax County is served by an extensive transportation system comprised of streets,
sidewalks, trails, bicycle routes, and public transportation. This multimodal system supports
thousands of daily trips by people using all these different modes. The County’s transportation
system fulfills the mobility demands of a growing and changing population, both within the County
and from neighboring jurisdictions.

Transportation plays a role in shaping land use, mobility choices, and providing mobility
choices and connectivity throughout the county. The county is committed to providing safe,
efficient, and equitable mobility options by expanding multimodal opportunities including transit,
pedestrian and bicycle infrastructure, and by integrating transportation planning with land use
decisions. Through continued planning, collaboration with the community and regional partners,
and strategic investment, Fairfax County aims to implement innovative and sustainable
transportation solutions to reduce congestion, provide and enhance equitable transportation access,
and support the county’s long-term vision.

The following objectives and policies emphasize the importance of providing safe,
efficient, and equitable mobility choices. These policies prioritize expanding transit options,
enhancing pedestrian and bicycle infrastructure, and integrating transportation planning with land
use decisions. The Transportation Element, with accompanying appendices, provides the county’s
objectives and policy recommendations for a comprehensive multimodal transportation network
and is implemented in coordination with other county policies, strategies, and programs, in
addition to other documents, studies, and maps maintained by the Fairfax County Department of
Transportation.

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APPENDIX 1
ROADWAY SYSTEM FUNCTIONAL CLASSIFICATION

Roadway functional classification is the process by which streets and highways are
grouped into classes according to the type of service any given facility provides. It defines the
role of any road or street in serving the flow of trips through the roadway network. Functional
classification is very useful in considering the dual role of the transportation network in providing
both travel mobility and access to property. Although access is a fixed requirement which is
necessary at both ends of a trip, mobility can be provided at varying levels incorporating a wide
range of elements.

The development of an effective circulation plan for any area should rely on the delineation
of a basic roadway functional classification system of that area. In developing such a system,
consideration is given to the magnitude and distribution of projected travel demand, and types and
spatial distribution of activities within the county. Because the effectiveness of any one type of
transportation facility is dependent upon the adequacy of other types, it is necessary to determine
the purpose and function of facilities and services prior to making recommendations.

The county’s roadway functional classification is based on the Federal Highway
Administration’s (FHWA) functional classifications for arterial, collector and local roads. The
FHWA further classifies the roadway system into interstates, other freeways and expressways,
other principal arterials, minor arterials, major and minor collectors, and local roads. Given the
local characteristics and variation within the county’s road network, these are the following
classifications for use in Fairfax County, as shown in Figure 4. Refer to Appendix 4 Roadway
Right-of-Way Requirements for dimensions of typical sections and features of the right-of-way.

Freeways and expressways are controlled access facilities providing for high-volume
travel. Servicing abutting land is subordinate to accommodating the through movement of
vehicles. It is desirable that medians, shoulders, acceleration and deceleration lanes, and
grade separated interchanges be included in the design. Parking and pedestrian travel
should not be permitted along the traveled portion of the roadway.

Other principal arterials also serve as main travel corridors. Some access is provided to
abutting land, but the primary function of the roadway, particularly during peak periods, is
to carry through traffic. Intersections with expressways and other principal arterials (see
following description under Minor Arterials) should generally be grade separated. Where
many turning movements could occur over a relatively short roadway section, service
drives are desirable. Medians, shoulders, and acceleration and deceleration lanes are also
desirable. Where shoulders cannot be provided, bus storage bays are desirable. Adequate
and safe pedestrian and bicycle travel along and across these facilities should be included
in the design. Parking should not be permitted along the traveled position of the roadway.
These facilities should include four to six travel lanes.

Minor arterials usually carry an even mix of local and through traffic. They link
collectors, and sometimes local streets, with principal (major) arterials. Minor arterials are
lower service level roadways with partial control of access. Adequate and safe pedestrian
and bicycle travel along and across these facilities should be included in the design.

A wide disparity exists in the characteristics of minor arterials found in the county. At one
end, Braddock Road, with segments of six lanes, represents a very high design standard.
Conversely, Fox Mill Road, a two-lane rural road, is also a minor arterial because it carries
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a significant volume of through traffic over a
relatively long distance. In recognizing and accommodating these differences, minor
arterials are divided into two categories in this Plan.

Type A minor arterials are those which perform a particularly significant function in
the transportation network due to their length and/or their design. These facilities
closely approach principal arterials in terms of their traffic characteristics and role in
the network. They include Braddock Road, Old Keene Mill Road-Franconia Road,
Centreville Road, and several other roads. They should be multi-lane divided facilities.
Parking should not be permitted along the traveled portion of the roadway.
Interchanges should be provided at intersections with freeways. Interchanges at other
locations should only be provided where the results of a detailed transportation study
indicate that an at-grade intersection cannot accommodate the traffic.

Type B minor arterials represent the remaining minor arterials which are somewhat
shorter in length, traverse a less densely developed area, or are in more mature areas
and consequently were built to a somewhat older design standard. Examples include
Backlick Road, Annandale Road, and Sherwood Hall Lane. Refer to Table 1 in
Appendix 4 for ROW requirements. In less developed areas or where additional lanes
are needed, additional right-of-way may be necessary. Parking may be permitted,
although it should generally be discouraged along the traveled portion of the roadway
due to the arterial nature of the road. Interchanges should only be provided with
freeways, and then only at selected locations, or where the results of a detailed
transportation study indicate that an at-grade intersection cannot accommodate the
traffic.

Collector streets provide direct service to and from local areas, routing traffic to the
arterial street system. Generally, these roadways are not used for through trips. Collector
streets are very important for the collection and distribution functions of transit service. As
such, they should be designed in conjunction with the arterial system to permit safe
boarding and alighting, and allow buses to safely enter, exit, and turn around if necessary.
Medians, access control, and turning lanes are desirable only where the traffic volume is
expected to exceed about 5,500 vehicles per day. Parking is optional and can generally be
safely accommodated in most sections. Active transportation facilities should be provided
on both sides of the road. Collector streets should generally allow for two travel lanes with
sufficient pavement width to permit safe bus operations. Where traffic volumes are
anticipated to be high due to relatively intense use of the area served, four travel lanes
should be provided. Many unimproved rural roads in lower-density areas of the county
serve a collector function. They are characterized by narrow pavement, poor horizontal
and/or vertical alignment, and a lack of shoulder. These roads should be improved for
safety reasons to minimum geometric standards.

Local streets provide access to properties abutting the roadway and within the immediate
vicinity. Traffic speed and volume should be low. Parking should be accommodated and
active transportation facilities should be provided. Right-of-way widths should be in
conformance with standards for safe operation and proper maintenance.

The above functional classification system is used to help develop recommendations to
facilitate the flow of trips generated in or traveling through the county. Facilities intended
to serve a certain type and magnitude of travel will require improvements consistent with
such a function. The plan has been developed with heavy emphasis on separating local
and non-local facilities by functional classification and maintaining the integrity of local
streets by recommending improvements on higher type facilities. The highest three
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classification categories of the roadway system functional classification are depicted on
Figure 4. The following lists the freeway and arterials in the county.

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APPENDIX 2
TYPES OF TRANSIT SERVICES AND FACILITIES

The Countywide Transportation Plan map identifies improvements and designates several
Enhanced Public Transportation Corridors (EPTC) and facility types. The EPTC notes where
mayjor transit services will be provided in corridors that carry higher volumes of local and regional
vehicular traffic. This map provides approximate locations for supporting facilities of the existing
and planned transit services for the purpose of reserving right-of-way required by the facility
development. Final locations of component facilities are subject to completion of area plans or
appropriate studies. This appendix outlines the types of transit services and facilities based on
comprehensive consideration of transit modes, technologies, rights-of-way, capacities, and service
and operational characteristics.

Transit Services

Public transportation services can be generally categorized into three major types: rail
transit, bus transit and paratransit.

Rail Transit is a mass transit service using rail technology and occupying a separate right-
of-way. Heavy rail, commuter rail and light rail are the common rail transit services.

Heavy rail transit (HRT) is an electric railway with the capacity for carrying a heavy
volume of urban passenger traffic. It is characterized by high speed and rapid
acceleration passenger rail cars operating in multi-car trains on fixed rails, separate
rights-of-way from which all other vehicular, foot and bicycle traffic are excluded,
and high platform loading. Most passengers access heavy rail services by walking,
bicycle, riding feeder bus services, ride-share services, or using park-and-ride
facilities near suburban stations. The heavy rail transit service in the Washington DC
region is referred to as Metrorail.

Commuter rail (CR) is a type of passenger train service that utilizes diesel-electric
or electrically propelled trains and operate over existing railway track on the same
rights-of-way used by intercity railway freight and passenger trains. Services are
operated on a regular basis by or under contract with a transit operator for the purpose
of transporting passengers within urbanized areas, or between urbanized areas and
outlying areas. The Virginia Railway Express (VRE) is a commuter rail service that
provides service between Virginia suburbs, including outlying counties, and
downtown Washington DC.

Light rail transit (LRT) is essentially an improved and modernized version of the
old streetcars and electric interurban railways that were common in the United States
from the 1890s through World War II. It utilizes electrically propelled passenger cars
operating on fixed rails in rights-of-way that may or may not be separated from other
traffic for much of the way. Light rail vehicles typically operate at surface level with
power drawn from overhead electric lines via trolley pole. Light rail serves passenger
trips within the densely developed urban and suburban areas. A modern streetcar is
a form of light rail that has less capacity.

Automated guideway transit (AGT), or people mover, is an electric railway of
guided transit vehicles, operating singly or in multi-car trains, without an onboard
crew. AGT systems provide short-distance collection and distribution service, usually
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in major activity centers. Service may be on a fixed schedule or in response to a
passenger activated button. AGT systems are located in several U.S. cities but are
more commonly found in downtown areas and at airports and amusement parks.

Monorail is a form of guided transit where the vehicles are supported by or
suspended from a guideway formed by a single beam, rail or tube, usually elevated.
If the trains do not have an onboard crew, they are considered automated guideways.

Bus Transit utilizes rubber-tired vehicles operating on fixed routes with fixed schedules
on roadways. Bus transit can be further classified in the following types.

Local bus service is the most common type of bus service. Buses may stop every
block or two along a route several miles long and serve a destination end or traffic
generator, for example, a shopping mall or a hospital, for example.

When limited to a small geographic area or to short-distance trips, local service is
often called feeder, circulator, or shuttle service. Such routes may operate in a loop
and connect, often at a transit station, or rail station, to major routes for travel to more
destinations. Most Fairfax Connector bus routes are categorized as a local bus service.

Express service is a high-speed limited-stop service generally operating within
transportation corridors oriented to a principal destination. It consists of longer trips,
especially to major activity centers during peak commuting hours, and operates long
distances without stopping. Examples include services accessing freeways, and
services on major streets that operate local service on the outlying portions of a route
until a certain point and then operate non-stop to activity centers. Reverse commute
is a type of express service transporting passengers from residential locations in urban
core areas to employment centers in the outlying areas. It is operated in the opposite
direction of the peak direction of travel.

Bus rapid transit (BRT) is a flexible, rubber-tired, rapid-transit mode that mostly
operates in a dedicated right-of-way with at-grade intersections. Limited sections are
in mixed traffic. BRT is an integrated system of facilities, services, and amenities
that collectively improves the speed, reliability, and identity of bus transit.
Distinguishing features may include:

« Distinctive and clearly designated stops/stations with unique passenger amenities
at regularly spaced stations;

« Standard or extended sized buses with distinct appearance, high quality passenger
comfort, low floor or high platform, and multiple doors for easy and fast
boarding/alighting at stops/stations;

«  Frequent service headways throughout the day;

+  Off-board fare collection;

«  Well organized movement of buses along the line, including optimized signal
timing and intersection treatments, dispatching at stops; and

« Passenger information controlled by various Intelligent Transportation Systems
(ITS) measures to provide reliability.

Microtransit is a flexible, on demand, dynamic service that operates similarly to
traditional public transit but with more adaptability to individual needs using smaller
vehicles including, but not limited to, vans, shuttles, or minibuses. This service often
bridges the gap between existing transit options and SOV use, providing a viable
alternative where the transportation network is inadequate.
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Paratransit is a demand-responsive shared-ride transportation service without a fixed
route. In practice, paratransit covers two broad areas: ADA paratransit and other
paratransit.

ADA paratransit, in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)
and other rulings, transports individuals with disabilities who are unable to travel
alone on fixed route system. MetroAccess is the ADA paratransit service for the
Washington DC metropolitan area.

Other paratransit services can transport individuals to a destination ("many to
one") or to several destinations ("many to many"). There are several forms including
shared-ride taxi, general public dial-a-ride (typically used in areas of low transit
demand), human service agency transportation, and ridesharing including vanpools.
Vanpools, comprised of vans operating as a ridesharing arrangement, provide service
to a group of individuals traveling directly between their homes and a regular
destination within the same geographical area.

Transit Facilities

Transit facilities provide access and modal transfer for users of public transportation
services.

Bus stop is where one or multiple bus routes pick up passengers. A bus stop should have
minimum amenities such as schedule and route information displays, accessible via active
transportation, benches and/or shelters. The provision of benches and shelters should take
into consideration daily passenger boarding levels and adjacent land use characteristics.

Transit station (T) is a passenger loading and waiting area where bus routes and/or other
transportation modes converge. A transit station should have good access to nearby
arterials and/or freeways to minimize transit travel times. It could be a free-standing
individual facility or could easily be integrated with the design of a building. A transit
station typically has significant infrastructure such as a waiting room, areas with seating,
restrooms, sales outlet, ticketing or pass vending machines, convenient fare collection
areas, and/or other services. In some instances, a timed-transfer system is used and buses
converge on the transit station at a specific time to exchange passengers. Parking typically
1s not provided at these locations, although the transit station could be co-located with a
rail station parking facility or park-and-ride lot.

Rail Station (R) is defined as a location where a rail rapid transit service picks up and
drops off passengers. A rail station typically has a bus transit waiting area, kiss-and-ride,
bicycle parking and other amenities listed under transit station. It may or may not be
accompanied by vehicle parking areas, depending on the nature of the station area.

Commuter Rail Station (C) is defined as a location where commuter rail service is
provided. It has passenger amenities similar to those provided for a rail station.

Park-and-Ride (P) is a parking garage and/or surface lot used for parking passengers'
vehicles, either free or for a fee, while they use public transportation facilities or vanpools.
Park-and-ride facilities are generally established as collector sites for multiple bus routes,
rail service, and high-occupancy-vehicle (HOV) lane access, and may also serve as
collector sites for vanpools, carpools, shared ride services and bike share stations. They
may have amenities similar to transit stations.
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Kiss-and-Ride is a location where passengers in non-transit vehicles are dropped off to
board public transportation vehicles. Kiss-and-Ride areas could be located at transit
stations, rail stations, commuter rail stations, and park-and-ride facilities.

Operations, Maintenance and Administrative Facilities are combined transit facilities
housing administrative functions, such as executive management, accounting, safety, and
scheduling, as well as private vehicle parking for administrative staff and vehicle operators.
These facilities also include dedicated areas for vehicle maintenance, where mechanics,
machinists, and maintenance personnel conduct preventive maintenance, daily inspections,
and corrective maintenance to keep revenue vehicles operational. Typical features include
maintenance bays with in-ground or portable lifts, bus and chassis wash systems, parts
storage, fuel tanks and pumps, and depot electric plug-in charging stations. Revenue
vehicles may also be stored at these facilities overnight or between periods of service.

On-route chargers are infrastructure systems co-located with bus stops, providing
charging for electric buses outside of Operating and Maintenance Facilities. These chargers
are important for longer bus blocks, which may sometimes require more energy than an
electric bus battery can store. They are typically installed at busy stops or clusters of stops
where multiple bus routes have layovers.
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APPENDIX 3
BICYCLE AND TRAIL CLASSIFICATION AND DEFINITIONS

COUNTYWIDE TRAILS PLAN MAP

Major Regional Trail: Includes the US Bicycle Route 1, Gerry Connolly Cross County
Trail, and trails along 1-495, I-66, Dulles Airport Access Road, Fairfax County Parkway,
Franconia-Springfield Parkway, Norfolk Southern Railway, George Washington Memorial
Parkway, Washington and Old Dominion Regional Park, Bull Run, Occoquan River and
Potomac River. Most of the trails designated in this category are paved trails, 8 feet or
more in width. However, surface materials vary from paved, natural surfaces and stone
dust for the US Bicycle Route 1, South County East-West trail, Gerry Connolly Cross
County Trail and those trails along the Bull Run, Occoquan River, and Potomac River.

Major Paved Trail: Concrete or asphalt trail, 8 feet or more in width.

Minor Paved Trail: Concrete or asphalt trail, 4 feet to 7 feet 11 inches in width.

Minor Paved Trail with Parallel Natural Surface or Stone Dust Trail: Concrete or
asphalt trail, 4 feet to 7 feet 11 inches in width adjacent to, and in the same easement with

a stone dust or natural surface trail typically 6-8 feet in width.

Natural Surface or Stone Dust Trail: Stone dust or natural surface trail typically 6-8 feet
in width.

Stream Valley Trail: Trails along streamways as determined by Fairfax County Park
Authority Staff.

Trails in Other Jurisdiction: Trails to be reviewed by and located in the Towns of
Herndon, Vienna and Clifton and the Cities of Fairfax and Falls Church.

COUNTYWIDE BICYCLE NETWORK MAP(S)

The Bicycle Master Plan recommends a network of various types of on and off-road
bikeways. As noted, bikeway design may include pavement markings, signage, signals, improved
surfaces, and geometric features. The recommendations reflect the desire to provide a high level
of bicyclist comfort and mobility, while also balancing each travel mode’s need for a share of the

public

right-of-way. The recommendations are intended to be cost-effective, and on-street

recommendations generally involve retrofitting the existing roadway using pavement markings,
signs and modest amounts of additional pavement. The following define the types of facilities
incorporated in the Plan:

Shared Roadway: consists of a low volume, low speed street that is compatible with
bicycling without any striping, marking or geometric change to the roadway. Bike route
signs may or may not be needed depending on the street’s role in the larger Bikeway
Network.
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e Shared Roadways with Safety Treatment: is a recommendation for generally narrow,
hilly, and winding two-lane roads. Improvements can include: signs such as “BIKES
MAY USE FULL LANE,” additional shoulder pavement, and/or pavement markings.

e Shared Lane Markings: (sharrows) are used on roadways where bicyclists and motor
vehicles must share the same travel lane. The shared lane marking helps position
bicyclists in the most appropriate location to ride, while also providing a visual cue to
motorists that bicyclists have a right to use the street. Refer to the Virginia Department
of Transportation (VDOT) policy for guidance on the proper use of Shared Lane
Markings.

o Striped Shoulder: provides space for bicycle travel to the right of the travel lanes. Paved
shoulders serve a variety of transportation purposes in addition to providing a benefit for
cyclists, including serving as a breakdown lane, contributing to overall pavement
integrity, and providing a place for pedestrian travel where there are no sidewalks. A
shoulder designated for bicycles should be no less than four feet in width.

e Bike Lane: is an area of roadway pavement designated for preferential or exclusive use
by bicycles. The lane is normally 4 — 6 feet in width and marked with a longitudinal
white line and bicycle symbols Refer to the VDOT Bicycle Design Standards for
guidance on bike lanes and bicycle pavement markings.

e Climbing Lane: when insufficient width exists to accommodate bike lanes in both
directions and the roadway features a vertical grade, a climbing lane is considered. A
bike lane (climbing lane) is provided in the uphill direction to accommodate slow moving
bicyclists and a shared lane marking is provided in the downhill direction, where
bicyclists can typically travel at speeds closer to motor vehicle speeds.

o Buffered Bike Lanes: created by striping a buffer zone (three feet in width or greater)
between a bike lane and the adjacent travel lane.

e Cycletrack: is a bicycle facility for cyclists only that is physically separated from both
the roadway and the sidewalk. A cycletrack may be constructed at the roadway level
using roadway space, or at the sidewalk level using space adjacent to the road.
Cycletracks can be provided in either one way or two way configurations.

e Shared-Use Path (trail): is an off-street multi-use facility that is physically separated
from motor vehicle traffic. Trails are often located in independent right-of-way (e.g. a
park, stream valley greenway, a utility corridor, or an abandoned railroad corridor) or
located adjacent to the roadway within roadway rights of way. It is intended for use by
bicyclists and pedestrians and normally is designed to accommodate two-way traffic

e Policy Roads: are multi-lane highways (functionally classified as principal arterials) that
carry large volumes of traffic and/or have relatively high posted speeds (40mph or
greater). These roads traverse a wide variety of land uses. Specific bicycle facility
recommendations must be made in conjunction with other transportation and land use
planning efforts.
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The bicycle network maps also define recommended spot improvements:

e Bicycle Access Links and Crossings indicate locations where there are opportunities to
improve neighborhood connectivity, for example by connecting cul-de-sacs, enhancing
mid-block and trail/shared-use path crossings and by improving access to existing trails.

e Interchange Improvements represent locations where free flowing entrance and exit
ramps create difficult conditions for bicyclists traveling along the road.

e Transit Station Improvements signify locations where existing and planned transit
stations (Metro and VRE) create especially high demand for bicycle travel and need for
bicycle accommodations. Appropriate accommodations may include bicycle racks,
covered bicycle parking, high security parking, facilities on station access roads, curb
ramps, crossing improvements or paths that provide safe and convenient station access.

e Stream Crossings are recommended in locations where linear barriers to bicycle travel
exist at the crossings of streams. These bridge crossings will be designed for bicycle and
pedestrian transportation.

¢ Road Crossings are recommended in locations where linear barriers to bicycle travel
exist at the crossings of major highways. These crossings can be standalone bicycle and
pedestrian bridges or bike lanes and shared use paths as part of a bridge that also serves
motor vehicles.
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APPENDIX 4
ROADWAY RIGHT-OF-WAY REQUIREMENTS

Fairfax County preserves land for roadway improvements, to decrease delays in land
acquisition, and to obtain land before land values increase with developed properties. The
guidelines are described by the right-of-way requirements for roadways shown on the
transportation plan.

The rights-of-way specified should be obtained through the development approval process
(e.g. rezoning, special exception, site plan, etc.) as applications are submitted to the county. This
will allow for future road improvements to be constructed with adequate ancillary features such as
turning lanes, sidewalks, trails, bicycle facilities, and buffering, while minimizing impacts on
properties which are subsequently developed.

Ultimate roadway designs will recognize available right-of-way to the extent possible; the
intent of these requirements is not to impose rigid standards through areas or mature
neighborhoods, but rather to secure additional right-of-way needed for road improvements as
development or redevelopment occurs.

Freeways/Expressways

Right-of-way needs along freeway facilities can be variable and extensive. The
right-of-way may need to accommodate HOV/HOT lanes, rail transit, adjacent protected shared
use paths, and roadway configurations with interchanges, ramps, and collector-distributor lanes.
The rights-of-way for freeway facilities should be based on studies for each facility. These could
include detailed corridor analyses, feasibility studies, interchange modification reports, location
and design studies and/or environment impact studies.

Arterials

Right-of-way requirements for arterials should be similar throughout the county. Table 1
summarizes the right-of-way requirements for arterial roadways based upon the number of lanes
and the type of edge treatment: 'curb and gutter' or 'shoulder'. The number of lanes refers to the
designation on the transportation plan. The edge treatment will vary by location within the county
as follows:

(1). In the low density residential areas of the county, right-of-way should be provided as
described for a 'shoulder' edge treatment. The provision of sufficient right-of-way to
accommodate shoulders will allow for the ultimate typical section to be determined at the
time detailed design is initiated. It is anticipated that this decision will be made based on
several factors, including cost, clearing and grading requirements, the presence of storm
sewer lines in the area, aesthetics, and other concerns. However, it is recognized that in all
other areas of the county, curb-and-gutter treatments having less right-of-way requirements
will normally be appropriate.

(2). The 'shoulder' edge treatment is optional in suburban neighborhoods.

(3). Additional right-of-way requirements for items such as turn lanes, service drives,
parking lanes and on-road bike lanes are noted on Table 1.

When highway projects have approved designs or are in active stages of design, the strict
application of these right-of-way requirements, shown in Table 1, could result in inconsistencies
with such plans. To avoid this situation, approved or active designs should be utilized to determine
right-of-way requirements on those projects where no change is envisioned in the Plan designation
for number of lanes. However, where the new Plan recommendation provides for more lanes than
were previously shown on the Plan, or where there are no design plans, right-of-way should be
provided in accordance with Table 1.

The cross-section illustrations in Figure 5 and Figure 6 correspond to the measurements
provided in Table 1. These cross-sections represent the typical right-of-way needed and can serve
as guidelines in the development of roadway plans.

Other Considerations

Additional right-of-way might be required to support traffic operations, bus rapid transit
(BRT), and facilitate active and micromobility transportation. Table 1 includes the required rights-
of-way for turn lanes, parking and on-road bike lanes, etc. Provision of such facilities should be
determined on a case-by-case basis, taking into consideration community development
characteristics, land use types and density, traffic volume and turning movements, transit service,
and active transportation and supporting facilities.

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Roads in Revitalization Areas

The right-of-way requirements are generally applicable for improvements in a typical
suburban setting, as shown in Figure 5 and Figure 6. The county is comprised of diverse
communities and development patterns, some of which have more urban features, higher land use
densities, and more active transportation and transit and microtransit services. This Policy Plan
allows flexibility and wvariation in right-of-way requirements for the planned arterial
improvements. The planning and design of individual roadways need to fit with the surrounding
land use and community, while enhancing mobility and safety for all multimodal transportation
uses.

The county has designated several Revitalization Districts and Areas to encourage
economic development in the older commercial and residential areas. Special incentives and
policies are provided for these areas, such as flexibility within certain zoning regulations and urban
design measures. Road improvements that are within the Revitalization Districts and Areas should
be in concert with the adopted land use, urban design and economic and administrative policies
formulated to foster a sense of place and to support successful revitalization. Additionally, it is
important to recognize that land use, and right-of-way for multimodal transportation and for travel
patterns differ among these areas.

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APPENDIX 1

ROADWAY SYSTEM FUNCTIONAL CLASSIFICATION

Roadway functional classification is the process by which streets and highways are
grouped into classes according to the type of service any given facility provides. It defines the
role of any partientar road or street in serving the flow of trips through the roadway network.
Functional classification is very useful in considering the dual role of the transportation network
in providing both travel mobility and access to property. Although access is a fixed requirement
which is necessary at both ends of a trip, mobility can be provided at varying levels incorporating
a wide range of elements.

The development of an effective circulation plan for any area should rely on the delineation
of a basic roadway functional classification system of that area. In developing such a system,
consideration is given to the magnitude and distribution of projected travel demand, and types and
spatial distribution of activities within the county. Because the effectiveness of any one type of
transportation facility is dependent upon the adequacy of other types, it is necessary to determine
the purpose and function of facilities and services prior to making recommendations.

The county’s roadway functional classification is based on the Federal Highway
Admlnlstratlon s (FHWA) funct10nal clas31ﬁcat10ns for Hrbam-zed—areas arterral collector and
local roads, w v : 3 hin Aty
readwa:yuﬂetweﬂe The FHWA further class1ﬁes Fer—thﬁ—deeumeﬁt— the roadway system ts
elassified into interstates, other freeways and expressways, other principal arterials, minor
arterials, major and minor collectors, and local streets roads. Given the local characteristics and
variation within the county’s road network, these are the following classifications for use in Fairfax
County, as shown in Figure 4. Refer to Appendix 4 Roadway Right-of-Way Requirements for
dimensions of typical sections and features of the right-of-way. (SeeFigure4-

Freeways and expressways are controlled access facilities providing for high-volume
travel. Servicing abutting land is subordinate to accommodating the through movement of
vehicles. It is desirable that medians, shoulders, acceleration and deceleration lanes, and
grade separated interchanges be included in the design. Parking and pedestrian travel
should not be permitted along the traveled portion of the roadway.

Other principal arterials also serve as main travel corridors. Some access is provided to
abutting land, but the primary function of the roadway, particularly during peak periods, is
to carry through traffic. Intersections with expressways and other principal arterials (see
following description under Minor Arterials) should generally be grade separated. Where
many turning movements could occur over a relatively short roadway section, service
drives are desirable. Medians, shoulders, and acceleration and deceleration lanes are also
desirable. Where shoulders cannot be provided, bus storage bays are desirable. Adequate
and safe pedestrian and bicycle travel along and across these facilities should be included
in the design. Parking should not be permitted along the traveled position of the roadway.

These facilities should include four to six travel lanes with-aminimumright-ef-wayof 122
Feet,

Minor_arterials usually carry an even mix of local and through traffic. They link
collectors, and sometimes local streets, with principal (major) arterials. Minor arterials are
lower service level roadways with partial control of access. Adequate and safe pedestrian
and bicycle travel along and across these facilities should be included in the design.
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A wide disparity exists in the characteristics of minor arterials found in the county. At one
end, Braddock Road, with segments earrying-over70,000-vehieles-dailyon of six lanes,
represents a very hlgh design standard. Conversely, Fox Mill Road, a two-lane rural road,
is also a minor arterial because it carries a significant volume of through traffic over a
relatively long distance. In an-effort-to-recognize recognizing and accommodating this
disparity these differences, minor arterials are divided into two categories in this Plan.

Type A minor arterials are those which perform a particularly significant function in
the transportation network due to their length and/or their design. These facilities
closely approach principal arterials in terms of their traffic characteristics and role in
the network. They include Braddock Road, Old Keene Mill Road-Franconia Road,
Centreville Road, and several other roads additienal-segments. They should be
multi-lane divided facilities withth—a—-minimam—richt-ot-way—otf 422 +teet.  Parking
should not be permitted along the traveled portion of the roadway. Interchanges should
be provided at intersections with freeways. Interchanges at other locations should only
be provided where the results of a detailed traffie transportation study indicate that an
at-grade intersection cannot accommodate the traffic.

Type B minor arterials represent the remaining minor arterials which are somewhat
shorter in length, traverse a less densely developed area, or are loeated in more mature
areas and consequently were built to a somewhat older design standard. Examples
include Backlick Road, Annandale Road, and Sherwood Hall Lane. Refer to Table 1
in Appendix 4 for ROW requirements.

In less developed areas or where additional lanes
are needed, additional right-of-way may be necessary. Parking may be permitted,
although it should generally be discouraged along the traveled portion of the roadway
due to the arterial nature of the road. Interchanges should only be provided with
freeways, and then only at selected locations, or where the results of a detailed traffie
transportation study indicate that an at-grade intersection cannot accommodate the
traffic.

Collector streets provide direct service to and from local areas, routing traffic to the
arterial street system. Generally, these roadways are not used for through trips. Collector
streets are very important for the collection and distribution functions of transit service. As
such, they should be designed in conjunction with the arterial system to permit safe
boarding and alighting, and allow buses to safely enter, exit, and turn around if necessary.
Medians, access control, and turning lanes are desirable only where the traffic volume is
expected to exceed about 5,500 vehicles per day. Parking is optional and can generally be
safely accommodated in most sections. Sidewalks—and/for—tratls Active transportation
facilities should be provided on both sides of the road. Fhese-faeilities Collector streets
should generally allow for two travel lanes with sufficient pavement width to permit safe
bus operations. Where traffic volumes are anticipated to be high due to relatively intense
use of the area served, four travel lanes should be provided. Many unimproved rural roads
in lower-density areas of the county serve a collector function. They are characterized by
narrow pavement, poor horizontal and/or vertical alignment, and a lack of shoulder. These
roads should be improved for safety reasons to minimum ¥BOF geometric standards.

Local streets provide access to properties abutting the roadway and within the immediate
vicinity. Traffic speed and volume should be low. Parking should be accommodated and
stdewalks—and/ortratls active transportation facilities should be provided. Right-of-way
widths should be in conformance with standards for safe operation and proper maintenance.
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The above functional classification system is used to help develop recommendations to
facilitate the flow of trips generated in or traveling through the county. Facilities intended
to serve a certain type and magnitude of travel will require improvements consistent with
such a function. The plan has been developed with heavy emphasis on separating local
and non-local facilities by functional classification and maintaining the integrity of local
streets by recommending improvements on higher type facilities. The highest three
classification categories of the roadway system functional classification are depicted on
Figure 4. The following lists the freeway and arterials in the county.

TYPES OF TRANSIT SERVICES AND FACILITIES

The Countywide Transportation Plan map identifies improvements publie-transportation

and designates a—number-of several Enhanced

Public Transportation Corridors (EPTC) and facility types. The EPTC notes where major transit

services will be provided in corridors that carry higher volumes of #ter-eounty-andlforintra—county

local and regional vehicular traffic. FhePlan—-alse-maps eut-This map provides approximate

locations for supporting facilities of the existing and planned transit services for the purpose of

reserving right-of-way required by the facility development. Final locations of component

facilities are subject to completion of area plans or appropriate studies. This deeument appendix

outlines the types of transit services and facilities based on comprehensive consideration of transit
modes, technologies, rights-of-way, capacities, and service and operational characteristics.

Transit Services

Public transportation services can be generally categorized into three major types: rail
transit, bus transit and paratransit.

Rail Transit is a mass transit service using rail technology and occupying a separate right-
of-way. Heavy rail, commuter rail and light rail are the common rail transit services.

Heavy rail transit (HRT) is an electric railway with the capacity for carrying a heavy
volume of urban passenger traffic. It is characterized by high speed and rapid
acceleration passenger rail cars operating in multi-car trains on fixed rails, separate
rights-of-way from which all other vehicular, and foot and bicycle traffic are
excluded, and high platform loading. Most passengers access heavy rail services by
walking, bicycle, riding feeder bus services, ride-share services, or using park-and-
ride facilities near suburban stations. The heavy rail transit service in the Washington
DC region is referred to as Metrorail.

Commuter rail (CR) is a type of passenger train service that utilizes diesel-electric
or electrically propelled trains and operate over existing railway track on the same
rights-of-way used by intercity railway freight and passenger trains. Services are
operated on a regular basis by or under contract with a transit operator for the purpose
of transporting passengers within urbanized areas, or between urbanized areas and
outlying areas. The Virginia Railway Express (VRE) is a commuter rail service that
provides service between Virginia suburbs, including outlying counties, and
downtown Washington DC.

Light rail transit (LRT) is essentially an improved and modernized version of the
old streetcars and electric interurban railways that were common in the United States
from the 1890s through the World War II. It utilizes electrically propelled passenger
cars operating on fixed rails in rights-of-way that may or may not be separated from
other traffic for much of the way. Light rail vehicles typically operate at surface level
with power drawn from-an overhead electric lines via trolley polewires. Light rail
serves passenger trips within the densely developed urban and suburban areas. A
modern streetcar is a form of light rail that has less capacity.

Automated guideway transit (AGT)€or people mover,) is an electric railway of
guided transit vehicles, operating singly or in multi-car trains, without an onboard
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crew. AGT systems provide short-distance collection and distribution service, usually
in major activity centers. Service may be on a fixed schedule or in response to a
passenger activated button. AGT systems are located in several U.S. cities but are
more commonly found in downtown areas and at airports and amusement parks.

Monorail is a form of guided transit where the vehicles are supported by or
suspended from a guideway formed by a single beam, rail or tube, usually elevated.
If the trains do not have an onboard crew, they are considered automated guideways.

Bus Transit utilizes rubber-tired vehicles operating on fixed routes with fixed schedules
on roadways. Bus transit can be further classified in the following types.

Local bus service is the most common type of bus service. Buses may stop every
block or two along a route several miles long and serve a destination end or traffic
generator, for example, a shopping mall or a hospital, for example.

When limited to a small geographic area or to short-distance trips, local service is
often called feeder, circulator, or shuttle service. Such routes may operate in a loop
and connect, often at a transit station, transfer-eenter or rail station, to major routes
for travel to more destinations. Most Fairfax Connector bus routes are categorized as
local bus service.

Express service is a high-speed limited-stop service generally operating within
transportation corridors oriented to a principal destination. It consists of longer trips,
especially to major activity centers during peak commuting hours, and operates long
distances without stopping. Examples include services accessing freeways, and
services on major streets that operate local service on the outlying portions of a route
until a certain point and then operate non-stop to activity centers. Reverse commute
is a type of express service transporting passengers from residential locations in urban
core areas to employment centers in the outlying areas. It is operated in the opposite
direction of the peak direction of travel.

Bus rapid transit (BRT) is a flexible, rubber-tired, rapid-transit mode that mostly
operates in a dedicated right-of-way with at-grade intersections. Limited sections are
in mixed traffic. BRT is an integrated system of facilities, services, and amenities
that collectively improves the speed, reliability, and identity of bus transit.
Distinguishing features may include:

« Distinctive and clearly designated stops/stations with unique passenger amenities
at regularly spaced stations;

+ Standard or extended sized buses with distinct appearance, high quality passenger
comfort, low floor or high platform, and multiple doors for easy and fast
boarding/alighting at stops/stations;

« Frequent service headways throughout the day;

+  Off-board fare collection;

«  Well organized movement of buses along the line, including optimized signal
timing and intersection treatments, dispatching at stops; and

« Passenger information controlled by various Intelligent Transportation Systems
(ITS) measures to provide reliability.

Microtransit is a flexible, on demand, dynamic service that operates similarly to
traditional public transit but with more adaptability to individual needs using smaller
vehicles including, but not limited to, vans, shuttles, or minibuses. This service often
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bridges the gap between existing transit options and SOV use, providing a viable
alternative where the transportation network is inadequate.

Paratransit is a demand-responsive shared-ride transportation service without a fixed
route. In practice, paratransit covers two broad areas: ADA paratransit and other
paratransit.

ADA paratransit, in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)
and other rulings, transports peeple individuals with disabilities who are unable to
travel alone on fixed route system. MetroAccess is the ADA paratransit service for
the Washington DC metropolitan area.

Other paratransit services can transport individuals to a destination ("many to
one") or to several destinations ("many to many"). There are several forms including
shared-ride taxi, general public dial-a-ride (typically used in areas of low transit
demand), human service agency transportation, and ridesharing including vanpools.
Vanpools, comprised of vans operating as a ridesharing arrangement, provide service
to a group of individuals traveling directly between their homes and a regular
destination within the same geographical area.

Transit Facilities

Transit facilities provide access and modal transfer for users of public transportation
services.

Bus stop is where one or multiple bus routes pick up passengers. A bus stop should have
minimum amenities such as schedule and route information displays, accessible via active
transportation, sidewalks—or—tratls—aceessing—the—stop, benches and/or shelters. The
provision of benches and shelters should take into consideration daily passenger boarding
levels and adjacent land use characteristics.

Transit transfer eenter station (T) is a passenger loading and waiting area where a
number-of bus routes and/or other transportation modes converge. A transit transfereenter
station should have good access to nearby arterials and/or freeways in order to minimize
transit travel times. It could be a free-standing individual facility or could easily be
integrated with the design of a building. A transit transfer-eenter station typically has
significant infrastructure such as a waiting room,-benches; areas with seating, restrooms,
sales outlet, ticketing or pass vending machines, convenient fare collection areas, and/or
other services. In some instances, a timed-transfer system is used and buses converge on
the transit station eenter at a specific time to exchange passengers. Parking typically is not
provided at these locations, although the transit transfer-eenter station could be co-located
with a rail station parking facility or park-and-ride lot.

Rail Station (R) is defined as a location where a rail rapid transit service picks up and
drops off passengers. A rail station typically has a bus transit waiting area, kiss-and-ride,
bicycle parking and other amenities listed under transit transfereenters station. It may or
may not be accompanied by vehicle parking areas, depending on the nature of the station
area.

Commuter Rail Station (C) is defined as a location where commuter rail service is
provided. It has passenger amenities similar to those provided for a rail station.

Park-and-Ride (P) is a parking garage and/or surface lot used for parking passengers'
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vehicles, either free or for a fee, while they use public transportation facilities or vanpools.
Park-and-ride facilities are generally established as collector sites for multiple bus routes,
rail service, and high-occupancy-vehicle (HOV) lane access, and may also serve as
collector sites for vanpools, and carpools, shared ride services and bike share stations.
They may have amenities similar to transit transfereenters stations.

Kiss-and-Ride is a location where passengers in non-transit vehicles are dropped off to
board public transportation vehicles. Kiss-and-Ride areas could be located at transit
transfer-eenters stations, rail stations, commuter rail stations, and park-and-ride facilities.

Operations, Maintenance and Administrative Facilities are combined transit facilities
housing administrative functions, such as executive management, accounting, safety. and
scheduling, as well as private vehicle parking for administrative staff and vehicle operators.
These facilities also include dedicated areas for vehicle maintenance, where mechanics,
machinists, and maintenance personnel conduct preventive maintenance, daily inspections,
and corrective maintenance to keep revenue vehicles operational. Typical features include
maintenance bays with in-ground or portable lifts, bus and chassis wash systems, parts
storage, fuel tanks and pumps, and depot electric plug-in charging stations. Revenue
vehicles may also be stored at these facilities overnight or between periods of service.

On-route chargers are infrastructure systems co-located with bus stops, providing
charging for electric buses outside of Operating and Maintenance Facilities. These chargers
are important for longer bus blocks, which may sometimes require more energy than an
electric bus battery can store. They are typically installed at busy stops or clusters of stops
where multiple bus routes have layovers.

BICYCLE AND TRAIL CLASSIFICATION AND DEFINITIONS

COUNTYWIDE TRAILS PLAN MAP

Major Regional Trail: Includes the Interstate Reute-One Bikeway US Bicycle Route 1,
Gerry Connolly Cross County Trail, and trails along 1-495, 1-66, Dulles Airport Access
Road, Fairfax County Parkway, Franconia-Springfield Parkway, Norfolk Southern
Railway, George Washington Memorial Parkway, Washington and Old Dominion
Regional Park, Bull Run, Occoquan River and Potomac River. Most of the trails
designated in this category are paved trails, 8 feet or more in width. However, surface
materials vary from paved, natural surfaces and stenedust stone dust for the Interstate
Reute-One Bikeway US Bicycle Route 1, South County East-West trail, Gerry Connolly
Cross County Trail and those trails along the Bull Run, Occoquan Rlver and Potomac
River.

Major Paved Trail: Concrete or asphalt trail, 8 feet or more in width.

Minor Paved Trail: Concrete or asphalt trail, 4 feet to 7 feet 11 inches in width.

Minor Paved Trail with Parallel Natural Surface or Stone Dust Trail: Concrete or
asphalt trail, 4 feet to 7 feet 11 inches in width adjacent to, and in the same easement with

a stone dust or natural surface trail typically 6-8 feet in width.

Natural Surface or Stone Dust Trail: Stone Dust dust or natural surface trail typically
6-8 feet in width.

Stream Valley Trail: Trails along streamways ways as determined by Fairfax County
Park Authority Staff.

Trails in Other Jurisdiction: Trails to be reviewed by and located in the Towns of
Herndon, Vienna and Clifton and the Cities of Fairfax and Falls Church.

COUNTYWIDE BICYCLE NETWORK MAP(S)

The Bicycle Master Plan recommends a network of various types of on and off-road
bikeways. As noted, bikeway design may include pavement markings, signage, signals, improved
surfaces, and geometric features. The recommendations reflect the desire to provide a high level
of bicyclist comfort and mobility, while also balancing each travel mode’s need for a share of the

public

right-of-way. The recommendations are intended to be cost-effective, and on-street

recommendations generally involve retrofitting the existing roadway using pavement markings,
signs and modest amounts of additional pavement. The following define the types of facilities
incorporated in the Plan:

Shared Roadway: consists of a low volume, low speed street that is compatible with
bicycling without any striping, marking or geometric change to the roadway. Bike route
signs may or may not be needed depending on the street’s role in the larger Bikeway
Network.
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e Shared Roadways with Safety Treatment: is a recommendation for generally narrow,
hilly, and winding two-lane roads. Improvements can include: signs such as “BIKES
MAY USE FULL LANE” additional shoulder pavement, and/or pavement markings.

e Shared Lane Markings: (sharrows) are used on roadways where bicyclists and motor
vehicles must share the same travel lane. The shared lane marking helps position
bicyclists in the most appropriate location to ride, while also providing a visual cue to
motorists that bicyclists have a right to use the street. Refer to the the Virginia
Department of Transportation (VDOT) policy for guidance on the proper use of Shared
Lane Markings.

o Striped Shoulder: provides space for bicycle travel to the right of the travel lanes. Paved
shoulders serve a variety of transportation purposes in addition to providing a benefit for
cyclists, including serving as a breakdown lane, contributing to overall pavement
integrity, and providing a place for pedestrian travel where there are no sidewalks. A
shoulder designated for bicycles should be no less than four feet in width.

e Bike Lane: is an area of roadway pavement designated for the preferential or exclusive
use by bicycles. The lane is normally 4 — 6 feet in width and marked with a longitudinal
white line and bicycle symbols Refer to the VDOT Bicycle Design Standards for
guidance on bike lanes and bicycle pavement markings.

e Climbing Lane: when insufficient width exists to accommodate bike lanes in both
directions and the roadway features a vertical grade, a climbing lane is considered. A
bike lane (climbing lane) is provided in the uphill direction to accommodate slow moving
bicyclists and a shared lane marking is provided in the downhill direction, where
bicyclists can typically travel at speeds closer to motor vehicle speeds.

o Buffered Bike Lanes: created by striping a buffer zone (three feet in width or greater)
between a bike lane and the adjacent travel lane.

e Cycletrack: is a bicycle facility for cyclists only that is physically separated from both
the roadway and the sidewalk. A cycletrack may be constructed at the roadway level
using roadway space, or at the sidewalk level using space adjacent to the road.
Cycletracks can be provided in either one way or two way configurations.

e Shared-Use Path (trail): is an off-street multi-use facility that is physically separated
from motor vehicle traffic. Trails are often located in independent right-of-way (e.g. a
park, stream valley greenway, a utility corridor, or an abandoned railroad corridor) or
located adjacent to the roadway within roadway rights of way. It is intended for use by
bicyclists and pedestrians and normally is designed to accommodate two-way traffic

e Policy Roads: are multi-lane highways (functionally classified as principal arterials) that
carry large volumes of traffic and/or have relatively high posted speeds (40mph or
greater). These roads traverse a wide variety of land uses. Specific bicycle facility
recommendations must be made in conjunction with other transportation and land use
planning efforts.

The bicycle network maps also define recommended spot improvements:
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* Bicycle Access Links and Crossings indicate locations where there are opportunities to
improve neighborhood connectivity, for example by connecting cul-de-sacs, enhancing
mid-block and trail/shared-use path crossings and by improving access to existing trails.

e Interchange Improvements represent locations where free flowing entrance and exit
ramps create difficult conditions for bicyclists traveling along the road.

e Transit Station Improvements signify locations where existing and planned transit
stations (Metro and VRE) create especially high demand for bicycle travel and need for
bicycle accommodations. Appropriate accommodations may include bicycle racks,
covered bicycle parking, high security parking, facilities on station access roads, curb
ramps, crossing improvements or paths that provide safe and convenient station access.

e Stream Crossings are recommended in locations where linear barriers to bicycle travel
exist at the crossings of streams. These bridge crossings will be designed for bicycle and
pedestrian transportation.

¢ Road Crossings are recommended in locations where linear barriers to bicycle travel
exist at the crossings of major highways. These crossings can be standalone bicycle and
pedestrian bridges or bike lanes and shared use paths as part of a bridge that also serves
motor vehicles.
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APPENDIX 4

ROADWAY RIGHT-OF-WAY REQUIREMENTS

h-an-effortto Fairfax County preserves land for roadway improvements, to decrease delays
in land acquisition, and to obtain land before land values increase with developed properties.; The

requirements guidelines are hereby-set-forthregarding described by the right-of-way requirements

for roadways shown on the transportation plan.

The rights-of-way specified herein should be obtained through the development approval
process (e.g. rezoning, special exception, site plan, etc.) as applications are submitted to the county.
Theis prevision-oftheserights-ef-way will allow for future road improvements to be constructed
with adequate ancillary features such as turning lanes, sidewalks, trails, bicycle facilities, and
buffering, while minimizing impacts on properties which are subsequently developed.

Hrshould-be stressed; howevers-thatthe aUltimate roadway designs will recognize available

right-of-way to the extent possible; the intent of these requirements is not to impose rigid

standards through areas or mature neighborhoods, but rather to secure additional
right-of-way needed for road improvements as development or redevelopment occurs.

Freeways/Expressways

Right-of-way needs along freeway facilities can be variable and extensive. The
right-of-way may need to accommodate HOV/HOT lanes, and rail transit, adjacent protected
shared use paths, as—weH-as and roadway configurations sueh-as with 1nterchanges ramps, and
collector-distributor lanes. The rights-of-way requirements for freeway facilities should be based
on studies for each facility. These could include the-detailed corridor analyses, feasibility studies,
interchange modification reports, location and design studies and/or environment impact studies.

Arterials

Right-of-way requirements for arterials should be similar throughout the county. Table 1
summarizes the right-of-way requirements for arterial roadways based upon the number of lanes
and the type of edge treatment: 'curb and gutter' or 'shoulder'. The number of lanes refers to the
designation on the transportation plan. The edge treatment will vary by location within the county
as follows:

(1). In the LewDensity Residential-Areas low density residential areas of the county,
right-of-way should be provided as described for a 'shoulder’ edge treatment. The provision
of sufficient right-of-way to accommodate shoulders will allow for the ultimate typical
section to be determined at the time detailed design is initiated. It is anticipated that this
decision will be made based on anumber-of several factors, including cost, clearing and
grading requirements, the presence of storm sewer lines in the area, aesthetics, and other
concerns. However, it is recognized that in all other areas of the county, curb-and-gutter
treatments having less right-of-way requirements will normally be appropriate.

(2). The 'shoulder' edge treatment is optional in suburban neighborhoods.

(3). Additional right-of-way requirements for items such as turn lanes, service drives,
parking lanes and on-road bike lanes are noted on Table 1.
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When highway projects have approved designs or are in active stages of design, the strict
application of these right-of-way requirements, shown in Table 1, could result in inconsistencies
with such plans. To avoid this situation, approved or active designs should be utilized to determine
right-of-way requirements on those projects where no change is envisioned in the Plan designation
for number of lanes. However, where the new Plan recommendation provides for more lanes than
were previously shown on the Plan, or where there are no design plans, right-of-way should be
provided in accordance with Table 1.

The cross-section illustrations in Figure 5 and Figure 6 correspond to the measurements
provided in Table 1. These cross-sections represent the typical right-of-way needed and can serve
as guidelines in the development of roadway plans.

Other Considerations

Additional right-of-way might be required to support traffic operations, bus rapid transit
(BRT), and facilitate nen-meterized active and micromobility transportation. Table 1 includes the
required rights-of-way for turn lanes, serviee parking and on-road bike lanes, etc. Provision of
such facilities should be determined on a case-by-case basis, taking into consideration community
development characteristics, land use types and density, raffic volume and turning movements,
transit service, and ﬁeﬁ—me%eﬂ-zeé active transportation and supporting facilities usess.

Appendix 5 was comprised of Chapters 1 through 4 of the Bicycle Master Plan. Chapter 5,
Bicycle Program Recommendations and Chapter 6, Implementation, were adopted by reference only,
and can be viewed by contacting the Fairfax County Department of Transportation.
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PROJECT BACKGROUND

The Department of Planning and Development (DPD), in collaboration with multiple agencies, the
Board of Supervisors, and the Planning Commission, is updating the Comprehensive Plan Policy
Plan (Policy Plan) authorized by the Board of Supervisors in December 2022. Phase One of the
project includes revisions to key elements such as the Preface, Land Use, Parks and Recreation,
Transportation, Environment, and Human Services. It will also integrate themes of equity and
healthy communities to include a new Healthy Communities Element. The Policy Plan serves as a
guide for planning and development in Fairfax County, shaping future growth while protecting
natural and cultural resources. This update will help inform future planning and development
decisions across the county.

PROCESS TO DATE

This paper summarizes the draft text and methodology for creating the new Healthy Communities
Element. The Healthy Communities Element will provide countywide guidance pertaining to health
considerations that should be incorporated within the siting, design, and construction of
developments within the county. The Healthy Communities Element ensures alighment with county
priorities as identified through the Countywide Strategic Plan, Community Energy and Climate
Action Plan (CECAP), Resilient Fairfax, and other recently adopted or endorsed plans, programs,
and guidance.

The Policy Plan currently contains a Human Services Element that has objectives and policies
related to Health; however, they are more focused on services and service delivery models, many of
which are outdated and do not meet the current best practices. Therefore, the repositioning of
objectives and policies in the current Human Services element to other elements of the Plan,
including the creation of a Healthy Communities Element as part of Phase One, is necessary. Other
elements to be updated in Phase Two that will also address the need for repositioning include
Public Facilities and Housing. This proposed repositioning was discussed with the Planning
Commission Policy Plan Committee on January 16, 2025, and the Board of Supervisors Land Use
Policy Committee on January 28, 2025, which were both supportive of this approach.

The element has undergone multiple reviews, including coordination with various county agencies
and review by representatives from Planning and Development, Transportation, Health and Human
Services, the Park Authority, and the Health Department, to include Health Department staff and
leadership. Additionally, staff have engaged the public through two phases of community outreach
from May 2024 through February 2025 and met with the Healthcare Advisory Board (HCAB) and the
Fairfax Food Council, among other groups, to gather input prior to drafting the proposed Plan text.
Comments received throughout the process are summarized in the Community Feedback Report.

Updates on the Healthy Communities Element were presented to the Planning Commission Policy
Plan Committee on February 15, 2024, and on January 16, 2025, and the Board of Supervisors Land
Use Policy Committee on January 28, 2025, with a specific focus on the five proposed policy

themes. Feedback from these reviews has informed the Healthy Communities Element. The five
proposed policy themes are:

e Promote Active Living: Active Transportation, Recreation, and Play

e Grow Food Systems: Food Production, Food Processing and Waste, and Food Access

e Create Opportunities for Social Connection: Placemaking, Connectivity, and Community
Pride

e Promote Climate Health: Green Infrastructure and Healthy Buildings

e Ensure Equitable Access to Healthcare and Human Services: Healthcare and Human
Services

Feedback from these reviews has informed the Healthy Communities Element as noted above.

Finally, staff prepared a research paper (Healthy Communities) and coordinated with county
agencies to inform and create the new Healthy Communities Element. Policies in this element
reinforce and support other Plan elements, but with a focus on community health and healthy
outcomes. The Healthy Communities Element aligns with recent county initiatives and adopted
county plans, provides streamlined information, formalizes practices that can be successfully
implemented through the development process, and includes guidance to address current and
anticipated issues as they pertain to community health. Additionally, the guidance provides the
appropriate flexibility to apply to a wide variety of cases.

NEXT STEPS

The draft text for the Comprehensive Plan Healthy Communities Elementis included as
Attachment |, and is available for the public, Planning Commission, and Board of Supervisors to
provide feedback. Feedback can be sent to the public input email at
PlanForwardFFEX@Publiclnput.com and may inform future revisions to this draft text in advance of
a final round of community outreach before finalizing the staff report and draft text this summer.
Public hearings on the new and revised Policy Plan Elements, including the Healthy Communities
Element, are expected to take place in fall 2025.

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HEALTHY COMMUNITIES

INTRODUCTION

Community health describes the collective physical and mental well-being and quality of life of
all persons who live, work, and play in a community. Achieving community health involves
collaborative, community-driven efforts to improve health outcomes, reduce disparities, and
enhance well-being through prevention, education, and equitable access to care, tailored to the
specific needs of community members. It goes beyond individual healthcare to address the broader
factors that influence health, such as social, economic, and environmental conditions.

Factors that determine community health include walkability and access to multimodal
transportation options; ease and safety engaging in physical activity; availability of and access to
parks, open space, healthy foods, high quality environments; social connections; and access to
health care and human services. The goal of planning for Healthy Communities is to foster a more
resilient community by supporting and empowering community members, so that everyone has
the opportunity to achieve their full health potential.

To this end, equitable development is a core element of a healthy community. The built
environment affects all community members, but detrimental health impacts are borne
disproportionately by low-income communities and communities of color. The planning
objectives and policies for this element support an outcome where everyone is empowered with
the necessary resources to be healthy, regardless of race, income, age, ability, or any other measure.

Planning for Healthy Communities can be achieved through five interrelated categories: Active
Living; Food Systems; Social Connection; Climate Health; and Access to Healthcare and Human
Services. Where goals for these categories overlap with guldance in other elements in the Policy
Plan, references are provided.

COUNTYWIDE OBJECTIVES AND POLICIES

PROMOTE ACTIVE LIVING

Active living incorporates regular physical activity into daily routines with the goal of maintaining
or improving overall health and well-being. Living an active life helps to reduce the risk of chronic
conditions such as heart disease, diabetes, and stroke and has been linked to improved mental
health and cognitive function. Communities that foster active living can not only improve
individual health outcomes but also the overall health and long-term success of the community.
The built environment helps to promote active living by providing the necessary infrastructure for
active transportation, exercise, and play. As the population increases, additional amenities and
facilities for active and healthy living will be needed to meet the needs of all residents, including
exercise facilities and playgrounds.

Refer to the Parks and Recreation Element for additional guidance on promoting active living
through park and open space amenities. Refer to the Transportation element for additional
guidance on promoting active living through the provision of public transportation, multimodal
connectivity, complete streets, and comprehensive transportation analysis.
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Objective 1:  Ensure residents in Fairfax County experience an active lifestyle through
easy access to safe, convenient, engaging, and equitably distributed active
transportation, recreation, and play facilities that are accessible for users of
all backgrounds and abilities.

Policy a.  Prioritize features of complete streets with options for multimodal connections to
public transportation, especially to transit stations, in areas where new
development and redevelopment occur. Encourage designs that enable safe,
convenient, and comfortable travel and access for users of all ages and abilities
regardless of their mode of transportation.

Policy b. = Examine existing and potential connections to transit, employment centers,
community services such as grocery and medical, schools, and parks and
recreation centers when evaluating proposals for new and redevelopment, and
improve multimodal connections, pedestrian crossings, and safety.

Policy c. Coordinate with Fairfax County Public Schools to plan for infrastructure,
programming, or other mechanisms that support children safely walking or biking
to school, especially in areas where children and families may have to cross
streets with high traffic volumes to get to school.

Policy d. Encourage new residential, mixed-use, office, or commercial development to
incorporate opportunities for exercise on-site, including multi-generational
indoor and outdoor gym equipment, playgrounds, or multi-use infrastructure,
with special consideration to the needs of children and people with disabilities.

Policy e.  Consider non-traditional spaces for exercise and play, such as rooftops, portions
of parking structures, or other outdoor areas.

GROW FOOD SYSTEMS

Access to healthy food is fundamental to human health, nourishment, and meeting dietary needs.
Having consistent physical and economic access to healthy food has been associated with healthier
eating habits and a decreased risk of obesity and chronic disease. Furthermore, participation in
gardening or farmers markets supports community building, connection to nature, and
intergenerational relationships.

The food system includes all aspects of food production, processing, distribution, retail,
preparation, consumption, and disposal/waste. A healthy food system is part of a foundation of a
sustainable and resilient community, where residents have access to a nutritious diet and enjoy
food security. A healthy food system further supports a robust, diversified economy that treats the
environment, workers, and consumers equitably. Food production is not only limited to growing
food on farms but also includes smaller scale production, such as urban agriculture and gardening.
Such food production offers multiple co-benefits: it is sustainable, helps increase access to healthy
food, and has positive social impacts, like building a sense of community.

Objective 2:  Develop and strengthen options to produce, process, and access safe,
nutritious and affordable food, including grocery stores, markets, food
pantries, agricultural operations, urban farms, and gardens.

Policy a. Consider food production such as urban farms, community gardens, and urban
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orchards as a component of the open space network within new and
redevelopments, including the potential for water access and other elements
commonly needed to produce food. Such uses should employ regenerative
agricultural practices where feasible. Innovative approaches for food production
such as rooftop farms/gardens, indoor growing operations, or others should be
considered.

Policy b.  Explore opportunities to grow food on county-owned properties or other public
lands in the form of small scale farms, gardens, open space, or rooftops.

Policy c.  Consider opportunities for people to grow or produce agricultural products on a
small scale.

Policy d.  Support the establishment of food aggregation locations that allow small growers
and food producers to combine, store, and process agricultural products.

Policy e.  Prioritize walkability within a 10-minute, %> mile walk to grocery stores or other
food sites (gardens, pantries, farmers markets) when evaluating pedestrian
connections to and from new development, especially for developments located
within the activity centers as defined on the Concept for Future Development.

Policy f. Encourage an evaluation of food insecurity and consider how residents will be
supported in accessing healthy food.

Policy g.  Encourage the provision of retail space in mixed use developments to
accommodate small scale food sellers. Consider the provision of flexible space
that can accommodate a farmers’ market or food vendors.

Policy h. Consider new location options for farmers markets, food trucks, and other direct
producer-consumer sales, particularly in areas of the county with high levels of
social and economic vulnerability, and/or as part of interim or permanent uses in
mixed-use developments.

CREATE OPPORTUNITIES FOR SOCIAL CONNECTION

Social connection refers to the shared sense of belonging and meaningful social interaction within
populations. A socially cohesive community has strong social bonds, is collaborative, and fosters
a positive social, cultural, and economic environment for all. Civic engagement and community
partnerships, including but not limited to residents, institutions, businesses, and neighborhood
associations, are essential elements of community development.

People need places in which to connect with one another. The concept of placemaking facilitates
creative links among the physical, social, and cultural identities of a community. The provision of
open space for recreation and gathering is one example of placemaking. Additionally, the
celebration and preservation of culture and heritage resources are key supports for social
connection.

Streets with high volumes of traffic and large areas without adequate pedestrian connections serve
as significant physical barriers separating residents from one another throughout Fairfax County.
Some neighborhoods and communities may be isolated where residents find that their only
connections to other neighborhoods are by circuitous routes or routes lacking pedestrian facilities.
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Without plans to connect residents and employees to the larger community, many will not have
access to economic opportunities and community events.

Refer to the Heritage Resources Element for additional guidance related to heritage resources that
support social connection by preserving cultural identity and connecting people to the past. Refer
to the Transportation Element for additional guidance on pathways, roads, and other facilities that
can promote connectivity. Refer to the Land Use Element for additional guidance on placemaking
and other means to support people gathering. Refer to the Parks and Open Space element for
guidance on urban parks and open space that also support people gathering for social interaction,
play, or civic reasons.

Objective 3:  Strengthen communities through development that connects neighborhoods,
promotes social interaction, and supports collaborative efforts to achieve
shared goals that enhance the overall quality of life for everyone in the
community.

Policy a. Identify and create publicly accessible places that encourage indoor and outdoor
community gatherings, such as plazas and seating areas, that will be open to
residents, visitors, and employees as part of new development. Design spaces of
various sizes to support people gathering to celebrate, host markets, or exercise
free speech.

Policy b.  Plan for and create physical spaces that are welcoming, encourage people to
spend time, and serve a range of ages and backgrounds to encourage social
interaction and gatherings, with considerations for safety, public art, shade,
lighting, active transportation facilities, bike share stations, wayfinding signage,
sensory-friendly features, seating, trees, and other landscaplng

Policy c. Promote inter-parcel connectivity for pedestrians and cyclists to the maximum
extent possible.

Policy d.  Evaluate and implement strategies to improve intersections and promote safe
crossings with reduced crossing times that better connect people throughout the
community, especially if that area has seen a high number of pedestrian crashes.

Policy e. Incorporate wayfinding that supports travel by different modes and for people of
all physical and cognitive abilities; language diversity for signage should also be
considered.

Policy f. Build upon existing community assets when considering new or redevelopment;
work with residents, office tenants, and other interested parties to identify and
evaluate such assets.

Policy g.  Encourage new public and private development to be designed consistently with
and/or incorporate the cultural identity, expression, and architectural themes of
surrounding communities. Encourage public art as one way to incorporate
cultural expression.
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PROMOTE CLIMATE HEALTH

Climate health refers to the impact of climate change, such as extreme and unpredictable weather
patterns, on human health and well-being. Direct impacts include heat-related illness, respiratory
disease, infectious diseases from mosquitos and ticks, and injuries. Indirect effects, which are
harder to measure, include the physical, psychological, and social impacts of higher utility bills
or rebuilding after storms. Since most people spend much of their time indoors, ensuring that
buildings have strong systems in place to improve air quality, promote overall health, and
withstand the changing climate, is also critical. While a single community cannot prevent a
changing climate nor address the problem alone, certain elements in the built environment can
promote climate health and lead to healthier outcomes, including green infrastructure and healthy
buildings.

Refer to the Environment Element for additional guidance on evaluating impacts to air and
environmental quality that could affect human health, other environmental hazards, and climate
resiliency, environmental resources, and building standards.

Objective 4:  Encourage development that supports climate adaptation, including green
infrastructure and healthy buildings to reduce the vulnerability of current
and future residents, employees, and the overall community to the harmful
effects of a changing climate.

Policy a. Integrate a variety of trees, shrubs, and vegetation—as well as thoughtfully
designed shade structures—into transportation, new and redevelopment projects
to reduce urban heat island effect, improve air quality, and create more
comfortable, restorative public spaces. Prioritize these interventions along busy
corridors and in areas with high heat vulnerability to support public health,
promote environmental equity, and foster a more livable community.

Policy b.  Utilize green infrastructure in new and redevelopment, with a priority focus on
neighborhoods experiencing multiple vulnerabilities, while minimizing flooding
in high risk areas.

Policy c. Apply the most current technology to optimize indoor air quality and promote
physical and mental health, such as daylighting stairwells or reducing interior
noise, in both new and retrofitted buildings. Consider commercially available
standards for healthy buildings to better support human and climate health.

ENSURE EQUITABLE ACCESS TO HEALTHCARE AND HUMAN SERVICES

Access to high quality healthcare and supportive human services is essential for the well-being,
opportunity, and resilience of individuals and families. Access refers to people having
convenient physical access to services as well as having the ability to afford those services. Such
services provide a spectrum of support across a person’s lifespan from prevention programs that
mitigate further interventions to emergency services that help individuals and families in crisis.
Healthcare and human services are provided by a network of county agencies, community-based
organizations, and private providers. When access to local, high-quality care is prioritized and
fostered through planning, it also contributes to the goals of building a healthier and more
resilient community. Additional guidance pertaining to some human services facilities such as
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community centers can be found in the Public Facilities Element.

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	INTRODUCTION


	 
	In less than a generation, Fairfax County has been transformed from a residential suburb

of the Nation's Capital, into a complex commercial, residential, office, and research community.

This extraordinary transformation is reflected in the county's land use pattern. Fairfax County has

become the region's pre-eminent location for new office, research, and shopping center

development. Between 1970 and 1995, the number of acres in nonresidential land uses, excluding

public facilities, quadrupled, expanding by 463 percent. At the same time, the number of acres in

residential land use in the county grew by 168 percent. While single-family detached housing

continued to be the predominate residential land use, the combined development of townhouses

and apartments out paced single-family detached housing since 1970 at a rate of 6 to 4 and since

1990, out paced single- family dwelling units at a rate of 2 to 1.


	 
	One of the effects of growth in Fairfax County is the impact on the public facilities and

infrastructure systems. A principal concern, raised in the public participation process, is the effect

of growth on mobility, especially the impact on the road system in peak periods. Developing and

implementing effective measures to address mobility is a principal challenge for Fairfax and for

other rapidly urbanizing areas. While there may be no practical solution to returning the county

to pre-boom levels of service, managing the interacting elements of congestion is required if the

county is to influence forces, which if left unattended, will degrade current service levels. The

county needs to manage the expansions of transportation capacity, manage the reduction of

transportation demand; and the county needs to manage the pace, the intensity and the pattern of

growth.


	 
	Another effect of Fairfax County growth has been a diminishing supply of vacant land. If

current trends continue, the supply of land presently planned for residential development will be

all but exhausted shortly after the turn of the century. This impending land shortage has

implications not only for the residential development pattern that may emerge, but also for existing

residential development. As land values increase due to decreasing supply, the pressure to

redevelop existing lower density neighborhoods, as well as nonresidential acreage, will increase.

While in selected instances this may be desirable, the practice of redevelopment must be carefully

controlled so as to not undermine stable neighborhoods and the provision of public services and

facilities. The loss of neighborhoods can quickly lead to a loss of a sense of community: a basic

facet of a high quality of life. The county's ability to secure sites for parks, schools and public

facilities and to provide affordable housing opportunities also is greatly affected by the short

supply of land.


	 
	This element of the Plan recognizes the changes that have taken place in the county and

the challenges that lie ahead. The objectives and policies presented in this section provide

guidance for an appropriate pattern and pace of development and they indicate how this

development should relate to the existing and future community. They also provide a logical

framework for land-use decision-making at a conceptual level as well as on an area-wide and site

specific basis. Uniform application of these objectives and policies should result in a balanced

and harmonious community where a high quality of life can be maintained. Since all policy areas,

whether housing, employment or the environment achieve physical realization through the land

use plan, the development and implementation of sound and consistent land use principles is

critical to the realization of county goals.
	 
	The countywide objectives and policies for land use have been organized under four broad

headings:

	BOARD OF SUPERVISORS GOALS


	 
	Fairfax County has adopted a specific goal for land use as well as related goals which

provide additional land use direction and guidance in the areas of transportation, revitalization,

private sector facilities and employment. These goals read as follows:


	 
	Land Use - The county's land use policies should maintain an attractive and pleasant

quality of life for its residents; provide for orderly and coordinated development for both

public and private uses while sustaining the economic and social well-being of the county;

provide for an adequate level of public services and facilities, including a system of

transportation facilities, to sustain a high quality of life; and ensure sound environmental

practices in the development and redevelopment of land resources. Growth should take

place in accordance with criteria and standards designed to preserve, enhance, and protect

an orderly and aesthetic mix of residential, commercial/industrial facilities, and open space

without compromising existing residential development. The Comprehensive Land Use

Plan should set forth long-range recommendations and implementation techniques to

ensure the envisioned coordination of harmonious development, while still achieving our

economic goals. Densities and heights in excess of those compatible with these goals

should be discouraged, nor should these policies be construed as incompatible with the

county's affordable housing goal.


	 
	Transportation - Land use must be balanced with the supporting transportation

infrastructure, including the regional network, and credibility must be established within

the public and private sectors that the transportation program will be implemented. Fairfax

County will encourage the development of accessible transportation systems designed,

through advanced planning and technology, to move people and goods efficiently while

minimizing environmental impact and community disruption. Regional and local efforts

to achieve a balanced transportation system through the development of rapid rail,

commuter rail, expanded bus service and the reduction of excessive reliance upon the

automobile should be the keystone policy for future planning and facilities. Sidewalks and

trails should be developed as alternate transportation facilities connecting mass transit, high

density areas, public facilities and employment areas.


	 
	Open Space - Fairfax County should support the conservation of appropriate land areas in

a natural state to preserve, protect and enhance stream valleys, meadows, woodlands,

wetlands, farmland, and plant and animal life. Small areas of open space should also be

preserved in already congested and developed areas for passive neighborhood uses, visual

relief, scenic value, and screening and buffering purposes.


	 
	Revitalization - Fairfax County should encourage and facilitate the revitalization of older

commercial and residential areas of the county where present conditions warrant.

Revitalization initiatives should encourage business development, promote public and

private investment and reinvestment, and seek to prevent or eliminate the negative effects

of deteriorating commercial and industrial areas. Revitalization efforts should work in

concert with other community programs and infrastructure improvements and strive to
	foster a sense of place unique to each area, thereby contributing to the social and economic

well being of the community and the county.



	 
	Private Sector Facilities - Fairfax County should continue to encourage the development

of appropriately scaled and clustered commercial and industrial facilities to meet the need

for convenient access to needed goods and services and to employment opportunities.

Particular attention should be given to the needs of small and minority businesses.


	 
	Employment Opportunities - Fairfax County should maintain its prosperous economic

climate and varied employment opportunities.


	 
	 
	COUNTYWIDE OBJECTIVES AND POLICIES


	 
	LAND USE PATTERN


	 
	Through most of its recent history, Fairfax County could be characterized primarily as a

residential area; supporting commercial services were minimal and employment opportunities

scattered. As the county matured, a dual emphasis emerged. While residential development

continued to be the dominant land use, employment opportunities multiplied rapidly.


	 
	Office development was the dominant form of nonresidential growth in Fairfax County

during the 1970s and 1980s. Much of this growth occurred in areas planned and zoned for

industrial uses, but where office development has been allowed as well. The roadway system in

areas which recently developed was never intended to accommodate the traffic demands from the

pattern of land use which has emerged. While appropriately located office development is a

necessary land use component, resulting traffic must be better managed.


	 
	Additionally, housing and employment uses have not been well integrated. The pattern of

land use in Fairfax County reflects a distinct separation among large areas of residential and

nonresidential uses. This separation of housing and employment further burdens the roadway

system as people must commute long distances between home and work. Transit has not proven

a viable alternative for a major portion of these commuters because the housing and employment

areas not only are spatially separated from each other, but developed at low densities. Thus, transit

service is inherently less efficient and productive than would be likely in more concentrated,

mixed-use settings.


	 
	A more efficient land use pattern is needed. By bringing together jobs and housing in an

attractive, harmonious manner, the opportunity will be created to reduce commuting in both time

and distance. Not only will this tend to lessen the burden on a roadway system in need of

significant expansion, but it will also lessen the stress of metropolitan living and provide more

time for family and leisure pursuits. These are factors crucial to maintaining a high quality of life.

If an improved land use pattern does not emerge, the transportation system will become

increasingly overloaded, creating long range implications for the county's ability to attract high

quality development.


	 
	 
	Objective 1: The county's land use plan should provide a clear future vision of an

attractive, prosperous, harmonious and efficient community.


	 
	Policy a. Structure the land use plan to designate areas of the county planned for specific

uses and guided by specialized planning and development policies.
	 
	Policy b. Encourage growth and development to occur in locations and in a manner

which enhances community identity and can be supported by the availability

of transportation and public facilities.


	 
	 
	Objective 2: Fairfax County should seek to establish areas of community focus which

contain a mixture of compatible land uses providing for housing,

commercial, institutional/public services, and recreation and leisure

activities.


	 
	Policy a. Create mixed-use Centers which enhance the sense of community and reduce

the need to travel long distances for employment and/or services.


	 
	Policy b. Encourage, within the Tysons Urban Center, cores of Suburban Centers, cores

of Community Business Centers, and Transit Station Areas, and other areas

within these Centers that would benefit from revitalization and redevelopment,

the development of mixed-use projects.


	 
	Policy c. Maintain the integrity of mixed-use Centers and neighboring residential

communities.


	 
	 
	Objective 3: Fairfax County should maintain a supply of land sufficient to meet the

need for housing, commercial, industrial, institutional/public services,

and recreational and leisure activities to support the Comprehensive Plan.


	 
	Policy a. Conduct a comprehensive community needs assessment, at least once every

five years, to determine future land requirements to meet adopted county goals.


	 
	Policy b. Review comprehensively, at least every five years, the county's

Comprehensive Plan and revise as appropriate.


	 
	Policy c. Ensure through periodic review and amendment that the county's Zoning

Ordinance is supportive of the recommendations contained in the county's

Comprehensive Plan.


	 
	 
	Objective 4: The county should encourage a diverse housing stock with a mixture of

types to enhance opportunities for county residents to live in proximity to

their workplace and/or in proximity to mass transit.


	 
	Policy a. Increase the availability of housing to provide a diversity of housing

opportunities in proximity to concentrations of employment.


	 
	Policy b. Encourage universal design in the development of housing and communities

to expand opportunities for residents of all ages and abilities to live in areas

near their employment, mass transit and/or desired services.


	 
	 
	Objective 5: Fairfax County's planning efforts should be cognizant of the role that the

county plays in regional growth and development.
	 
	Policy a. Reevaluate the county's Comprehensive Plan at least once every five year

period with cognizance of regional growth and development trends and

implications.


	 
	Policy b. Support regional and local government efforts to enhance opportunities for

residents to live in proximity to their workplace.


	 
	 
	Objective 6: Fairfax County should have a land use pattern which increases

transportation efficiency, encourages transit use and decreases

automobile dependency.


	 
	Policy a. Link existing and future residential development with employment and

services, emphasizing ridesharing, transit service and non-motorized access

facilities.


	 
	Policy b. Concentrate most future development in mixed-use Centers and Transit Station

Areas to a degree which enhances opportunities for employees to live close to

their workplace.


	 
	Preservation and Revitalization of Neighborhood and Community Serving Uses


	 
	The quality and character of many older neighborhoods and commercial areas should be

improved. For these older areas, revitalization and community improvement and preservation

efforts may include renovations, repurposing of existing structures, marketing and promotional

activities, changes in transportation modes, and urban design measures of beautification, buffering,

lighting and traffic improvements. Publicly-funded capital programs should be discrete, finite and

prioritized. Incentive-based strategies which facilitate comprehensive community reinvestment

should be encouraged.


	 
	 
	Objective 7: Fairfax County should reserve and/or conserve areas which provide

primarily community-serving retail and service uses.


	 
	Policy a. Preserve or establish areas of the county which provide necessary commercial

and professional services to the community.


	 
	Policy b. Implement programs to improve older commercial areas of the county to

enhance their ability to provide necessary community services.


	 
	Policy c. Encourage redevelopment or repurposing projects in commercial areas that

would preserve or increase desirable community services.


	 
	As the county matures, there will be an increasing need to preserve and revitalize older

residential communities. It will be important to protect existing residential areas from the

encroachment of commercial development and the impacts of institutional holdings and uses. The

compatibility of infill development will also be of increasing concern.


	 
	 
	Objective 8: Fairfax County should encourage a land use pattern that protects,

enhances and/or maintains stability in established residential

neighborhoods.
	 
	Policy a. Protect and enhance existing neighborhoods by ensuring that infill

development is of compatible use, and density/intensity, and that adverse

impacts on public facility and transportation systems, the environment and the

surrounding community will not occur.


	 
	Policy b. Discourage commercial development within residential communities unless

the commercial uses are of a local serving nature and the intensity and scale is

compatible with surrounding residential uses.


	 
	Policy c. Discourage the consolidation of residential neighborhoods for redevelopment

that is incompatible with the Comprehensive Plan.


	Policy d. Implement programs to improve older residential areas of the county to

enhance the quality of life in these areas.


	 
	Policy e. Encourage land owners within residential conservation and revitalization areas

to contribute to the funding of these efforts.


	 
	 
	Redevelopment or Repurposing


	 
	The county's system of public facilities, services and infrastructure is based on

accommodating demand generated by existing and planned land uses. Unanticipated

redevelopment can pose a substantial potential problem for the continued provision of these public

necessities if land uses of a higher intensity than envisioned by the Comprehensive Plan are

developed. Consequently, it is critical that redevelopment or repurposing be in conformance with

the Comprehensive Plan to assist the county in maintaining its high level of commitment to

providing public facilities, services and infrastructure.


	 
	 
	Objective 9: Nonresidential redevelopment or repurposing should be in accord with

the recommendations of the Comprehensive Plan.


	 
	Policy a. Ensure that the general use(s) and density/intensity approved during the zoning

process are in accordance with those identified in the Comprehensive Plan.


	 
	Policy b. Allow interim improvements to existing uses in areas where an eventual

change in land use is directed by the Plan should these improvements be

beneficial in the short run, as indicated by the "Guidelines for Interim

Improvements" in the Land Use Appendix.


	 
	Policy c. Ensure that the redevelopment or repurposing of existing uses is consistent

with the provision of adequate transportation and public facilities.


	 
	Policy d. Optimize stormwater management and water quality controls and practices for

nonresidential redevelopment consistent with revitalization goals.


	 
	Policy e. Ensure that previously contaminated redevelopment sites are remediated to the

extent that they will not present unacceptable health or environmental risks for

the specific uses proposed for these sites.


	 
	Policy f. Ensure that the repurposing of existing structures is in accordance with the

“Guidelines for Commercial Building Repurposing” in the Land Use
	Appendix.



	 
	Neighborhood Consolidation and Redevelopment


	 
	In response to the rising value and demand for land in the county, entire neighborhoods

have attempted to consolidate their properties and sell as a unit to developers or others desiring to

assemble large tracts of land. Since consolidated sales are often contingent upon multiple party

agreements and the ability to develop the site in a different manner and at higher intensities, these

transactions are usually very complicated, often taking several years to finalize. It is in the best

interest of the county and its residents that neighborhood consolidation be approached with

caution, and only encouraged in areas where a change in use and/or intensity are appropriate. All

consolidations should be in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan and have the ability to be

adequately served by public facilities and the transportation system.


	 
	 
	Objective 10: Consolidation and redevelopment of residential neighborhoods should

only be considered if such redevelopment is in accord with the

Comprehensive Plan, is in the public interest, and is, or can be, supported

by the necessary transportation and public facilities.


	 
	Policy a. Where proposals for neighborhood redevelopment call for uses or

densities/intensities that are not consistent with the adopted Comprehensive

Plan, any amendment to the Comprehensive Plan to accommodate such

proposals must be in accord with the guidelines contained in the Land Use

Appendix.


	 
	Policy b. Where proposals for neighborhood redevelopment call for uses or

densities/intensities that are consistent with the adopted Comprehensive Plan

but not permitted by the current zoning, the rezoning request must be in accord

with the guidelines contained in the Land Use Appendix.


	 
	 
	Objective 11: Redevelopment of existing residential neighborhoods should have as

objectives increased affordable housing opportunities and positive

impacts on the environment, public facilities and transportation systems.


	 
	Policy a. Ensure that redevelopment of residential neighborhoods for residential uses

provides on-site, affordable dwelling units or a contribution to the Fairfax

County Housing Trust Fund equal, at a minimum, to the replacement value of

all affordable units displaced, as well as meets the provisions of the county's

Affordable Dwelling Unit Ordinance or Planning Criteria.


	 
	Policy b. Ensure that redevelopment of residential neighborhoods for commercial/

industrial uses provides affordable dwelling units or a contribution to the

Fairfax County Housing Trust Fund equal, at a minimum, to the replacement

value of all affordable units displaced. In addition, any provisions of a duly

adopted program linking employment and affordable housing must be

satisfied.


	 
	Policy c. Ensure that redevelopment of residential neighborhoods addresses associated

capacity deficiencies which would occur to the public facility and

transportation systems.
	 
	Policy d. Optimize stormwater management and water quality controls and practices for

residential redevelopment.


	 
	 
	LAND USE INTENSITY


	 
	The intensity of land use has a direct effect on the ability to provide adequate levels of

service for transportation and public facility systems. The Comprehensive Plan is the primary

mechanism available to the county for establishing appropriate locations for various levels of land

use intensity. Through this mechanism, development is encouraged to occur in accord with the

Plan, at intensities that can assist in achieving various County goals. For instance, high intensity

uses will be located in areas of the county where the transportation and public facilities systems

can best accommodate the demands from such uses, thereby efficiently using county resources.


	 
	 
	Objective 12: The location and level of development intensity should be utilized as a

means of achieving a broad range of county goals.


	 
	Policy a: Concentrate the highest level of development intensity in areas of

transportation advantage, i.e., the Tysons Urban Center, cores of Suburban

Centers and Transit Station Areas.


	 
	Policy b: Limit development intensity to that which can be accommodated at acceptable

levels of service with consideration of the cumulative, long-term impacts of

development on the adequacy of public facilities and transportation systems.


	 
	Policy c: Assign development intensity in the Tysons Corner Urban Center, cores and

areas of redevelopment within Suburban Centers and Transit Station Areas

based upon the ability to offset impact on public facilities and transportation

systems and the long-term capacity of these systems.


	 
	Policy d: Locate development intensity in a manner which assists in achieving

appropriate community character.


	 
	Policy e: Place appropriately located mixed-use development at intensities that will

enhance the production of affordable housing.


	 
	Policy f: Limit development intensity to levels which can be reasonably accommodated

by planned public facilities and transportation systems in general accord with

the guidelines and standards located elsewhere in the Plan.


	 
	Policy g: Locate and limit development intensity in a manner which will not adversely

impact sensitive environmental areas.


	 
	 
	 
	 
	PACE OF DEVELOPMENT


	 
	In the past twenty-five years, Fairfax County has experienced one of the most rapid growth

rates in the nation. For example, between 1970 and 1995, Fairfax County's population increased

by almost 95 percent. Employment grew even more substantially, with the total number of jobs
	in the county more than quadrupling between 1970 and 1995. To accommodate this growth,

76,207 acres were developed for residential uses and 14,512 acres for commercial and industrial

uses.



	 
	To date, Virginia planning enabling legislation and case law have limited the county's

ability to pace or stage development. Consequently, the amount of development that has taken

place during the past decade has exceeded the county's ability to provide services. Therefore, even

though planned development intensities may be appropriate for a given area at some point in the

future, certain intensities are only appropriate if timed with the provision of adequate

transportation and public facility systems.


	 
	 
	Objective 13: The pace of development in the county should be in general accord with

the Comprehensive Plan and sustainable by the provision of

transportation and public facilities.


	 
	Policy a. Influence the timing of development to coincide with the provision of

transportation and other necessary public improvements.


	 
	Policy b. Make provisions for new residential and nonresidential development to meet

the projected demand for public facilities on-site and/or contribute to the

acquisition of nearby property to meet this demand.


	 
	Policy c. Commit through the Capital Improvement Program, funding for facilities in

general accord with the county's Comprehensive Plan.


	 
	Policy d. Require the proportionate participation of all development in fully mitigating

impacts to public facility and transportation capacity.


	 
	 
	LAND USE COMPATIBILITY


	 
	Recommendations for land use are depicted on the map entitled “Fairfax County

Comprehensive Land Use Plan.” This guidance, in conjunction with specific recommendations in

the Area Plans, assists in determining the property’s appropriate use and intensity. However, every

parcel is not necessarily entitled to the use or intensity indicated. Implementation of the

recommendations of the Plan will occur through the zoning process which requires the satisfactory

resolution of basic development-related issues such as access and circulation, buffering and

screening of adjacent uses, parcel consolidation and protection of sensitive environmental areas.


	  
	For developments subject to the Affordable Dwelling Unit (ADU) Program,

notwithstanding specific Plan text or map provisions regarding unit type and/or density, the density

range provisions of the Affordable Dwelling Unit Adjuster and the unit types permitted by the

zoning district regulations in affordable dwelling unit developments shall apply. The Zoning

Ordinance provisions for affordable dwelling unit developments which include alternative unit

types and reduced minimum yard and lot size requirements shall not necessarily be considered

incompatible with adjacent development, provided that the flexibilities allowed in the Ordinance

are accomplished on the subject parcel in a fashion that creates compatible transitions to adjacent

developments.


	 
	 
	Objective 14: Fairfax County should seek to achieve a harmonious and attractive
	development pattern which minimizes undesirable visual, auditory,

environmental and other impacts created by potentially incompatible

uses.



	 
	Policy a. Locate land uses in accordance with the adopted guidelines contained in the

Land Use Appendix.


	 
	Policy b. Encourage infill development in established areas that is compatible with

existing and/or planned land use and that is at a compatible scale with the

surrounding area and that can be supported by adequate public facilities and

transportation systems.


	 
	Policy c. Achieve compatible transitions between adjoining land uses through the

control of height and the use of appropriate buffering and screening.


	 
	Policy d. Employ a density transfer mechanism to assist in establishing distinct and

compatible edges between areas of higher and areas of lower intensity

development, to create open space within areas of higher intensity, and to help

increase use of public transportation at Transit Station Areas.


	 
	Policy e. Stabilize residential neighborhoods adjacent to commercial areas through the

establishment of transitional land uses, vegetated buffers and/or architectural

screens, and the control of vehicular access.


	 
	Policy f. Utilize urban design principles to increase compatibility among adjoining uses.


	 
	Policy g. Consider the cumulative effect of institutional uses in an area prior to allowing

the location of additional institutional uses.


	 
	Policy h. Utilize landscaping and open space along rights-of-way to minimize the

impacts of incompatible land uses separated by roadways.


	 
	Policy i. Minimize the potential adverse impacts of the development of frontage parcels

on major arterials through the control of land use, circulation and access.


	 
	Policy j. Use cluster development as one means to enhance environmental preservation

when the smaller lot sizes permitted would compliment surrounding

development.


	 
	Policy k: Provide incentive for the preservation of EQCs by allowing a transfer of some

density potential on the EQC area to less sensitive portions of a site. The

development allowed by the increase in effective density on the non-EQC

portion of the site should be compatible with surrounding area's existing and/or

planned land use. It is expressly intended that in instances of severely

impacted sites (i.e. sites with a very high proportion of EQC), density/intensity

even at the low end of a range may not be achievable.


	 
	Policy l: Regulate the amount of noise and light produced by nonresidential land uses

to minimize impacts on nearby residential properties.


	 
	 
	Objective 15: Fairfax County should promote the use of sound urban design principles

to increase functional efficiency, unify related areas and impart an
	appropriate character and appearance throughout the county.



	 
	Policy a. Apply urban design principles in the planning and development process.


	 
	Policy b. Incorporate appropriate urban design features in the design and construction

of county facilities.


	 
	Policy c. Recognize quality design in site planning and architecture through the Fairfax

County Exceptional Design Awards program.


	 
	Policy d. Encourage the use of art in public places to enhance both public and private

development.


	 
	Transit-Oriented Development (TOD)


	 
	Transit-oriented development (TOD) has a range of definitions, however common

characteristics include compact development that contains a compatible mix of housing,

employment and retail uses in a high-quality walking and biking environment. TOD is the result

of a deliberate planning strategy for reducing sprawl and automobile dependency by focusing

medium to high density growth around planned and existing transit stations while protecting stable

neighborhoods. Well-planned development that incorporates good design principles and includes

a mix of uses around these stations can create opportunities for compact, pedestrian-friendly and

vibrant neighborhood centers within walking distance of transit. TOD can leverage major

investments in public transit infrastructure, contribute to environmentally sound means to

accommodate new growth in the county, improve access to transit stations and enhance

transportation choice in the area. Initially, this Comprehensive Plan guidance for the development

of TODs in Fairfax County is limited to existing or planned rail transit stations identified in the

Area Plans for mixed-use development. While this guidance applies to all rail transit stations, the

Area Plans should recognize the differences in respective service levels and capacity of heavy rail,

commuter rail, and light rail transit which influence the overall density and intensity appropriate

for a particular station area. Future planning efforts may expand the implementation of TOD

guidelines as part of a family of guidelines for development around different types of mass transit.


	 
	 
	Objective 16: Fairfax County should encourage Transit-Oriented Development (TOD)

with focused growth near certain planned and existing rail transit stations

as a way to create opportunities for compact pedestrian- and bicycle�friendly, neighborhood centers accessible to transit.


	 
	Policy a. The TOD principles outlined in the “Guidelines for Transit-Oriented

Development” section in the Land Use Appendix should be used in future

planning efforts involving rail transit station sites identified for mixed-use

development in the Area Plans.


	 
	Policy b. Development applications that propose a substantial change in use, intensity

or density near designated rail transit stations should be consistent with the

adopted TOD guidelines in the Land Use Appendix.


	 
	 
	LAND CONSERVATION


	 
	In order to take advantage of open space/conservation easements as land conservation

tools, the Board of Supervisors established the Fairfax County Open Space/Historic Preservation
	Easements Program. (See the Glossary for the definitions of "open space easement," "conservation

easement," and "open space.") This program is committed to conserve natural and heritage

resources as allowed by the Code of Virginia, such as open space, sensitive environmental

resources, trees, scenic vistas, historic sites and recreation uses such as trails. Fairfax County has

a limited amount of rural land, so the focus of the program is to preserve natural and heritage

resources within a suburban context that may result in easements on relatively small land areas.

The heritage sites are found both in identified historic districts and scattered throughout the county.



	 
	To implement the Easements Program, the Board of Supervisors has entered into a public�private partnership with a private non-profit land trust (e.g., the Northern Virginia Conservation

Trust). Although the Board has established a public-private partnership, this does not preclude

property owners interested in putting easements on their properties from working with any other

county or regional authority/agency or local, state or national non-profit land trust.


	 
	 
	Objective 17: Fairfax County should use - and the Board of Supervisors as a matter of

policy encourages the use of - open space/conservation easements to

implement the county’s goals and objectives for the preservation of

natural and heritage resources within the context of Fairfax County's

suburban and urbanizing character, in accord with the county’s

Comprehensive Plan.


	 
	Policy a. Promote the use of easements for any purpose allowed by the Code of Virginia,

such as the preservation of open space, heritage resources, scenic vistas,

environmentally sensitive resources, and parks and recreation uses.


	 
	Policy b. Review all prospective easements that are proposed to be granted to the Board

of Supervisors or jointly with non-profit land trusts for compliance with the

Comprehensive Plan, including easements proposed for sites that are not

specifically identified for conservation in the Area Plan volumes of the

Comprehensive Plan, and determine specifically under such review the extent

to which each prospective easement proposed for donation yields a significant

public benefit.


	 
	Policy c. Use easements to enhance buffering and screening between uses, such as

between a developed area and a park or historic site.


	 
	Policy d. Use easements to help preserve small areas of open space in already developed

areas to shape the character of the community; to protect trees and other

environmental resources; to provide visual relief; to preserve wildlife habitat;

to provide buffering and screening; and to otherwise ensure that suburban and

urban neighborhoods may retain open space.


	 
	Policy e. Monitor easements held by the Board of Supervisors or jointly held with a

private non-profit land trust for compliance with the terms of the easements.

Enforce the terms of the easement if violations occur.


	 
	Policy f. Accept perpetual easements as the norm, only accepting a less-than-perpetual

easement if it is necessary to ensure the protection of a threatened resource.
	 
	 
	APPENDIX 1

GUIDELINES FOR MULTIFAMILY RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT


	 
	The following guidelines are desirable characteristics for sites to be considered for

multifamily development. Although the guidelines outline desired characteristics, certain

circumstances might warrant multifamily development on a site even when these guidelines are

not entirely met.


	 
	Guidelines for Suburban Neighborhoods:


	 
	1. Multifamily sites in designated Suburban Neighborhood areas should be in close

proximity to community-serving retail. In addition, multifamily sites should be

centrally located with respect to community services such as libraries, houses of

worship, park/recreational facilities, and schools.


	 
	2. To accommodate traffic flow, the site should have adequate access to an arterial or

to a collector street. An appropriate transportation analysis should be performed in

conjunction with proposed multifamily development, with approval made

contingent on the satisfactory resolution of identified transportation issues.


	 
	3. Sites for multifamily residential development should be located where it is county

policy to provide public water and sewer service.


	 
	4. The required site size for multifamily development in Suburban Neighborhoods is

dependent upon density, setback requirements, open space, parking, social and

recreational amenities to be provided, and building height. These factors will tend

to determine minimum site size. Generally, in areas of the county which have a

reasonable supply of vacant or underutilized land, sites should be above the size

necessary to meet Zoning Ordinance requirements (a minimum of 200 units). This

enhances the ability to support a package of private amenities such as swimming

pools, tennis courts, a clubhouse, etc. If proposed multifamily projects contain

more than 600 units, diversity in architectural style, layout and transition should be

encouraged.


	 
	5. Environmental concerns should be considered in site selection. Multifamily

development is not appropriate in areas designated as Low Density Residential

Areas. Environmental Quality Corridors and areas subject to airport noise greater

than DNL 65 dBA generally should be avoided.


	 
	Guidelines for Multifamily Residential Development for the Elderly:


	 
	Locational guidelines for housing for the elderly should recognize the needs of the elderly

as well as site characteristics. With regard to residents for whom health and mobility have become

a concern, guidelines for the location of multifamily residential development should be modified

as described below. With regard to residential facilities such as congregate housing and nursing

homes, which are designed to serve the elderly population in need of continuous medical/nursing

care, these developments are less location sensitive than other elderly residential developments.


	 
	1. Public transportation and community services should be located within a reasonable

walking distance and should be accessible via paved walkways that are lighted, secure,

and well maintained. Crosswalks should be delineated, and adequate provisions

should be made for crossing heavy traffic (e.g., pedestrian crossing signals). If neither

public transportation nor community services are located within a short walking
	distance (i.e., a 5-7 minute walk), the elderly housing development should provide

shuttle bus service which can offer residents comparable access to community

services.



	 
	2. The topography of the site, and that between the site and nearby destinations, should

be taken into consideration when siting residential development for the elderly.

Pedestrian facilities should not be located on slopes greater than 5-8%, and such

maximum slopes should not be continuous for more than 75 feet.


	 
	3. Safety and security are of particular concern to the elderly. To the extent possible, the

architecture and site design for multifamily residential development for the elderly

should incorporate features which reduce the potential for crime and enhance the

security of residents.
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	The market area served by a shopping center (the area from which customers will drive to

shop) is related to ease of access and is shaped by zones of accessibility, population, buying power,

and location of competition. Numerous studies indicate that on average people will travel up to

one-and-a-half miles for food; three to five miles for apparel and household items when selection

is not important; and eight to ten miles when ranges, selection, and price are important. They will

travel even longer distances for major purchases such as automobiles, but relatively short distances

to obtain repair and maintenance services.


	The two most prevalent types of shopping centers located in the county are termed

Neighborhood Centers and Community Centers.


	Neighborhood shopping centers generally serve an area within three to five minutes driving

time and generally have a supermarket as the anchor store. To support a center with a supermarket

anchor, a population of 10,000 or more is desirable. To support a center without a supermarket, a

population of approximately 5,000 to 10,000 is needed. Neighborhood centers in Fairfax County

may contain up to 125,000 square feet. Generally it is assumed that one acre for each 10,000

square feet, which is under a 0.25 FAR, is a reasonable intensity for Neighborhood Shopping

Centers. In order to assure compatibility with surrounding land uses, it is desirable to locate

neighborhood centers within areas developed at urban and suburban densities. Conversely,

Neighborhood Shopping Centers should not be located within Low Density Residential Areas.


	Community shopping centers carry a greater range of merchandise than do neighborhood

centers. Usually, they have a junior department store, a variety store, or a discount store as an

anchor. They range from 125,000 to 400,000 square feet in size (10 to 40 acres). A small

community shopping center should serve a population of at least 20,000. However, typically

mid-size and large community shopping centers serve 40,000 to 150,000 persons. Planned

community center locations should have adequate land for expansion since it is desirable to

promote commercial concentration and discourage strip development. In general, community

shopping centers should not be encouraged within Low Density Residential Areas or within

Suburban Neighborhoods. Community shopping centers should occur on the fringe of Suburban

Neighborhoods, typically within Suburban Centers and Community Business Centers.


	The following guidelines should apply to the location and site design for shopping centers:


	1. A shopping center site should be designed to maximize free flow of traffic while

driving toward and entering the site. Therefore, right turn movements into the center

for the largest probable volume of traffic is an appropriate design feature.


	2. Site visibility is important, both for marketing the center and for providing a

reasonable warning to traffic that the shopping center is ahead.


	3.

	It is desirable to have shopping centers located at intersections of roads which provide

access both directly and indirectly to a large enough trade area to support the proposed

center. Two guidelines apply with respect to access at intersections: 1) The more

desirable locations for neighborhood centers usually are those sites where minor

arterials intersect with collector streets; and 2) the most desirable locations for

community centers are at intersections of major arterial highways with other arterial

highways.

	Grade-separated interchange locations should be avoided because they generally

	concentrate major through traffic flows and at-grade access is very limited. This is

especially true for neighborhood and small to mid-size community shopping centers

if adequate access is not available at an interchange. However, large centers, such as

those serving subregional and regional markets, are often desirable at interchange

locations due to the high visibility and regional access. These large retail facilities

should only be allowed when access is planned in a way that does not impact the

effective functioning of the interchange.
	concentrate major through traffic flows and at-grade access is very limited. This is

especially true for neighborhood and small to mid-size community shopping centers

if adequate access is not available at an interchange.

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	In Fairfax County, as in other areas of the country, there is an increasing need for

high-quality child care facilities. Such facilities should be encouraged throughout the county to

the extent that they can be provided consistently with the following criteria:


	 
	1. Child care facilities should have sufficient open space to provide adequate access to

sunlight and suitable play areas, taking into consideration the size of the facility.


	 
	2. Child care facilities should be located and designed to ensure the safety of children.


	 
	3. Child care facilities should be located and designed to protect children from excessive

exposure to noise, air pollutants, and other environmental factors potentially injurious

to health or welfare.


	 
	4. Child care facilities should be located and designed to ensure safe and convenient

access. This includes appropriate parking areas and safe and effective on-site

circulation of automobiles and pedestrians.


	 
	5. Child care facilities in Suburban Neighborhoods should be located and designed to

avoid creating undesirable traffic, noise, and other impacts upon the surrounding

community. Therefore, siting child care facilities in the periphery of residential

developments or in the vicinity of planned community recreation facilities should be

considered.


	 
	6. Child care facilities should be encouraged in employment centers to provide locations

convenient to work places. However, these locations should make provisions for a

safe and healthful environment in accord with the guidelines listed above.
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	The preservation of open space, the protection of environmentally sensitive lands, the

provision of opportunities for active and passive recreation, the reduction of the impact of storm

water runoff and erosion, the achievement of high quality design, and the provision of efficient

development are fundamental to the preservation of our Quality of Life, the primary goal of Fairfax

County's policies and priorities. Cluster development is one tool that may be used to further this

goal. The following criteria will be considered when reviewing a cluster subdivision:


	 
	1. Individual lots, buildings, streets and parking areas should be designed and situated to

minimize disruption to the site's natural drainage and topography.


	 
	2. Environmental Quality Corridor (EQC) lands should be preserved and should be

dedicated to the county whenever such dedication is in the public interest.


	 
	3. Site design should take advantage of opportunities to preserve high quality open space

or to provide active or passive recreation and should be sensitive to surrounding

properties, in order to be compatible with and to complement surrounding

development.


	 
	4. No cluster development should be considered when the primary purpose of the

clustering is to maximize density on the site.

GUIDELINES FOR DRIVE-THRU WINDOWS AND OTHER

DRIVE-THRU FACILITIES



	 
	Drive-thru windows for commercial establishments and other drive-thru facilities have the

potential to cause serious on-site and off-site traffic circulation problems. To address these

potential problems, drive-thru windows and other drive-thru facilities should be approved only if

the size and configuration of the lot are adequate to achieve a safe drive-thru facility, parking

circulation and pedestrian system. All activity generated by the use must be accommodated on the

site. Noise, glare and other nuisance aspects related to drive-thru facilities must not adversely

affect adjacent properties.
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	In some areas of the county, the Comprehensive Plan envisions a substantial change in land

use that is expected to come about in connection with eventual redevelopment. In such areas, it

may be immediately beneficial and further the overall principles of the Plan to allow changes in

existing uses that do not strictly conform with the long-term recommendations of the

Comprehensive Plan. Such changes in use may be allowed, on a case-by-case basis, if:


	 
	1. They result in significant public benefits, for example, improvements in circulation or

access, parking, landscaping, site design or building design;


	 
	2. Those public benefits outweigh any adverse effects of the change in use; and


	 
	3. Allowing the change in use will not delay or interfere with the achievement of the

long-range objectives of the Comprehensive Plan.
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	Consideration should be given during the development review process to encourage the

clustering of automobile-oriented commercial uses. By allowing such clusters, the following

benefits may accrue: higher quality design; increased landscaping and buffering; increased

vehicular safety; and increased energy efficiency.


	 
	Uses that should be considered for clustering include, but are not limited to, automobile

sales and service, banks, convenience stores and fast food restaurants. The following design

guidelines should be considered with regard to commercial clusters:


	 
	1. Clustered commercial uses should be developed as an integrated complex of

buildings and supporting structures. There should be overall compatibility in terms

of architectural character, design detail, materials, and color within a cluster.


	 
	2. Vehicular access should be consolidated in order to improve vehicular safety and

traffic flow. A maximum of two ingress/egress points should be allowed where there

is frontage on only one street. Where there is frontage on more than one street, a

maximum of three access points may be considered. Vehicular access to physically

separate structures within the complex shall be by means of interparcel connections

and/or service drives.


	 
	3. To allow for a more efficient clustering of uses, shared buildings or structures should

be encouraged.


	 
	4. A reduction in minimum lot size should be considered in conjunction with cluster

design for automobile-oriented commercial uses.


	 
	5. Sharing of parking between uses should be encouraged through the consideration of

reductions in the required number of spaces per use.


	 
	6. To eliminate visual clutter along street frontages, all street-oriented pole signs

should be consolidated onto one pole sign per street frontage which can identify all

uses within the cluster.


	 
	7. The identification of uses within each structure should be limited to one sign per use

on the exterior of the structure.


	 
	8. On-site service signs indicating entrances, deliveries, parking, etc. should be alike

in size, material, color, and finish.


	 
	9. To reduce the visual impact of service areas and trash collection areas, they should

be consolidated where possible. These areas should be visually screened from

public roads, shared access drives, parking, and adjacent parcels. Such screening

can be achieved using plant materials, walls or fencing which is compatible with the

architectural style and materials used in the cluster, and by the use of berms.


	 
	10. Drive-through windows should be discouraged in these clusters, unless the windows

can be consolidated.

GUIDELINES FOR NEIGHBORHOOD REDEVELOPMENT



	 
	It is a policy of the Board of Supervisors of Fairfax County that the county's stable

residential neighborhoods are the cornerstone of community structure. As such, every effort

should be made to ensure that these neighborhoods are protected from the negative aspects of

growth and development. However, it is recognized by the Board of Supervisors that, from time

to time, circumstances may exist that result in portions of neighborhoods becoming no longer

viable as a residential community. Under such circumstances, the Board of Supervisors may

consider proposals to amend the Comprehensive Plan and/or to rezone in conformance to the

Comprehensive Plan to allow for the consolidation and redevelopment of such neighborhoods if

the following criteria are met:


	 
	1. Neighborhood consolidations requiring Comprehensive Plan amendments should

only be considered during a comprehensive planning process which will occur at

least once in a five year period.


	 
	2. The neighborhood wishing to pursue consolidation must submit to the Planning

Commission a proposal which includes a petition bearing the signatures of 75

percent or more of the owners and must at a minimum account for 75 percent of the

land area being proposed for replanning.


	 
	3. Proposals for redevelopment of residential neighborhoods for residential uses must

make provision, on-site, for affordable dwelling units or a contribution to the

Fairfax County Housing Trust Fund at least equal to the replacement value of

affordable units displaced in addition to meeting the provisions of the county's

Affordable Dwelling Unit Ordinance or Planning Criteria.


	 
	4. Proposals for redevelopment of residential neighborhoods for

commercial/industrial uses must provide affordable dwelling units or a contribution

to the Fairfax County Housing Trust Fund equal, at a minimum, to the replacement

value of affordable units displaced. In addition, any provisions of a duly adopted

program linking employment and affordable housing must be satisfied.


	 
	5. Proposals must provide a traffic impact analysis, consistent with standard county

traffic analysis procedures, which demonstrates that the proposal with appropriate

mitigative measures will not result in an adverse traffic impact.


	 
	6. The proposal must demonstrate that it will not adversely impact other county public

facilities, including sewer, water, schools, parks, and fire service or that these

impacts can be mitigated.


	 
	7. The proposal must demonstrate that the scale and intensity of development,

anticipated with the replanning, is compatible with adjacent land uses and/or

neighborhoods and that it will not create an adverse, long-term land use precedent

for change on nearby properties.

	The proposal must demonstrate that it furthers relevant county goals and objectives

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	Fairfax County expects new residential development to enhance the community by: fitting

into the fabric of the neighborhood, respecting the environment, addressing transportation impacts,

addressing impacts on other public facilities, being responsive to our historic heritage, contributing

to the provision of affordable housing and, being responsive to the unique site specific

considerations of the property. To that end, the following criteria are to be used in evaluating

zoning requests for new residential development. The resolution of issues identified during the

evaluation of a specific development proposal is critical if the proposal is to receive favorable

consideration.


	 
	Where the Plan recommends a possible increase in density above the existing zoning of the

property, achievement of the requested density will be based, in substantial part, on whether

development related issues are satisfactorily addressed as determined by application of these

development criteria. Most, if not all, of the criteria will be applicable in every application;

however, due to the differing nature of specific development proposals and their impacts, the

development criteria need not be equally weighted. If there are extraordinary circumstances, a

single criterion or several criteria may be overriding in evaluating the merits of a particular

proposal. Use of these criteria as an evaluation tool is not intended to be limiting in regard to

review of the application with respect to other guidance found in the Plan or other aspects that the

applicant incorporates into the development proposal. Applicants are encouraged to submit the

best possible development proposals. In applying the Residential Development Criteria to specific

projects and in determining whether a criterion has been satisfied, factors such as the following

may be considered:

	It is not expected that developments will be identical to their neighbors, but that the

development fit into the fabric of the community. In evaluating this criterion, the

individual circumstances of the property will be considered: such as, the nature of existing

and planned development surrounding and/or adjacent to the property; whether the

property provides a transition between different uses or densities; whether access to an

infill development is through an existing neighborhood; or, whether the property is within

an area that is planned for redevelopment.

	All rezoning applications for residential development should respect the environment.

Rezoning proposals for residential development, regardless of the proposed density, should

be consistent with the policies and objectives of the environmental element of the Policy

Plan, and will also be evaluated on the following principles, where applicable.


	 
	a) Preservation: Developments should conserve natural environmental resources by

protecting, enhancing, and/or restoring the habitat value and pollution reduction

potential of floodplains, stream valleys, EQCs, RPAs, woodlands, wetlands and other

environmentally sensitive areas.


	 
	b) Slopes and Soils: The design of developments should take existing topographic

conditions and soil characteristics into consideration.

	d) Drainage: The volume and velocity of stormwater runoff from new development

should be managed in order to avoid impacts on downstream properties. Where

drainage is a particular concern, the applicant should demonstrate that off-site

drainage impacts will be mitigated and that stormwater management facilities are

designed and sized appropriately. Adequate drainage outfall should be verified, and

the location of drainage outfall (onsite or offsite) should be shown on development

plans.


	 
	e) Noise: Developments should protect future and current residents and others from the

adverse impacts of transportation generated noise.


	 
	f) Lighting: Developments should commit to exterior lighting fixtures that minimize

neighborhood glare and impacts to the night sky.


	 
	g) Energy: Developments should use site design techniques such as solar orientation

and landscaping to achieve energy savings, and should be designed to encourage and

facilitate walking and bicycling. Energy efficiency measures should be incorporated

into building design and construction.


	 
	4. Tree Preservation and Tree Cover Requirements:


	 
	All rezoning applications for residential development, regardless of the proposed density,

should be designed to take advantage of the existing quality tree cover. If quality tree cover

exists on site as determined by the county, it is highly desirable that developments meet

most or all of their tree cover requirement by preserving and, where feasible and

appropriate, transplanting existing trees. Tree cover in excess of ordinance requirements

is highly desirable. Proposed utilities, including stormwater management and outfall
	facilities and sanitary sewer lines, should be located to avoid conflicts with tree

preservation and planting areas. Air quality-sensitive tree preservation and planting efforts

(see Objective 1, Policy c in the Environment section of this document) are also

encouraged.

	All rezoning applications for residential development should implement measures to

address planned transportation improvements. Applicants should offset their impacts to

the transportation network. Accepted techniques should be utilized for analysis of the

development’s impact on the network. Residential development considered under these

criteria will range widely in density and, therefore, will result in differing impacts to the

transportation network. Some criteria will have universal applicability while others will

apply only under specific circumstances. Regardless of the proposed density, applications

will be evaluated based upon the following principles, although not all of the principles

may be applicable.

	Ensuring an adequate supply of housing for individuals and families with low- and

moderate-incomes, those with special accessibility requirements, and those with other

special needs is a goal of the county. Part 8 of Article 2 of the Zoning Ordinance requires

the provision of Affordable Dwelling Units (ADUs) in certain circumstances. Criterion #7

is applicable to all rezoning applications and/or portions thereof that are not required to

provide any Affordable Dwelling Units, regardless of the planned density range for the

site.


	 
	a) Dedication of Units or Land: If the applicant elects to fulfill this criterion by providing

Affordable Dwelling Units that are not otherwise required by the ADU Ordinance, the

applicant may be permitted a density bonus by providing the ADUs in accordance with

the ADU Ordinance. It is a policy of the Board that rental and for-sale Workforce

Dwelling Units (WDUs) should be provided in the County’s Mixed-Use Centers,

including Tysons Urban Center, Suburban Centers, Community Business Centers and

Transit Station Areas, or, for rental Workforce Dwelling Units, where the Area Plans

envision mixed-use or high-density residential development, above the baseline

recommendation is planned.

For for-sale projects, the percentage set forth above is based upon the aggregate

sales price of all of the units subject to the contribution, as if all of those units were

sold at the time of the issuance of the first building permit and is estimated through

comparable sales of similar type units. For rental projects, the amount of the

contribution is based upon the total development cost of the portion of the project

subject to the contribution for all elements necessary to bring the project to market,

including land, financing, soft costs and construction. The sales price or development

cost will be determined by the Department of Housing and Community Development,

in consultation with the Applicant and the Department Land Development Services. If

this criterion is fulfilled by a contribution as set forth in this paragraph, the density

bonus permitted in a) above does not apply.

	For commercial, industrial and mixed-use projects, fulfillment of Criterion #7 is based

upon the provision of a number of units in appropriate residential projects, or land, or a contribution

to the Housing Trust Fund sufficient for a number of units, determined in accordance with a

formula established by the Board of Supervisors in consultation with the Fairfax County

Redevelopment and Housing Authority.

GUIDELINES FOR MOBILE HOME RETENTION



	 
	Mobile homes provide an important alternative source of housing affordable to low and

moderate-income households. In Fairfax County this is a relatively small but important segment

of the housing inventory. However, in many cases the existing Plan designation and the underlying

zoning are in conflict. Further, many of these mobile home parks can be redeveloped in other uses

as a matter of right, leading to a loss of affordable housing and the displacement of residents. It is

recommended that this issue be studied further to determine whether it is appropriate to replan

these sites to continue their use for mobile home parks.


	 
	In the interim, if an existing mobile home park is to be displaced due to redevelopment of

the property under the existing zoning prior to the adoption of revised Area Plans, every effort

should be made by the property owner to accommodate the displaced units (pads) on adjacent

property if such property exists and can be developed in a manner that does not thwart the

achievement of sound land use planning objectives. The Board of Supervisors should exercise the

flexibility to consider overriding site-specific land use recommendations on a case-by-case basis

as a means to achieve the affordable housing objectives through retention of mobile home parks.


	 
	Redevelopment of parcels of land for mobile home park use should only be permitted if it

can be accomplished in a manner that does not adversely affect surrounding properties by creating

an environment for change in land use, or adversely affect the adequacy and availability of public

utilities and services or water quality. Any such project should be effectively screened and

buffered from existing or planned residential development and should be sensitive to the

environment. The applicant should file a rezoning application on the subject property to R-MHP,

for consideration of such a proposal. Further, assistance substantially offsetting the costs of

relocation for displaced residents should be provided by the property owner and a significant

portion of any new pads created under this provision should remain affordable.
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	APPENDIX 11

GUIDELINES FOR TRANSIT-ORIENTED DEVELOPMENT



	Fairfax County seeks to accommodate future residential and employment growth and

expand choices for residents and employees by encouraging transit-oriented development (TOD)

as a means to achieve compact, pedestrian-oriented, mixed-use communities focused around

existing and planned rail transit stations.


	 
	The following guidelines and design principles are intended to effect well-planned transit�oriented development and should be considered in planning efforts as new station areas are

identified and when an existing station area is subject to a major replanning effort. When

applicable, these principles should be used in the review of major rezoning cases for development

around planned and existing rail transit stations. These guidelines are intended to provide guidance

for TOD in addition to the specific guidance found in Area Plans for each station area.

	Focus and concentrate the highest density or land use intensity close to the rail transit

station, and where feasible, above the rail transit station.


	 
	This TOD area may be generally defined as a ¼ mile radius from the station platform

with density and intensity tapering to within a ½ mile radius from the station platform,

or a 5-10 minute walk, subject to site-specific considerations. Station-specific

delineations should allow for the consideration of conditions such as roads,

topography, or existing development that would affect the frequency of pedestrian

usage of transit and therefore affect the expected walking distance to a station within

which higher intensity development may be appropriate. Higher intensities within

the delineated area may be appropriate if barriers are overcome and demonstrable

opportunities exist to provide pedestrians a safe, comfortable and interesting walk to

transit. To protect existing stable neighborhoods in the vicinity of transit but not

planned for transit-oriented development or redevelopment, and to focus density

toward the station, Area Plans should include clearly delineated boundaries for

transit-oriented development based upon these criteria and a recognition of the

respective differences in service levels and capacity of heavy rail, commuter rail and

light rail transit which influence the overall density and intensity appropriate for a

particular station area.

	Each of Fairfax County’s planned and existing rail transit stations has a unique

character in terms of surrounding land uses, transportation infrastructure and

roadways, environmental and topographical characteristics, and location within the

rail system. Although each individual station should balance node and place

functions to some extent, the value of the system as a whole can be enhanced if there

is some degree of specialization, which can enhance the goals of TOD.

Implementation of TOD within Transit Station Area (TSA) boundaries established in

Area Plans, should consider the characteristics of the larger area surrounding the TSA

(e.g., stable residential neighborhood, revitalization area, urban center). Transit

station areas within a larger mixed-use center should be integrated into the overall
	planning fabric of the mixed-use center.

	Provide safe pedestrian and bicycle travel to and from and within the station area.


	 
	Non-motorized access and circulation are critical elements of successful TODs and

should be encouraged. Techniques to promote maximum pedestrian and bicycle

access must include an integrated pedestrian and bicycle system plan with features

such as on-road bicycle lanes, walkways, trails and sidewalks, amenities such as

street trees, benches, bus shelters, adequate lighting, covered walkways, pedestrian

aids such as moving sidewalks and escalators, covered and secure bicycle storage

facilities close to the station, shower and changing facilities, a pedestrian-friendly

street network, and appropriate sidewalk width. Conflict between vehicles and

pedestrians/bicyclists should be minimized. This may be achieved through the

appropriate location of parking facilities including kiss-and-ride facilities, and the

appropriate location and design of access roads to the rail transit station. Planning

for accessible trail systems should consider distances traveled by both pedestrians

and cyclists and should provide usable trails and other systems beyond the Transit

Station Area.

	A balanced mix of residential, office, retail, governmental, institutional,

entertainment and recreational uses should be provided to encourage a critical mass

of pedestrian activity as people live, work and play in these areas. The appropriate

mix of uses should be determined in the Area Plans by examining the unique

characteristics and needs of each station area.

A non-degradation policy should be applied to areas immediately

adjacent to a TOD area and to arterials serving the TOD area. This policy requires

that traffic flow in these adjacent areas and on arterials serving the TOD area perform

no worse after development of a TOD takes place. Where it is not possible or

appropriate to maintain a non-degradation policy, in lieu of additional road capacity,

there can be improvements, measures and/or monetary contributions to a fund to

enable the application of techniques to reduce vehicle trips by an appropriate amount

in and around the TOD area. The impacts on transit, pedestrian, and bicycle

facilities: A high level of service should be maintained for transit users that

minimizes delay, the need for transfers, and transfer delay. Where it is not possible

to maintain a high level of transit service because of extraordinarily high costs,

monetary contributions to a fund for the eventual improvement of transit service can

be provided in lieu of the maintenance of a high quality transit service. An acceptable

level of transit service nevertheless should be maintained during TOD development.

A high level of service should be maintained for pedestrians and cyclists, including

safety and security, direct pathways, reasonable grades, and minimized delays at

intersections.

	The environmental benefits of compact, mixed use development focused around

transit stations can include improved air quality and water quality through the

reduction of land consumption for development in other areas. The utilization of land

near transit and the existing infrastructure allows the county to accommodate

increasing growth pressures in a smaller area served by infrastructure. Improvements

in air quality due to reduced vehicle miles traveled and reduced automobile emissions

can also be viewed as a benefit of TOD. Environmental impacts (such as impacts on

mature trees and stormwater runoff) of proposed development should be examined

and mitigated to minimize potential negative impacts. Low Impact Development

Techniques, such as rain gardens and green roofs, should be incorporated into

proposed developments to reduce potential impacts of stormwater runoff from these

areas. Development in TODs should be designed in a manner that conserves natural

resources; the application of energy and water conservation measures should be

encouraged.

	Development around transit stations can help to address housing and transportation

costs in the county by providing opportunities to balance these costs in TODs.

Employment uses near transit can provide opportunities for lowered transportation

costs for employees. Additionally, housing near transit offers similar transportation

savings and opportunities for housing near employment. Opportunities to create new

small business opportunities as well as assist in the retention of existing small

businesses should be evaluated as part of TOD planning.

	Provide publicly-accessible, high-quality, usable open space.


	 
	Urban parks and open space contribute to a development’s sense of place and are

integral amenities offered to residents, workers and shoppers. Transit-oriented

development plans should provide amenities such as public gathering spaces, civic

focal points, plazas and open green space and offer a variety of activities such as

dining, casual games and recreation, performances, visual arts and special events.

These spaces should be accessible to the larger community as well as the immediate

transit-oriented development area. Development plans should also incorporate open

space preservation, such as stream valleys, where appropriate, and provide access to

the county’s network of parks and trails.

	Evaluate opportunities to include public facility improvements and services within

the TOD area.


	 
	TOD may provide opportunities to improve public facilities. Locating public

facilities in station areas provides important public services in areas accessible to

public transportation and can increase activity within the TOD. Cumulative impacts

of development in a TOD on public facilities and transit access facilities should be

identified and offset. Such impacts include those on schools, parks, libraries, police,

fire and rescue, water and sewer, stormwater management and other publicly owned

community facilities. Current data on station access facilities and demand should be

used as available, to assess needs for replacement or enhancement of facilities such

as bus bays, taxi access, substations and parking.

	Phasing of Development:




	 
	Ensure that projects are phased in such a way as to include an appropriate mix of

uses in each phase of the development.


	 
	A balanced mix of residential and nonresidential uses should be provided to

encourage a critical mass of pedestrian activity. However, concurrent development

of all uses may not be feasible due to market conditions. In instances where a certain

mix of uses is critical to the success of the TOD, the development should include a

commitment to phase the project in such a way as to include an appropriate mix of

uses in each phase to help ensure the long-term success of the mixed-use

development. It may also be appropriate, when a project's overall success depends

on certain specific elements, to make later phases contingent on completion of those

elements. Phasing the development can minimize the potential impacts on the

surrounding community and increase amenities for residents, employees, and visitors

within the transit-oriented development area. Phasing plans should include

pedestrian and bicycle access plans to allow proper non-motorized access throughout

the development phases. Provision of open space and recreational amenities should

be phased as well so that provision or these facilities is not postponed until final

phasing of a development.
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	GUIDELINES FOR HIGHER INTENSITY WITHIN AREAS


	PLANNED FOR INDUSTRIAL USES


	 
	As technology and market demands change, there may be a need to provide more flexibility

to allow certain uses, such as data centers and self-storage facilities (mini-warehouse uses) to be

built at higher intensities within areas planned for industrial uses as shown on the Comprehensive

Land Use Plan Map. The following performance-based strategy is intended to be used to review

certain proposals for higher intensity than otherwise recommended in the Plan. This guidance

provides an option for higher intensity, while ensuring proposals are compatible with surrounding

uses and can be supported by existing infrastructure. This option for additional intensity is not

meant to supersede any site-specific Plan guidance not related to intensity and does not apply to

areas with a baseline Plan recommendation for industrial use, but that also have a redevelopment

option allowing for non-industrial uses such as office, retail, residential, or mixed use.


	 
	Uses such as data centers and self-storage facilities within areas planned for industrial use

as shown on the Comprehensive Land Use Plan Map may be appropriate for development at

intensities above the baseline recommendation stated in the Plan text for the site if the following

performance criteria are met:

	Transportation: Proposed higher intensity development should provide a traffic

impact analysis that demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the Fairfax County

Department of Transportation, that the use and intensity proposed will result in lesser

peak-hour traffic impacts than would be generated if the site were to develop at the

maximum allowable intensity for the planned baseline recommendation for industrial

use. If no intensity is specified in the Plan, an intensity of .35 FAR should be assumed

for this analysis.

	Mitigation of Noise and Other Impacts: Noise, light and other environmental impacts

should be examined to ensure that surrounding uses are not negatively impacted by

this higher intensity. Measures such as substantial setbacks, landscape buffers,

berms, architecturally solid walls and fences, pedestrian - scaled light poles, and the

directing of light away from existing development should be considered to mitigate

any identified impacts.

	Building Design: High quality design and materials should be used, and the design

and materials should complement the architecture of surrounding uses. Loading

functions should be screened with attractive gates or fencing depending on their

orientation to public roadways and non-industrial uses. To minimize visual impacts

on surrounding properties, building facades should avoid the use of undifferentiated

surfaces by including the following design elements as appropriate: variation in

building height, building step-backs or recesses, fenestration, variation in building

materials, patterns, textures, colors, and use of accent materials.

	Lot size and parcel consolidation: The lot size should accommodate the proposed

intensity while allowing for adequate space for site circulation, buffers, and the ability

to minimize visual impacts on adjacent properties related to height and building mass.

Parcel consolidation is also encouraged to achieve these goals, so as not to preclude

the development of unconsolidated parcels in conformance with the Comprehensive

Plan.

	Site Design: Improvements to circulation or access, parking, landscaping and

stormwater management should be provided. If there is a reduced need for parking

as a result of redevelopment, consideration should be given to converting existing

surface parking to new usable open space and/or permeable areas that improve

stormwater runoff.
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	GUIDELINES FOR COMMERCIAL BUILDING REPURPOSING


	 
	Many older commercial office, retail, or service buildings can no longer compete with

newer buildings built in transit-accessible, mixed-use activity centers, or cannot readily be leased

due to spatial configurations that have become obsolete. This results in the need to consider

improving and marketing the buildings for a different use. Commercial building repurposing

encourages the development of a wide range of alternative uses that support the county’s planning

objectives and improve the County’s economy by reducing commercial vacancy. The repurposing

of commercial buildings can be an important element in the county’s strategy to revitalize

communities, provide needed housing, and accommodate emerging development trends and uses.

Emerging uses, such as food incubators, urban agriculture or flexible live/work units, have been

shown to promote economic development and the diversity and vitality that characterize successful

communities.


	 
	The Guidelines for Commercial Building Repurposing are intended to facilitate the

conversion of vacant, partially vacant, and underutilized commercial office, retail and service

buildings to alternative land uses not envisioned under the adopted Comprehensive Plan.


	 
	Commercial buildings that are proposed to be repurposed per these guidelines may be

deemed to be in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan. Flexibility is anticipated when

applying Plan guidance in the review of zoning applications. Commercial building repurposing

should not preclude future redevelopment nor critical logical consolidation, roadway

improvements, parks, and/or other public facilities. Moreover, a repurposed commercial building

should not result in land use conflicts that will compromise the use and/or operations of properties

nearby.

	The following types or mixture of types of office building repurposing may be

appropriate in the Tysons Urban Center, Community Business Centers (CBCs), Transit Station

	Alternative commercial, service, office, light industrial, governmental or institutional uses

may also be appropriate for the repurposing of spaces planned and developed for retail use, Retail

or Other Commercial Uses, or as a retail component of a mixed-use Plan recommendation.

Examples of such uses may include entertainment uses, indoor recreation, professional offices,

health care providers, theater/performing arts centers, libraries, or emergent commercial/industrial

uses such as craft breweries, makerspaces, or small-scale production facilities, among others.


	Performance Standards for Commercial Building Repurposing


	 
	The following performance-based strategy is intended to be used to review proposals for

repurposing existing commercial buildings for alternative uses. This guidance sets forth criteria to

ensure proposals are compatible with surrounding uses and can be supported by existing

infrastructure. Because the repurposing of commercial buildings presents unique challenges and

opportunities, flexibility in achieving certain objectives may be afforded, particularly when the

conversion will not significantly change the building form and footprint.


	 
	Although there are recommendations and guidance for residential development and uses

throughout the Comprehensive Plan, the Comprehensive Plan does not and should not be read to

suggest, request, or require any proffered condition for any particular site, development or use.

	Compatibility:




	 
	Commercial repurposing should occur in a manner that is compatible with the

existing and planned surrounding development. A complementary relationship is

expected with adjoining properties and surrounding neighborhoods, especially in

cases of proximity to lower density residential uses. Commercial building

repurposing in areas within or adjacent to Suburban Neighborhood Areas or Low

Density Residential Areas should be rigorously reviewed and should be considered

only when the use will not adversely impact adjacent land uses and the overall

character of the neighborhood. Landscaped buffers and screening should be utilized

where necessary to achieve visual separation to minimize potential adverse impacts.


	 
	Consideration of the location of office to residential conversions should ensure that

the new use is not isolated from other residential uses and is located in areas where

services and amenities that support residential uses, such as schools, shopping, parks,

and other recreational opportunities are provided.

	Opportunities to improve site access, internal circulation, frontage, and off-site

connections and reduce excess parking should be assessed and provided for all

transportation modes. Incorporating multimodal frontage improvements should

enhance the pedestrian, bicycle, and transit user’s experience. An evaluation of the

transportation impacts should be provided. A proposed development that is equal to

or generates less vehicle trips than an occupied office building and/or has the ability

to implement a Transportation Demand Management (TDM) program to lessen the

vehicle impacts from the proposed use is encouraged. If the proposed use generates

additional traffic, then appropriate mitigations, including a TDM program, should be

provided.

	The repurposing of existing commercial buildings should include consideration of

streetscape, landscaping and stormwater management improvements. High quality

site design is encouraged. The streetscape should be designed to promote a pleasant

pedestrian experience. This includes well-landscaped public spaces such as squares

and plazas; urban parks; courtyards; an integrated pedestrian system; and measures

to mitigate the visual impact and presence of parking. Additional landscaping may

improve the general appearance of a site and provide a buffer between uses as

appropriate to create effective transitions as needed. Repurposing may afford

opportunities to replace excess surface parking with stormwater management

facilities, open space, or other site amenities. Flexibility in applying these objectives

is appropriate when considering commercial buildings with unique site

characteristics or constraints.

	Schools, Parks, And Other Public Facilities:




	 
	Proposals to repurpose from office to residential use should demonstrate that impacts

to schools, parks, and other public facilities caused by any change in use will be

addressed proportionally to the number and type of units, using the standards

typically used to evaluate rezoning applications. The Urban Parks Framework should

be applied as appropriate to ensure that such building repurposing results in quality,

on-site public park space and recreational amenities to serve new residents,

employees, and visitors. Opportunities for providing community meeting rooms

should be evaluated with repurposing proposals.

	Environment:




	 
	The repurposing of commercial buildings may provide opportunities for

improvements in energy efficiency and other green building practices. Such

opportunities should be identified and considered for incorporation into building

and/or site design. Similarly, noise mitigation should be provided where needed and

feasible. Stormwater objectives should be met; however, in cases where site

constraints render achieving stormwater management objectives impractical, other

opportunities to reduce impervious surfaces and implement quality and quantity

controls should be identified. The repurposing of buildings should be pursued in a

manner that will support the protection and restoration of tree canopy. Efforts should

be pursued to protect high quality vegetation and provide additional tree cover within

landscaping concepts, consistent with site design needs.

	For office to residential conversions, affordable housing should be provided in

accordance with the Affordable Dwelling Unit Program in the Zoning Ordinance and

the Workforce Dwelling Unit policies. However, some flexibility may be appropriate

when applying the policy to live/work conversions.

	Historic Preservation:




	 
	Buildings subject to conversion should first undergo appropriate historic preservation

review, including coordination with county staff, to foster preservation and minimize

potential impacts to structures that may have historic significance.
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	CONTINUING CARE FACILITY GUIDELINES


	 
	The Continuing Care Facility (CCF) use is intended to provide for the development of a wide array of

accommodations and service choices to facilitate the opportunity for occupants to age-in-place or move

within levels of support as care needs change. The development of secondary uses such as offices,

restaurants, recreation, and stores may be appropriate to support the CCF use and its occupants.

Continuing Care Facilities are considered community service facilities under Virginia Code § 15.2-

2223(C).


	 
	A CCF may be established in an area that is planned for institutional, residential, mixed use, or

commercial development; or where those uses are compatible with, or recommended by the

Comprehensive Plan. The maximum floor area ratio is based on the land use recommendation in the

Plan for a CCF or on the land use recommendation for other uses, as modified by the conversion table

in the Zoning Ordinance.


	 
	A CCF proposed per this appendix may be deemed to be compatible with the Comprehensive Plan

even if not specifically shown on the Comprehensive Plan Map or recommended in the Comprehensive

Plan text as a particular use for a property.


	 
	1. Compatibility


	 
	Any proposed CCF development should seek to achieve a harmonious and compatible relationship

between the scale and design of the proposed CCF and existing and planned land uses around the

property. The CCF proposal should demonstrate that the use will not create an adverse impact on

adjacent land uses and/or neighborhoods. Compatible transitions between a CCF and any adjoining

lower density land uses can be achieved through such techniques as the control of height and setbacks,

the use of landscaping and screening, and the concentration of intensity in the center of a development

site. In designated mixed-use activity centers, taller buildings that complement the planned and built

environment may be appropriate especially when a more compact building footprint provides an

opportunity for the creation of larger public open spaces.


	 
	2. Transportation


	 
	To better accommodate traffic, the site should have access to an arterial or to a collector street. A

transportation analysis should be performed in conjunction with a proposed CCF development that

demonstrates the satisfactory resolution of any identified transportation issues.


	 
	For larger facilities, access to public transportation and community retail and services are desirable to

serve residents and employees. The CCF should provide mobility options such as shuttles that can offer

residents access both within and outside the facility.


	 
	3. Site and Building Design


	 
	Site design should promote safe vehicular, non-motorized, and pedestrian movements within the CCF.

High quality open space should be preserved and/or included throughout the site. Site layout should

provide logical, functional, and appropriate relationships among buildings with specific consideration

to providing accessible movement around the site for persons with mobility challenges.
	 
	Streetscape and landscape should be designed to promote a pleasant experience by improving the

general appearance of a site and providing buffers between uses as appropriate to create effective

transitions. Desirable features such as courtyards, an integrated sidewalk and trail system, and

measures that mitigate the visual impact of parking lots and garages should be provided.


	  
	The topography of the site and the topography between the site and nearby destinations should be taken

into consideration when siting CCF development to avoid trails and sidewalks with steep inclines.


	 
	4. Affordability


	 
	A CCF that avails itself of the flexibility afforded by this policy and the intensity conversion provisions

allowed under the Zoning Ordinance should help address the housing needs of individuals with low to

moderate income. A developer of a CCF should contribute $3.00 per square foot of new gross floor

area to assist with the provision of affordable housing or accommodations. This amount should be

adjusted annually based on the Consumer Price Index and contributed to the Housing Trust Fund for

the provision of affordable accommodations prioritized for older adults and/or persons with

disabilities. The contribution should be made in no more than three installments over a three year

period. The timing of payment initiation is to be determined at the time of rezoning. In lieu of this

contribution, a development may offer and Fairfax County may accept an equivalent contribution for

on-site accommodations or on-site land for affordable accommodation that may be provided by others.

In the event on-site land or accommodations are not feasible, off-site land for affordable

accommodations prioritized for older adults and/or persons with disabilities can be considered. All

land dedications should be acceptable to and made to the Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing

Authority.


	 
	5. Environment


	 
	The protection and enhancement of natural resources, including their environmental health benefits,

should be evaluated on a site-specific basis. These areas should be integrated into the planning and site

design for the CCF as appropriate.


	 
	Specifically, a CCF should conserve natural environmental resources by protecting, enhancing, and/or

restoring the habitat value and pollution reduction potential of floodplains, stream valleys,

Environmental Quality Corridors (EQC), Resource Protection Areas (RPA), woodlands, wetlands, and

other environmentally sensitive areas, per county policy.


	  
	New development should minimize human exposure to noise sensitive areas. Internal noise levels

should not expose people in noise sensitive environments to noise in excess of DNL 45 dBA. Any new

or proposed development should be subject to existing airport noise policies.


	 
	CCF developments should commit to exterior lighting fixtures that minimize glare and impacts to the

night sky, while offering a measure of safety and security to persons within the CCF.


	 
	6. Parks and Recreation


	 
	The Parks and Recreation element of the Policy Plan should be consulted when determining how park

and recreation needs generated by development should be offset. The impacts to parks and recreation

levels of service, including applicable standards, will vary with the geographic location and the needs
	generated by the specific CCF. Acreage requirements will vary depending on whether the site is

located in an area where the Urban Parks Framework applies.



	  
	New trail and sidewalk connections that link the CCF to nearby parks should be encouraged.

Connections will help integrate the CCF into the fabric of the community and provide active recreation

opportunities and connection with nature. Trails and sidewalks should be accessible to all abilities and

compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act.


	 
	7. Libraries, Fire and Rescue Services, Stormwater Management, and Other Public Facilities


	 
	The CCF should offset any public facility impacts. This may be accomplished through the dedication

of land suitable for the construction of an identified public facility need, the construction of public

facilities, the contribution of specified in-kind goods, services, or funds earmarked for those uses, and

/or a monetary contribution to be used toward funding capital improvement projects. Selection of the

appropriate offset mechanism should maximize the public benefit of the contribution.
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
