      1) Notarized PD Form 23: 

Use the attached form (PD Form 23) when requesting your criminal record by mail. 

Fill out the first five (5) lines of the REQUESTOR USE portion and be sure to sign in 

front of a notary.  

 

2) Notarized Copy of TWO (2) Identifications (one must contain your photograph). Pursuant to 

VA Law, no other IDs are acceptable. 

o U.S. or Foreign Passport  

o U.S. Driver’s License OR DMV Identification Card  

o U.S. Military Identification Card  

o U.S. Social Security Card 

o ORIGINAL US Birth Certificate or ORIGINAL Foreign Birth Certificate accompanied 

by an ORIGINAL certified professional translation. (Please DO NOT provide copies of 

either your birth certificate or translation. All original documents will be returned).  

 

3) Ten-dollar ($10.00) fee payable by check or money order to County of Fairfax.
