FAIRFAX COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

 Seeks to improve traffic safety and provide transportation options to people around the County

 Bicycle Network Plan: Establishes key bike route network and suggests type of bicycle facility 

 Safer/more comfortable facility type can be implemented if space allows

 Routes can be added to connect destinations/origins to the bike network

 Implementation Options (if no road widening needed):

 Capital Projects ($$$)

 Through Paving & Restriping Process ($)

COMMONWEALTH BOULEVARD - EXISTING

 Between Guinea Road and Sideburn Road

 Two travel lanes (wide in some areas), on-street 

parking (wide in some areas)

 Sidewalks on both sides

 Eastbound Left-turn lane at Laurel Ridge Elementary 

School

 No on-street bike facilities



COMMONWEALTH BLVD - PROPOSED

 Between Guinea Road and Sideburn Road

 Add eastbound bike lane by narrowing travel and 

parking lanes

 Legal on-street parking will remain

GOVERNMENT CENTER PARKWAY - EXISTING

 Between  Monument Drive and Waples Mill Road

 Four travel lanes (two in each direction divided by 

median) with turn lanes at intersections

 Traffic volumes indicate underutilization: 5,500 ADT

 Sidewalks on both sides with gap on the south side 

between Ridge Top Road and Waples Mill Road

 No bike facilities



GOVERNMENT CENTER PARKWAY - PROPOSED

 Between  Monument Drive and Waples Mill Road

 Convert the underutilized outside travel lanes into 

buffered bike lanes

 Maintain existing turn lanes

Colts Neck Road, Reston 



PEDESTRIAN SAFETY

Opportunity to review

 Study busy pedestrian crossing locations without 

crosswalk markings

 Upgrade existing crosswalk striping 

 Evaluate for signage and other safety 

improvements
