If walking, continue. Those 
who have yet to step off 
the curb in the crosswalk, 
do not start crossing.

Then proceed with 
caution if the crosswalk 
is clear.

A: While it looks fairly similar to a traditional signalized 
pedestrian crossing, the HAWK functions a bit differently. 
When not in use, it remains dark. The beacon goes 
through a sequence of five movements after a pedestrian 
pushes the button. 
• The HAWK beacon begins flashing yellow to indicate 
to drivers someone will be using the crosswalk.to drivers someone will be using the crosswalk.
• It then goes to solid yellow like a typical traffic signal, 
advising drivers to stop if safe to do so.
• The beacon then turns solid red, requiring drivers to 
stop at the stop line.
• Finally, the beacon goes to flashing red, letting drivers 
know that they can proceed with caution if the crosswalk 
is cleais clear.
• The beacon then returns to a dark state.
